One Regular Killed and Filve Wounded at
Huntaville.

Husravives, Ala, Oot. 11,<The Tenth Oav-
alry (dolored) resched hore this morning from
Montauk Polnt and within an hour some of Its
men ware [nvolved In a Aght with the olty pro-
yost guard, which In composed of Companles
L and M of the Bixteenth Infantry, One pro-
voat guard was killed and two sariously
wounded, Two Tenth Cavalry men ware mor-
tally woundod and one seriously. All the in-
jured mon were shol with rifles,

Just aftor the Airst detachment of the Tenth
reached Huntaville one of the private soldiers
wont to n renort trequented by whits men and
began to elean the piace out. Ho was promptly
arrestad by thelprovost guard at the requeat
of the propriotors of the house and a squad of
four guards took him away. The party pasasd
noear tho traln of the negro eavalry and the prie-
oner called upon hia companions to take him
away from the guand,

A negro soldler advanosd toward them and
wns ordersd to halt, Inatesd of standing still
he turned and ran and waa shot down, Bhoot-
ing became general, and bullets Qew (o every
direction. Tho ocavalrymen on ths traln
fired through the windows of the chrs,
and more than a hundred made a break
upon the guards to disarm them. Corporal Mo«
Laughlin of the provost guard was the first to
fall, recelviog a bollat through the abdomen.
Hw died In an hour. The four guards stood
their ground, and thelr Krag«JOrgonson rifles
were used with effect. Three negroes were
wounded, two mortally,

In apite of all the oMoers of the Tenth Cav sl-
ry could do the men ocontinued In a state of
excitoment for half an hour. Ono First Ber-
geant ordered his company to losd and fire,
but exooution of the order was stopped by a
Lisutenant. The riot might have involved the
white regiments campad hers If the mountad
patrol of the Fifth Cavalry had not quelled it
with drawn sabres.

Of ths four guards in tha fight three were
wounded. Corporal MoLaughlin of Company
L wans killed ; Private Wilea of Company M was
shot through the knee, and Private Larkin of
Company L wans ehot In the fleahy part of the
lag. Wiles's log wan amputated at the Corps
Resorve Hospital to-night. MoLaughlin has a
family at Peokskill, N, Y.

Private James Gleeton of Troop M is the
worst hurt of the cavalrrmen. A bullet broke
his apine, and the wound will cause his death.

He has
nlways been known as & boy of regular habita
and exemplary conduot until he recently bacama
friondly with John Kennedy, a notorlous per-
son, who has been tried several times for traln
robbery and is now aswaiting trial for murder.

Bpanish Boldliers Fire Into s Crowd at Are-
eibo, Kllllng and Woundiag 50—-Where-
npon Our Forees Oooupy the Oliy—Ad-
miral Schley Silps and Spralos Fis Ankle,

Apeedal Cable Depaled to Trx Buw,

Baw Juaw, Porto Rioo, Oot. 11.—~In answer to
A requost from the Amerioan Commisalon the
Washington authorities have wired (nstrue-
tions to the Commissionors to notify the
Spanish suthorities that the American flag
will be ralsed over the (sland on Oect, 18,

In noocordance with thess instructions the
Bpunish Commisaion was formally notified to-
day that on tho day named the Amerieans will
take full chargo,

This knowledge relleves the strainsd re-
Intions between the Bpanish and the Ameri-
eans. The uncertalnty heretofors existing
had had a very disquisting effect. Amerioan
ocoupation s the only thing neaded to Insurs
ponoa throughout the ialand.

A number of Bpanish soldlers and Porto
Lioans, while drinking in m café at Areelbo, on
the north coast west of thia clty, on Bunday,
became lnvolved in a quarrel. The Spaniards
withdrew and armed thomselves and then re-
turned and fired into the crowd of unarmed
civiliang, killing five of them and woundlog
twenty-five,

Five of the wounded will die, The natives
were furlous over the aotion of the Spaniards,
and aftor the shooting they sttasked a8 number
of housss ocoupled by Spaniarda in the suburba,

The disturbance resulted o ths Amerfean
foroos taking chargo of the olty. whoreupon the
trouble ceased. Trains from Arecibo are ar-
riving here orowded with Bpanish familiea
from the elty and other places in the nelghbor-
hood, they having been warned by the natives
to laave.

No trouble s expected after the Bpaniah
soldiers are withdrawn, but thelr presence and
overbearing manner act as constant lrritants
to the natives,

Alarge tranaport |8 expected to arrive here
at any time to embark the Spanish troops, but
whether they are embarked or not the Bpanish
flag will come down on Tuesday next. It (s ex-
pectod thata transport bound for Havana will
be stopped on her arrival here and loaded with
troops for conveyancs to Spain.

At Cedor Raplds the Prosident further proe

Btatas, whose peorle, he anld, do not shirk the
burdens or fineh bofore the responsibilition lns
eurred in o war undertakon for the advanos-
muent of humanity., Neither would the people
accept torma of poace which wore not in the ine
torest of humanity,

Thousands heard his words and acolaimed
the short specehes e made during the briet
stops o his ying progress moross Iilinois and
Town nt fllty milos an hour on his way to the
Transmissiwaippi Exposition nt Omaha.

The President's train loft Chloago just boae
fora B o'clock on the Uhicago anid Northwestern
Hallroad. to which it was transferrod from the
Pennsylvania road an hour carlier. It had
been the intention to send out the train beare
ing tho army sod pavy ofMicors and diplomate
Ists ahead of the Prealdent's train from
Washington to Chioago, but the army train,
which ran over the Baltimore and Ohlo road

the wreck of a teain ahoad of it. It was
reported nt Chicngo and the Presldent's train

went out before the others uarrived. The

Kinley, the President's nephew; W, N. Babeock
of the Omaha Exposition and Mra. Baboook,
and Willlam Drummond. W. A. Gardner, As=
sistant Buperintondent of the Northwestern
rond, and David N, Ball, tourlst agent of the
Pennsylvania, accompanled the train to look
after Ita operation. At every station from the
time the train left Chickgo fags Muttered from
staffs and bulldings, and wero wavod by lurak
eltizons as the train passed. Hardly n statlon,
however small. but had a8 group of waiting
spootators, even when the traln was not ex«
pected o stop.

Tho Presidential train conld be rocognized &
long way up the track, itsa onglne belng
enwrapped with the national ¢colors whersver
thers was room for them. At Do Kalb, the first
stop, sverybody who could get within hearing
range of the train had taken position along the
tracks. Their greoting to the President didn’s
awalt bis appearance on the car platform, they
wore cheerlng from the time when the door
was opened, nlmont before the traln camo to s
stop. It was only their numbers and the voolfs
orous niture of thelr groeting that Induced the
Presldent to make a short spoech to them, He
sald:
