XEWS Of THE WHEELMEN.

Troubles of Taylor, the Colored Rider
Prospects of Thriving Trinle.

When tho now outlaw racing men first de-

clared themselves at Trenton In favor of break-
ing away from tho League or American Wheel-
men, "Major" Taylor, the colored boy, who
at the close of the national circuit races was
only two points behind Kddio IJnld. refusod to
join the secession movement. Finally he was
prevailed upon to desert the League, nnd no
sooner hnd bo left t ban he began to got the
"frozen heart" from tlio rebels whoso forces
lie bad been begged to join. Now, Taylor is
sorry lio left the league, which, ho hns said,
waa the only organization thst ever befriended
him. An o.Tlcor of the New York State Di-

vision said yesterday:
" This affair Is greatly to the discredit of the

outlaws, and will do more to hurt their course
than anything olso that haa been done. Taylor
was Induced to desert the Lengue nnd join the
Insurgents in order that he might be 'thrown
down ' on both sides. 1 have heurd it said that
it was a case of 'anything to do the nigger.'
Taylor, you know, hnd a contract with the
American Cycle Itncing Association for a yoar.
but finding that under his arrangement,
which was I hat the association should
be a custodian of his pursea. it was
a money - out - of - pocket job for him
to win races, he concluded to quit Then ho
was called arrogant and accused of having a
swelled head. The feeling agninst Taylor on
tho pnrt of tho American Cyelo Racing Asso-

ciation is undoubtedly very bitter because of
Taylor having told hie story of winning purses
all the season and then being informed that
lie had not made any money for hia masters.
I'orbaps Taylor's misfortune was in being born
after the abolition of slavery. I do not think
that the boy had n head very badly swelled,
but if be bad I would not blame him after
having beaten Raid and Michael. The pro-

moters say that he was on his uppers when they
took hold of him. What if ho was Didn't he
have a right to go in and win against the others
and make money out of it if he could, instead of
being told that he was a nigger with a swelled
head und that his winnings did not cover the
expense-o- f hi-- , training and pacing '.' The ex-
penses of Tnylor and Titus have rai.-e- d the
iiuestlon in my mind of how much does it cost
tor the privilege of working for a

nrgaiil:at.oii and making money for it?
So lar as Hie light against the League goes.

I think the backbone of tt Is broken. 1 think
there is not n member of the League in New
York State who will not. admit that the
Racing Roard has mads some serious
mistakes tills lyear in the effort to
please everybody, but I his new racing associa-
tion is not going nt it tlie right way to correct
mutters, and the men are beginning to realize
it. Thoy have been raelug tor smaller purses
since they cut loose from the League than they
raced for while under its jurisdiction. Now
they have to say to tlio track owners and pro-
moters that (hey will not ride unless they see
tho money for the prizes put up before thoy
start, whereas before they broke away thoy
bad perfect assurance that they would get their
iioiiiev. A powerful organization that, could
make the promoters come to timo was looking
out for their interosta thou, and they did not
have any worrying to do:

" Personally, und ns an officer of the State
division, I wish tho League was quit of racing,
but I do not think that this .secession move-
ment is going to do anything mnr than create
a dissension that will hurt tho sport. I read in
Thk Sun this morning what Chairman Molt,
said, nnd tho only trouble g that he did not lay
it on tbiek enough. Ever since certain men
lost their positions at tlio League " crib." be-
cause of beingcoiiiiectcd witli unsportsmanlike
affairs, there hns been a political fight on
against President Potter ana Chairman Mott.
Those who lost their sinecures have boon striv-
ing iu every way to Injure the League. It would
be bettor, I th'nk, if there wero no sinecures
and no offlceB of emolument in the League.
and the control of racing is what provides for
them, but so long as there is no other body
competent to handle tho sport the Leuguo
must continue and it will win. I guess. The
career of the racing outlaws since thoy cut
loose indicates hat."

0. W. Dickenson. President of the National
Roard of Trade of Cycle Manufacturers, who
was in tlie city yesterday on a brief business
isit. said that lie does not sympathize with

any of the show projects, but does believe in
the "opening day ideal tor the retail trade, us
it was expressed on Feb. 2'J this year.
