At thoe mesting of the Bopply Oom-
mittee last Weduasday it was doolded to keep
opon headquarters here thronghout the winter,
in order that any demands for assistance from
whatever source might bo mot at onoe.

Bach weoak, howover, the domands have
grown rapidly fewor, although it is the opinion
of those in chargo that when ths armles are
moved to Cabs and Porto Rico the work will
becoma somowbnt heavier. The Red Cross
organigation still haa fleld agenta at the
camps, but the surgeons no longer ask for
supplies from them, Thia is takon as & proof
that the army |a supplyiow’ nlmost everything
the soldiera nend, A few convalpscent homes
and hospitals still call for some asaistance and
the work of providing I(ndividual soldiers with
elothing has been refumed by tha aoclety, In
discontinuing this a fow weals ago, tho soolety
belleved that the soldlsrs could receoive all
thelr clothing at the Army bullding. Owing to
some technloalities, however,n large number
of men cannot recelve such assistance from the
military authorities here. Huch men recelve
orders from the offloers at the Army bullding
on the Red Croas, and in this ‘'way all are pro-
vided for, About 200 meh have reealved such
asslstanco from the Red Cross during the last
twoweeka,
