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JUSTICE FOR DRETFUS,

M. Bard Talls the Court of Cassation That
Hevislion Is Imperative.
Speeial Cable Despatel fo Taw fSox,

JPamis, Oct. 27.<~The Court of Cassation
assembled at noon to-day to hear the re-
port of Counssllor Bard, who was sssigned
to Investigute tiwe application for revision
of the Dreyfus trial. The small court-
rooms was packed, and a great erowd
gatherad outaide. There was no demonstra-
tion. however, as the ocrowd was confronted
with an enormous force of polles, M. Bard
read n long review of the case, beginnlog with
the letter of the Minister of Justice referring
Mme. Dreyfum's appeal to the Court of Cassa-
tion. He dealt notonly with Lieut.-Col. Henry's
forwery and suleide, whieh, ko sald, were suffi.
cient in themseolves to necessitate a revislon of
the trial, but took up the borderean and Major
Esterhazy's connection therewith, Lisut.-Col.
Flequurt's dincoveries, Lisut.-Col. du Paty de
Clam's yetion. &e.. though he did not disclose
suy fresirfacts concerning them, rs the dossier,
as he received (¢, contained only the pleces of
evidence writh which the world is familiar. The
necret pleces, If such exist, are atill in the cus-
tody of the War' Department.

M, Bard declured that he nad not found in the
borderean any of the points indieating that
Dreyius was guilty, which Lisut.-Col. du Paty
de Clam had pointed out, In fact, he sald,
thore oxisted against Dreyfus only suspieions,
not prools,

M. Bard read m lotter, written by M. Barrien.
Ministar of Justive. to the Procursur-Géndral,
declaring that Lisut.-Col, du Paty de Clam had
vainly tried to extort a confession from Drey-
fus. The reading of the letter caused n sonsa-
tion In the courtroom,

Connsellor Bard summed up with a strong
recommendation for revision. declaring that
Lisut.-Col Henry was the chlel instigator of
the prosecuitfon of Dreyfus: that the evidence
contained B the borderean was utterly worth-
loas against Dreyfus, and that there was noth-
ing in the dpssler to justify his eondemnation
by the court-martial,

The court then adjourned. There was ne
demonstration ou the part of the spactators or
the crowd outaide,

The Matin publishes a story desoribing the
journey of M. Jeau Hess, who went to French
Guimna with the object of lsarning something
about the prison life of Dreyfus on Devil's
Island, He ascortmined at Cayenno that Droy-
fus was oconfined in a cell and subjected to
bursh treatment.

PEACE JUBILEE PAGEANT.

WAR HEROES RECEIFED WI’TH AC-
CLAIM IN PHILADELPHIA.

Gen. Mlles in Command of 24,000 Moen in
the Parade—Bigsbee at the Head of the
Sallors—Great Cheers for Hobson, Wheel-
or and the Uthers—Reviewed by M'Kinley.
