The troublo makers tried to mako their Jeers
and Moses heard, butlhoy wore out of breath
beforo the fulUvolcsd shouting had died down.

A big feliow In tho front row rose up and
waved his hit and howled: " Three cheers for
Teddy Roosevelt I"

Uov. Black's neighbors responded with all
tho voice thnyhad given to tho Governor nnd.
with more besides. Ther did not subside until
they had no mora breuth, and onco they got
tho breath back they veiled some more,
first on one side of tho houso, then, on
the other, and then on both, togotlier.
It Is to bo noted that there was no band in the
hall to Increase or incite cheering. The band
couldn't got In and had to make what nolsolt
could lator when the members of the band had
been gathered together under the stage.

Meantlmo tho marching clubs had filled
the first gallery until on the last throe rows
men stood all over the seats and
teotered nnd balanced and swore over the
overcrowding. Mr. Jacobs called the meet- -

Those who hayo lately watohed the
drift of ovents In this Stato understand that
momentous questions are Involved this fall,
and those who have watched this evening's
demonstration will boltove that oar citizens
are awake to tho fall Importance of theso
questions. In one form or another tho etrug-gl-e

is always going on between the friends and
adversaries ot good government, nnd the
no time during your recollection has tho
struggle boen mora acoute than now. Cheers f

It Is, therefore, cause for great rejoicing that
tho people of this city aro arouse and
ready to perform, to tho utmost of thelt
strength, their full share of tbo prosen-dut- y.

Cheers I I am rejoiced at the dem-
onstration this evening, which has been
almost without examolo: first, because It
shows my fellow cltltens havo been pro
foundly Impressed by the great cause, and,
second, because It has been in honor of that
distinguished and faithful advolo of tho
cause of good government whom I now pre-
sent tovou. Theodore Roosevelt."

The Trojans stood up to greet the candidate,
and yelled like Indians just breaking from their
reservation. When Col. Roosevolt motioned
lorsllenoe all but the hoodlums uuleted down :
ther didn't do much. The easy smile with
whloh he greeted their efforts cooled their
ardor wonderfully. From the time he began
to speak until he finished and left the Opera
House thore was not another cheer from thorn.
Something In the man scared them. Such In-
terruptions as came alter that camo from full-e- m

wn men, and showed deliberate prepara-
tion. They, too. mot dofeat, as the story will
show. Col. Roosevelt sold:

"lam glad to have an opportunity to come
beforo you to speak on two or three issues of
this campaign, and I am honored that I should
bo met by so many of you. and I hail with de-
light the chance to meet faco to face ilero
he turned to his adversaries above. so
many of you to whom 1 mean to appeal to
stand with us in this contest for good govern-
ment and national honor.

Interrupted at overy pause by cheers and ap-
plause. Col. Roosevelt told about Russell's rec-
ord and qualities. Ho led from this to his well-kno-

views on the equal value of the ser-
vices ot the volunteers who got into the field
in Cuba and those who never got sway
from the Irksome, wearing routlno of camp.
Ho had barely finished what ho had to say
when a big volco up above yelled: "Talk poll-ti- cs

1"
Tho house was absolutely still for half

a second. Col. Roosevelt looked up
with n gritty smile. "I will." ho said
quietly. Tho people rose and whooped
until they sank down Into their seats
exhausted, as soon asHiey wero quiet enough
for him to make himself heard he began to ex-
plain why. to his mind, both State and national
Issues were concerned in this campaign. He
said that, aside from the support ot the
veterans of the civil war, his great-
est satisfaction was In the support given
him by tho representatives of tho labor
Unions. Then ho went ahead to show that It
was to tho laboring man's interest to voto the
Republican ticket for tho sakeot country, of
their labor organizations, of just taxation as
cltlrens and of the material support of their
wives and children.

Ho reviewed tho crisis in which the country
now found Itself regarding the question of na-
tional expansion and asked that the voters
stand by the Administration. Ho told them.
while they cheered him at every pause,
that his ideals of the qualities expected
of a publlo offlcerwere honesty, courage nnd
common sense. He had fun with Mr. Van
Wyck's fear of using Bryan's name. He made
this talk directly at the sboutera In the gal-lor- y.

