Lowpox, Nov. 4. ~A banguot in honor of Ma-
jor-Gen, Lord Kitchener, the commander of
the vietorious Anglo-Egyptian expedition to
{ha Boudan, was given at the Mansion House
to-night by the Lord Mayor, Lieut.-Col. Ho-
mtlo David Davies. It was & most brilliant
affair, bolng attended by a large number of
parsons of rank and eminence. Among the
guosts were the Duke of Cambridge, formerly
Commandsr-in=Chief of her Majesty’s forces:
Prinee Christian, Prime Minlster Balisbury,
the Dike of Devonsahirs, Lord Prealdont of the
Oounoll; the Marquls of Lansdowne, Beerotary
of Biats for War{ the Duke of Marlborough,
TLord Rosebery, Bir Willlam Vernon-Haroourt,

Baron Bussell of Killowen, Lord Chlef Justice
of England, and many high military and naval
offeers. The tone of imperfal enthusinsm
which marked the speeches waa tempered by
a enss of the momentous possibilities oon-
peated with the incidents which led to the cel-
‘h‘j-‘:,;l!?rlma Ministor Rosabary, In toasting the
army, made the point that the Dervishes had

bean lor yoars & goures of denger to the
outposts of civilization in which Euro-

peans had placed thelr interests. Ha sald
that but for the vigtorious campaign againat

e Kballia, it was porfectly certain that tho ex-

termination of theso outposts and the Euro-

peans (o them would have resultad, This was

00 much forgotten where it ought to be ro-
membtred most. Lord Resebery added: “We
not enly have the right to claim the reapect of
the pations Interested in civilization, and of
thoss whose territories border on the Dervish
territorr, but have also the right to expect
from them, not 11l feeling, but the fullest and
largest measure of gratitude for removing
tyranny and warding off danger from them.'

JIord Bossbery's speech was greeted with
chears.

The Marquis of Lansdowne, responding toa
toast to the army, remarked that during the
Inst fow days a ocertaln exuberance of publie
Imagination had led the people to construct
rolossal ediflces on the slenderest foundations
of military fact. He sald: * I almost shuddar
ta think of the possible results ware I, Inapired
by these surroundings and upon an oceasion
‘when all of us hope we are In sight of the time
whon common sense and moderation will pre-
vall, to speak of the brave deed that thearmy Is
ready, 1 might almost say burning, to parform
for tha Queen and country."

Lord Balisbury then proposed a toast to Gen,
Eilohener. He paldn cordinl teibute to his
whisvement, and rocalled the history of the
Boudan eampalgn, fts reverses, Ita glgantie

fes, tha murder of Gen. Gordon, and

pess with whioh. when the oppor-

tunity was ripe, the doath of that herole figure
had besn avenged. Incldentally Lord Balls-
bury mentloned apprecigtively that the Sirdar

had conducted the cambalgn at a cost of 2300,-
000 legs than his own estimate. He dwelt upon
the astute diplomatie talent with which Gen,
Kitehener had conducted his dellcate mission
to Fashoda, and the kindness and considera-
tlon he had displayed to Major Marchand and
his comradaes, who, apparently, were in & posi-
tion of antagonism to himself.

Continulng, Lord Sallsbury announced that
he had recslved nformmtion this afternoon
[rom Baron de Courcel, the French Ambassa-
tlor, that *the French Government had coma
to the concluslon that the octupation of
Fushodo was of no gort of value to the French
republic, and  thought, under the olroum-
sisnces, that o persist In fts ocoupation, which
only cost money and did them harm, merely
becauss some bad advisors thought it might bs
disagreenbls to an unweloome neighbor, wounld
not show the wisdom by which the republic had
uniformly been gulded. They have ascord-
ingly done what I think every Government
would haye done if {n the sams position. They
have resolved that the oceupation must cease.
[Loud olieers.] Information to thiseffect had
beon conveyed to the French authoritles at
Cairo. This gratifying reault was largely dus
to the chivalrous diplomnoy of the Sirdar at
Fashods, 1must not be understood as saying,
however, that all causes of controversy with
France huve been removed. It Is probably not
80. 1dare say we shall have many discusalons
In the future, but & cause of controversy of an
acute and dangerous character has been re-
moved. We cannot but congratulate onrselves
upon this faet.”

