Kleven Special Trains Needed to Carry Pa-
trons from Jersey City.

Nover ln the history of the Pennsylvania
Railroad, except in the old days of Mon-
mouth Park, has that road been so taxed in
earrj Ing a crowd out of this city as was tho
caso yesterday in getting tho people to rrlnce-
ton. More or less trouble was expected at the
station in .Torsev City, and there was some, but
in no way was It due to the train service. In-
adequate torminul facilities, which, owing
to the flro some months ago, forced the
railroad compaqy to begin tho ereotlon of
a now nnd much larger terminal, wero
the causo of tho confusion. It cannot be
said that tho ofllclals wore not equal to tho
emergency, for ther showed that they had a
pretty clear conception ns to what they would
bo called upon to do. and they handled tho
crowd with as much despatch as was possible.

Ro large was the crowd that eleven special
trains were run. It was estimated by the
road officials that 8.000 persons were carried
on tho special trains, and as there wore also
several regular trains tho number could not
have been much less than 10,000.

Although tho first Bpeclal had been adver-
tised to leave about 10 o'clock, the orowd be-g-

to swoop down on the Cortlandt,
street ferries early.

The first regular train left Jersey City at 7:4.1
A. Jf., and oven that was jammed full. Bo
steady was the stream of humanity that tho

station that the road ofllclals, after a hurried
conference, decided to start the special servicerunning nt once, and to continue ft until every
one was safely cared for. It was at 8:44, there-
