For the first time In
Its history the Hamilton College Football team
has won tho right to a place well up In the list
ottho smaller colleges: the "runners-up- " to
the big elevens. VTIth only 150 men to pick
from, the college has this year put In the field a
team which It says, on Its record thus far. can
put to the test any college aggregation outside
ot the "Big Four." and Is second to Cornell
only, in this State. Lightness Is the chief
drawback to the eleven's workv but It
makes up for this In a great measure
by the compact sturdlnes ot Its defence, its
swtftness and spirit In stuck, and Its almost
perfect condition and training. Hamilton's
start in the season was weakened by the in-
ability ot several ot the veteran players to re-
port before the beginning ot the term and the
Illness ot Coach Lammon. Baggedness. due to
lack of practice, marked the work ot the team
In It first game, played at Ithaca with Cornell
only a few days alter the Hamilton term opened.
Cornell won. 41 to O. but In the second halt the
Hamilton men took a brace and held the pow-
erful Cornell line time and again, winning the
praise from the Cornell coaches or having put
up the pluckiest tight of any light team that
had ever visited Ithaca. Three days later
the eleven, badly battered as It was from
the game at Ithaca, held the heavy
Colgate eleven to a tie. 0 to IS. This was only
a practice game, the series In tho Xew York
btate League not having yet begun Tho first
ot this series Hamilton played with Hobart in
a sea ot mud. winning oy a score of 25 tn o.
The second game ot tho series found HamLton
in the pink of'condition and the vaunted Roch-
ester university toam was swept away by a
score of 47to0.

The DUcontlnnaneo of Shows Took Away
rractlcally the) Only Source of Ilcvanne
Mannfacturers May Organise Agmln
' Stajori Taylor's Cballenge toMcDuffe.

A radical and startling step was taken yes-

terday by the National Board ot Trade ot Cy-

cle Manufacturers. Within thirty minutes a
majority ot the stockholders met. and. with
practically no discussion, adopted ths fol-

io wine resolution: r
That In th opinion of th stockholder of th

NiUonsl Board of Trad of Cycle Manafactarars U Is

desirable that such corporation should be dissolved:

The meeting bgan at 11 o'clock In tha
morning and at 11:30 o'clock the members
had dispersed. Ther were twenty stock-
holders present, halt ot whom were directors.
Ths total amount ot stock out Is 800 shares,
and of this 402 shares were represented by the
twenty men present. Ot the 403 shares. 351

were voted by proxy. It Is expected that it
will take about ninety days to wind up th
affairs ot the board. There will be another
meetlna of the directors on a date not yet fixed
and later ft meeting of the stockholder. Tbe
action on the part of the shareholders Is the
direct result ot a recommendation made on
Kor. 3 by the Board ot Directors ot tha orsanl-zatio- n.

but the advisability of the action has
been under consideration for some time. An

effort was made br a lew last year to dissolve.
There is at present $10,000 in the bcatd's
treasury. Tho annual Income from member-
ship dues is about 1J500. The yeavly run-ni-

expense Is In the nelchborbood ot $11.-00-0.

Stacethe board discontinued holdlnc
cycle shows the dues haTe been practically to)e

only source of revenue. It is apparent, there-

fore, that without hearr retrenchment tbe or-

ganization could not undertake to continue
for another rear, whereas at this time It could
dissolve and close th affairs with dean skirts.

Having repudiated shows which were the
chief source ot income In former years, the
directors refused to resume them and dissolu-

tion was th only alternative. This Is the ad-

mitted reason for the action as stated by offi-

cials of the board. Other reasons aro dis-

cussed In private unofficially. They relate to
the Impossibility of the board dolnjf effective

work for the benefit ot the trade at large be-

cause ot the conflicting interests in the organ-

ization dne to Individual rivalries and trad
jealousies. Instead ot working for the great-

est good to the greatest number, the members
were always striving to withhold Information
and check any movement that might benefit
their associates as competitors. The larger
makers were afraid ot helping the smaller
ones and vice versa. Again, there were In the
organization tire makers, rim makers, parts
makers, sundry manufacturers, and others,
and often Information given out impartially
would benefit one class to the disadvantage ot
another. It was largely due to these internal
troubles that shows were discontinued. The
National Board of Trade of Crde Manufac-
turers was organized In 1804 and represented
many millions of dollars ot Invested capital In
cycle manufacture and kindred Industries.
The officers elected for lSbb were.

President, C. S. Dikeman: First R.

Day; Treasurer, W. A. Bedding; Secretary, Walter

The opinions In the trade concerning the
wisdom ot the action vary, but no one seems
to be severely pained, although a few think
that the board should have harmonized and
renewed Its supervision over cycle shows. The
dissolution of the organization probably
means that shows of national haracter will at
once be renewed. It was tbe edict of the
board against them that prevented makers
from participating In any managed by outside
parties. In fact, it U reported that a repre-
sentative of the New Tork Amusement Com-
pany, of which Frank" Sanger of Madlon
Square Garden is the head, left the city last
night to travel through the country to interest
cycle makers In a stock company soneme for
the holding of shows, ltegardlng the future
of the makers. It Is an open secret that at
an early date they will organize again, this
time as an association instead ot as a corpora-
tion. The new association will be restricted
to eyele makers exclusively. Although It will
not be Incorporated. It Is suspected br some
that It Is likely to be a "close corporation."

At a meeting held yesterday at the Waldorf-Astori- a,

an organization ot the manufacturers
of cycl- - parts wx effected. Coming at the
same time as the dissolution ot the Cycle
Board of Trade, this Is a fact of added signltl-canc- e.

Considered broadly, the situation
suggests that the bicycle industry and its allies
have grown so great that what Is now in prog-
ress is simply a natural breaking up of the
trades Into specialized branches. More than
ta.000.tXJO of Invested capital was represented
atthe meeting otthe parts makers.