They declined to accept his unspoken
challenge and listened In sullen sllenco.
The other folks shouted like mad. But a
moment later, as he was about to close, tho
man who had asked him to tnlk politics said:" Toll us about the canals." There wore a few
scattered jeers from the gallery.

Col. Roosevelt jumped toward them, shaking
his index finger over his head. "I'll tell you
about 'em." he cried, his volco fairly trembling
with eagerness. A quick, sharp cheer swept
over the audience aad then sllenco came again.

You won't raise an Issue." thespeakerwent
on with the utmost spirit, "that I won't meet
you on. At present (I will stand corrected If I
am mistaken) the canal matter stands thus:
Gov. Black Is haing a report, unliLo the
last session of a Democratic Legisla-
ture which was asked to examine
Into this iiuestlon and filibustered over
it for three weeks." Tha people rose In their
seats to cheer. Col. Roosevelt stopped them
with his hand and went straight on.l On this
occasion Gov. Black at onco appointed a com-
mission to Invexttgate tho canals, and he is
now having the proceedings gone over
by a Democratic Judge. Cheers. He would
Iwvci that matter, as he said himself In. Now
York, so that there would be nothing left
for his successor to settle. (Applauso and con-
tinued shouting ot 'Good, good: go ahoadl'j
Bat In case thero should be anything left for
the next Governor to do and I am that Gov-
ernor enters, I will say this: That If the sys-
tem bo wrong I will see tbe system ohanged.
and it any publlo servant has been dishonest I
wlll.see him punlahed.be he Democrat or Re-
publican, I care not"

It takes a great upheaval to make Qov. Black
lose his steady, dignified air. That upheaval
came then and there. All over the house men
were tossing their arrflB in the air and shout-
ing. Gov. Black was clasplnghln hands togethor
and crying "Good! UoodT" Mr. Gruberwnsbouncing a'ong the seats ot threo chairs yell-
ing and upplniuling.

"Now my friends," said Col, Roosevelt In the
same stinging tones, "you spo how I answer
your questions. You try to get an answer Ilka
that from my worthy opponent on tho judiciary
question or. tbe silver, question. (Cheers,
laughter, and renewed cheors. spreading Into
the disorderly seotlon of the upper gallery.)

But moat Important ot all State Issues ara
tho Issues of the judiciary and of law and order
on political life. Mr. Grower's effort to dobauch
and degrade tho judiciary has been admirably
supplemented by Mr. Hill's advice to theotora
of tno State to knock down sworn officers of
the law appointed to do duty at the polls on
election day. (Shouting and cheering.)

"You In Troy know the dreadful mischief,
the terrible consequences that camn to you
once from Incitements riot at tho polls. If Jlr.Hills Incitement should bear such fruit, heavy
Indeed will bo his responsibility. My in-
dignation would not go to the Ignorant man,

Long liefore. the applause had ceased Co!,
Roose elt was being pushed through the crowd

One of the Largest I'oliUent Demonstra-
tions In tha City's History.

Alhant, Nov. 3. Albany wont wild with
Roosevelt enthusiasm This is tho
home of Chairman W. M. Barnes. Jr., of tho
Executive Committee of tho Republican
Stato Commltteo. and the people or his
homfi city demonstrated beyond
a that they will strongly
support his efforts to placo Col Hooso-vc- lt

In tho Executive chair in tho Capi-

tol. The principal streets of tho city wero
crowded from 0 o'clock until midnight with
the Republicans nnd Doraocrr ts of tho olty and
from the surrounding country districts of the
county. Buch enthusiasm has nevor beon wit-

nessed here, not oven during tho unprecedented
Presidential campaign ot two years ago. Col.
Roosevelt was greeted by ono of tho largest
and most enthusiastic political demonstrations
In the history of the capital olty ot tho Empire
State,

Albany has never witnessed such an outpour-
ing ot Its citizens as occurred when
Harmftnus Bleeokor Hall was crowded to greet
the hero of San Juan Hill. Tho mooting was
preceded by a parade, and many private resi-

dences along the route of march wero Il-

luminated, while colored fires woro burned In
profusion. "Tho Tub," presided over by the
Hon. Garrott J, Benson, was espoclally

greeting to tho Republi-
can leader, and a huge bonfire in front ot " Tho
Tub" lighted tho trail ot tho Colonol ot tho
rough riders up Capitol Hill.