Gen. Kitohener. responding to the toast, said
hs accepted the tribute of Lord Sallsbury in
beball of his command, He teptifled to the ex-
eellent work. and soldlerly qualities of the
Egyptians and Boudanese, without whosa ser-

The con-
trol of the Nile Valley and the poseession by
Egyot of the provinoes that wore temporarily
ovarrun Ly the Ehaillla are the real object
of our endeavor. We cannot on any ascount
consent to yleld to diplomacy any portion of
theso rightful olaims, In defence of which
we have been ready to go to war. With-
in the reglon Indleated there can ba
no question of compensation or con-
cesslon, The misunderstanding, now happlly
ramoved so far as ita dangerous elaméents are
concerned, will not be without permansnt good
Af It disabusoes our nelghbors of the lmpresalon
that we will not fight for our righta.”

The newapapera thin moranlng say that thare
has been no abatement in the naval prepara-
tions and give additional details. The inten-
tion of Franece to evacuate Fashoda had so
long besn tharoughly discounted by the
pregs that Lord Ballsbury's statement that he
had only boen informed of (¢ Friday afterncon
sounds strange and does not favor the jdea
suggested by the Timaes that the preparations
were merely to support the demnnd for the
withdrawal of the French from Fashoda,

The papera in tholr editorinls refrain. with
one exception, from commenting on the ab-
sence in Lord Sallabury's spesch of any clue
to the purpose of the preparations. The
Daily Mail alonas remarks, what avery man
on the street will be remarking to-day, that
the Premior's allenocs, taken in connection with
the prediction that there will bo future discus-
nlons, in instrootive. The JMail believes that
the ecountry is satiafled that Lord Ballabury
knows what he is dolng.

It in doubtful, howaver, whether, in the event
of tho naval activity continuing, this confidence
will satisfy publioc ouriosity, which is al-
roady keenly whetted. Lord Ballabury will
speak agaln at the Mansion House on Nov,
0, on the ooccasion of the Lord Mayor's annual
foast. The people will then look for revela-
tions whioh, most likely, will not be forthoom-
ing. Meanwhile the guidnuncs are boxing the
compass to locate the probable sourece of
trouble.

The Daily News refors prominently to & pur-
ported confirmation of the rumor thas Ru
as ocoupled the treaty port of New-Chwaog in
China.

DUPUY DECLARES IS FOLICY,

Bupremacy of the Civil Power AMirmed-XNo
HReforenoe to Fashoda,
Special Cable Dazpatch to 'Tux Suy.

Panis, Nov.4.—The declaration of the new Du-
puy Ministry, made In the Chamber of Depu-
ties to-day, contained no partioular reference
to foreign affairs, especlally to Fashodn. The
statement, after aMirming the supremasy of
tho eivil power, says that the Government will
make the army respected, and will also assure
the execution of the deerees of justice in the
permanent interests of the eountry. The prime
object of the Minlstry will bo to negieot nothing
to conserve what the country's loyalty,
strength and love of peasse have won, and to
strengthen this situstion, which a preclous
alliance has consecrated in the eyes of the
world,

“Ouy forelgn polley,” the statement adds,
*“will be Inspired by the interests of the coun-
try, and the Ministry will preccoupy itaslf to
proportion ita efforts to the value of the end In
yvlew., Wo are a Cabinet of republican unlon.
We wish to vote a budget ta secure the sucoeas
of the exposition, to vote a law for the reform
of the sale of drinks and also laws for rural la-
surance and pensions for aged workers,"

In the course of his statement M. Dupuy
sald: “ We muat from this moment sndeavor
to juastily the hopes which France has ralsed
{n the breast of every nation In Invitlng them
to take part ln 1000 In the great eslebration of
the labor and produets of peace. The forelgn
pooples who will floek to the Universal Exhibl-
tion must be shown that, despite palaful {nel-
denta, our manufscturers, agrioulturists, snd
merchants have heen able to preserve their
fresdom of thought.”

OUR DEMANDS REJECTED.

SPAIN PRNSENTA HER CASR A8 YO
e PHILIPPINES

After Usaquivecally Mejerting the Amer-
tonn Qinlms, the Bpanish Commissloners
Make Oounter Proposals with a YView te
Averting the Finsncial Ruain of Spain.