Tho hall has a seating capacity of 2,000.
but not a seat was to bo hod at 7 o'clock.
An hour later an ontrance could not bo
offectod, and tally 5,000 peoplo had placed
themselves so as to get a view of
tho stage. They know Col. Roosevelt
would not arrive hero from Troy until after 10
o'clock, but they had resolved to come early, so
as not to bo disappointed In gaining admission.
The result was that more pooplo than were In
the hall wero turned away, though several
thousand were addrcssod at the open air
meeting.

The crowd was so great In tho ball that
hardly a portion of the structure on tho lnsldo
could bo seen, tho pooplo occupying overy
available space that would afford a foothold.
The Immense crowd insldo tho building, es-

poclally In tho aisles and foyer, swayed first
this way and then that In the crush several
women tainted and with difficulty woro res-

cued from the surging mass.
The hall was gorgoously decorated with

American flags, bunting, and palms. The
most prominent families ot Albany occupied
the boxes, while the solid business men ot the
city, who favor an honest dollar, were seated on
tho platform. In tho audience wero hundreds
of gold Democrats, who refused to support tho
Chicago platform two years ago. Hundreds of
people from tho surrounding towns also went
to mako up this audience.

As County Chairman Edward B. Cantlno
called tho meeting to order, a portrait of Presi-
dent McKlnley was suspended from tho files
and was tho occasion of au outburst ot enthu-
siasm.

Dr. Willis O. MacDonald. as Chairman, in-

troduced Commissioner John T. McDonough
ot the State Bureau of Labor Statistics, the can-

didate for Secretary of State. Mr. Mc-

Donough talked direct to the mechanics,
enumerating tho many Stato laws de-

signed to benefit labor which havo boen
enacted at tho instance of the Republican
party, and prcsontcd statistics showing that
tho number ot unemployed had been reduced
since 1800 to 0 per cent This Mr. McDonough
pointed out was due to the beneficent results
of Republican legislation at Washington, as
woll as to the determination ot the people to
placo no men on guard at Washington who are
not In favor ot an honest dollar and who do not
favor a protoctlvo tariff.

Senator Myer Nussbaum. tho next speaker,
at onco launched upon a discussion ot the
canaTqnestlon, and his terso explanation ot
the position of the Republican party upon this
issue was received with hundreds of cries of" Good," " Good," and a voice from the crowd." We'd rather trust Teddy to continue the canal
improvements than Van Wyck, the second."
Senator Nussbaum reviewed tho Stato issues
which are worrying tbe enemy and declared
that he was ready to discuss any issue, national
or State.

Congressman George N. Southwick of this
olty devoted most of his remarks to national
question", especially tho free silver Issue,
as his Democratic opponent Is a free sil-
ver man and who not only voted for
Bryan, but stumped for the Chicago platform
In IBM. Now Mr. Soutbwick's Democratic op-
ponent refuses to discuss national questions
for fear be would lose the votes ot the geld
Democrats. If tho reception tendered Mr.
Southwick ht by his neighbors and fel-
low cltltens Is any criterion, the people of
Albany county are not ready to stultify them-
selves In the stand they took upon national
Suestlons two yoars ago, when Congressman

vi as by a majority ot 4.500.
As Col. Roosevelt did not reach Albany until

after 10 o'clock, and tbe Immense audience had
been generous In their applause on the presen-
tation ot the Issues by the local candldates.lt was
thought that Col. Boosovelt would be allowed
to address them with few Interruptions. But
the crowd evidently had but slightly exprepsod
Its favor of the stand taken by the Republican
party upon all of tbe issues of the day.