Paurs, Nov, 4. —~Ths Joint Peaca Commisalon
sat two hours to-day and adjourned untll next
Tuosday,

The Bpanlsh reply to the Amarican demand
for the cession of the Philippines was submit-
tod In writing when the commission nssem-
blad, 1t waa an extremely long dooument. It
was divided Into two parts,the first compris-
ing an unsquivoeal rajection of the Amerioan
olalmn, and the seoc d comprialng sounter
proposals, whioh will bs transmitted to Wash-
ington. The Bpanish communication wan
translated verbally by the Amarican inter-
preter, Judge Dayand his ossoaiates aaked
for time for a mors careful translation and for
consideration of the reply, ana the commission
thereupon adjournsd until Tuesday without
discusaion,

Tho Bpaniah cases was presanted on procisely
the lines Indicated In thu despatobes!to Tas
Bun during tho surrent week. TuR S8UN corre-

dant will tharefore confine himsell to suoh
points of importanoce as have not already boen
indioatad.

The first seotion of the reply is along and
rather suporfluous review of the histary of
Boanlah soversignty in the Phillppines, with
the affirmation that Spaln never for a moment
ocoptemplated the losa of thess historio righta
in nogotiating the protocol, In proof of this the
Bpanish reply gives a highly interosting ver-
aion of M. Cambon's powpariera in Spain’s be-
half. 1t sets forth that when the original draft
of the protocol was under econsideration M.
Cambon called at the White House during the
abacnea of President McKinley and saw Boore-
tary of Btate Day. . He aaked Il tho Americans
understood, aa did Bpain, that the soverelgnty
of the latter in the Philippincs waa reserved to
her.

Judge Day replied that he was not In a posl-
tlon to state definitely whether this was under-
stood or not.

M. Cambon then had an interview with Preai-
dont MecKinley on the subject. The President
sald that hia mind was not made up In regard
to the Phillppines. The matter should be left
tothe Peace Commission, but Americea would
demand *some permanent advantage " in the
archipelago.

Bpain baing dissatisfied with M. Cambon’a
report of this interview, instructed him to
communieats to Ameriea bher resorvation of
sovereignty In the Philippines. M. Cambon
did this io a letter to Judge Day, This lotter
was pot answared, hut at a subssquent inter-
view Judgo Day acknowledgod verbally the
receipt of this communioation, and did not pro-
test aguinst ita contents, This was intar-
pretod ns s tacit acceptance of the Bpanish
contention, and M., Cambon slgned the pro-
toeol.

It was upon this version of the facts that
Bpalo was confident until Monday that America
would not make a demnnd which is of a puni-
tive nature and which Spain confidently affirms
is entirely outside the seope of the protocol.
Bhe will nover yleld cousent to such a demand.

Thesecond section of the reply contains pro-
posals which are apparently Intended to be
somewhat yvague, and Tux Bux correspondent

The Bpanish document, an pointed out, deals
with what Spain will or mther will not do if
the negotintions are confined to the strict lines
of the protoool. The second sactlon sugeosts
rather Indefinitely what she is willing to con-
sider if the negotiations take a wider wsope,
Bhe admits that her Anancial condition neoes~
sitates extraordinary measures for the presor-
vation of the natlonal oredit, which will be
soriously imperilled It she la compelled to ns-
sume the Cuban debt after the loss of
that lsland. Bhe renows hor argument that
the debt wmould go with the territory
whioh Is security for it, but says that if the
United Btates is willlng to make sn arrange-
ment that will enable Bpain to deal honestly
with hor creditors it will not be essential what
form that arrangement takes. Perhaps It will
be nesassary for Bpain to dispose of partor the
wholo of the Philippines. In that case she
would be willing to enter into friendiy negotia-
tions with the United Btates on that subject.

Itshould be distinetly understood that the
exaot lapguage or even the axast sense of this
portion of the Spanish reply Is not here given,
but the tenor of the document Is an described,
and as has bepn more bluntly {ndleated In
earller despatehes to Tam Buy, which have
been based on the best possible Information.

CLYDE LINE BTEAMER TAKES FIRE
OFF VIRGINIA BHORE

Flames Obtaln Complota Contrel in a Faw
Minntes, and Fassengers and Crew Are
¥oroed te Jump Into the Bea—Survivers
Landed Yesterday st Vineyard Naven.