Br this timo Col. Roosevelt had succeeded in
fighting his way through the Bnrglng moss of
people outside of the hall, and when he ap-
peared upon the platform a wave ot
enthusiasm swept over, the house which
carried tho audience oft their feet, Men
and women rose en masse, waving in
the air flags, handkerchiefs, hats, and coats, and
such an ovation was tendered the Republican
canaiaato lor uovernor as nas never
before been seen In Albany. Col. Booso-
velt without the formality of an Introduction,
tried Bovqral times to address the audlenco,
but they would not bo quiet. Tho people re-
mained standing soveral minutes, while cheerupon cheer rent the air. It was an imposing
spectacle, and the gallant Colonel was deeply
moved. The applause had about subsided and
he was about to speak when the enthusiasm
again burst all bounds, as a bunch ot AmericanBeauty roses, which were sent from one of the
boxes by Mrs. William Barnes, Jr.. was handed
the Colonel,

CoL Roosevelt again was about to commence
his address when the college men In the audi-
ence started another wave ot applause,
which .again brought tho people to their
feet. It was fully eight minutes after
Col. Roosevelt entered the ball before he
could get an opportunity to speak, and then he
was listened to with absorbing attention. He
brought down the house in opening when he
said thero was not a National or State issue he
would not discuss were there time.

"I am here." he said, "to ask your votes
as a believer in honesty In Albany as
well as New York. I dare tell you how Istand on evory issue of this campaign. In
direct contrast to the Democratic candidates.
Tho candidate for Governor ot tho enemy
of good government who voted for Bryan nnd
has spent his money in advocacy of ltiyan'scause, does not make known his position
on the silver question for fear Jt will

Col, Roosevelt then briefly discussed the na-
tional and Stato policy of the Republican party
and In referring to the canal question, said;

"You have my word that I will probe that
matter to the bottom and act accord-
ingly, no mattor who I may hit. bo heRepublican or Democrat On the other
hand we find Tammany asking to be allowed
to be honest In the Administration ot State

ballon, but I bsg you to take home and con-
sider what I have said that you may vote to
best subserve your own interests as citizens
arid freepien.

It could easily be seen that CoL Roosevelt
had mad a deep impression upon bis au-
dience. When ho. finished the lmmtnsa as-
semblage cheered, him .three times threeas he retired to address the overflow meetngs.
where his reception was just aa spontaneous
and warm as within doors. After a few mln-
utos' talk the .Colonel was. escorted to theHotel Kenmore by the Capitol City Club amid a
blaze of .colored flres and through streets lined
with a ehaering multitude.

Then on
the platform of the Academy of Jtuslo In one of
his oampaten addresses Mr. Wanamaker said:

"There Is nothing that will nloase mo so
much as Mr. Maran's return, and I wolcomn
the opening again ot every book and paper of
the bank to publlo care, oven as I did years
ago. .If my foes will bring this man, doubt-
less moro sinned asalnst than nlnnlncr. Into
court, and he will tell the truth and take hispunishment Instead of the pardon .bribe ho
may1 havo been offered in reward; if ho will
return and toll tho truth, tho whole truth, andnothing but the truth. I will use my utmost
endeavor In securing all the leniency possible
In his sentence, and utter ho has finished It I
will aid him In himself and hisfamily in life. I publish this to the world,hoping ha will see ft, wherevor be Is. and I add
to It that I havo frlonds who will nut In tho
hands of M. 8. Quay, Boles Penrose. W. H. An-
drews, anparentlr my bitter personal enemies,
whatever monoy Is needed to pay tho expenses
ot Marsh a return, as.they seem to know where
ho Is. ;

"Mr. aideon W. Marsh If the newspapers
print this address and you road It I appeal toyou as ono man to another, who must bo met
and faced in tho day of final reckoning, to re-
turn immediately to Philadelphia. Eventhough the books and papers of the bank are
conoluslre enough In themselves as to tho fal-
sity of tho accusation. It will bo somo satisfac-
tion to me to have vou open your 11ns upon all
the facta to those who probably would not be-
lieve the truth, oven though ono ariso from tho
dead."

In the light or this statomont and the bitterught against the Quay machlno by Mr, Wana-
maker the return of Marsh Is sensational inits possibilities. After he Hod his bondsman,
VUlatn H. Wanamaker. forfeited to tho UnitedStates District Court $20,000. tho amount of

the bail bond.
Ar 4 oc oc k tli Is afternoon Marsh, accom-

panied by Mr. Wnnomaker, went beforo UnitedStates Commissioner Bell and surrenderedhimself. He was committed to Movamenaing
prison for further proceedings.