Vixevann Havew, Mass, Nov, 4.~The Jbig
four-masted consting sthooner Allee B, Clark
of Partland, Me,, arrived here this aftarnoon
with twanty-two of the surviving passengers
and arew of the Clyde llme freight steamer
Croatan, whioh was bumed and sunk off Cape
Charles last Tuesday. The ocastawars ware
hoapltably oared for, foed and sheltersd,
Whon the Croatan went to the bottom she eay-
riod five vietima with her. It was impoasible
to save their lives. Those lost were:

Had not the Alice I Clark happened to be
in the vioinity when the Oroatan canght fire the
list of sasunities would undoubtedly have heen
much larger, as the steameor was a dozen miles
from land, and no other vessels were In sight.

The Croatan salled from New York on Oot.
81 fur Wilmington. Bhe earrisd a large oargo
and saven passengers. No inaldent ooourred
on the telp until after the ship had ron well
down the Virgluia shore, nnd the lighthouse
off Cape Charlea was about sightesn milea to
the southwest. At 3 P, M. fire was dissovered
in the hold near the fire room. The engineers
promptly stopped the machinsry and the en-
tire mechinical foros made thelr way to the
deck, driven by the flgmes whioh poured up
the hatohway after them. All tha eargo In the
after bold seamed to be on fire at once.

The crew were onlled to fire quartess with s
rush, but the steam pumps could not bb
worked and the hosa was burned through. In
leas than fifteen minutes after the fre was
first discoverad there were no hopes of saving
the vessel,

Bhe was a floating furnmes. To add to the
horror there was an explosion in the cargo
which blew up the vlanks of the deck, fol-
lowed by a second and more severs one. which
nearly tore the after part of the vessel to

There was not tima to launch the boats,
whish were alroady on fire, and the vessel's
gomphny and passongers, hastily strapplog
lite preservers about themsalves, plunged
overboard, Fortunately s dead calm prevalled
and the singed survivors had not the waves to
foar an woll ns the flames. Thay lost avery-
thing axcept the clothes they wore. Bome of
tho sallors received bad burns, which were
dressed by tha local doctors here. The wo-
men were lowered Into the water and towed
by thoss who could awlm away from the burn-
Ing steamer, from which fell a shower of flam-
Ing aparks and dangerotisly long fragments.
Belore all were clear a third explosion appar-
ently blew the bottom out of the Croatan, for
shs went down like a shot, with a terriflc piz-
wling and rush of steam as the conflagration
wad extioguished by the ses. Noone saw the
five victima perish, but they were probably
drawn down by the strong suction of the sink-
Ing oraft. As the Croatan sank, ope of her
boata, whioh bad been loosenad from the dav-
ita, but not lowered for lack of time, fioated (o
the surfnoe,

1t was consjdsrably burned and otherwise
damaged, but Capt Charles M. Mall and the
steamer’s other offloars, sustatned by thelr life
belts, managed toright it. Then It was labo-
riously bailed out, and the passengers hauled
into it dripping and stunned by the dissster
thet had befallen them. Roon alter the long
boat of the Olark, from whowe deck Bkipper
Lerile B. Clark had seen the Croatan on fire,
pulled up, and the nearly exhausted survivors
were taken aboard. Thev had been [n the
water over an hnnr and wers taken out none
too soon.

The schooner's charter required that she
roadh Fortland as soon as possible, mud her
Captain did not want to lose time by golog
{nto New York, so he procesded stralght to
Vineyord, which is In his eourse. No vessel
waa enoountered to whish the vietims of the
disaster oould be transferred. The survivors
will take the moming steamer for New York,

Capt, Hall and his offloers say that they oan-
not aceount for the fire, They knew of no ex-
plosive material being on board. The exact
nature of the oargo Is not known to them, as
the ship's papers were lost. The flames were
firt diseovered In the freroom, breaking
throngh the bulkhead ssparating it from the
after hold under the cabin floor. The flames
sprend with suoch rapldity that there was no
opportunity to faveatigats or "attempt Mo ax-
tinguish them. The engine and boller room
foroe had barely time to reach the deak, Pas-
seogers and orew behaved with the utmost
coolness. T'here was po excltement, no fren-
eled rushing about, and the two colored wo-
men pessengors and Mrs, White of Wilming-
ton seemeod to be the especial care of every
men,

Btoward Curtis and his wife, who were loft,
had been attached to theiship for several
yoars And were much lked by their Jship-
mates. Engineer MoCarthy came recently
from Halifax, so pot much is known about
him, He lived In Kew York and s survived by
8 widow.
