Tha othur wns Louls Myers, a merchant, who
rsbed from the burniing hotel and was at-
weked by heart disense na he renohed the
srect. Ho died nt a hospital, Myers was a
reaident of Bkagway and was In this elty on
buslness,

There wers rumors that many persons had
perished, but thers 8 no dafinite Information
to that effect, The fact that the firemen and
poliee rushed through the hotel corridors and
aroused the guests in time for them to escape
Jnds thoso wlio were on the scens to beliave
that thers are o bodies In the rulns.

Tho guosts In the hotel were mads aware of
the fire by thick smoke, which foreed ita way
into the ubper portion of the structure from
the top of the theatre. Arcused from thelr
slumbers by the ery of " Fire!" the occcupants
tumbied out of bed and made thelr way Into
the balls, which were bluok with smoke, Men
and women hurried downstalrs and appeared
on the street {u thelr nlghtelothes, They wers
taken fo the nearest hotels and lodging houses,
The fire is bolleved to have started in the
Baldwin Theatre, for the Oames rushod through
the alrshaflts and corridors. and the walls on
the Market streot and FPowell street sides
bumed as If they were tinder, The twoupper
sorios wore ablaze In twenty minates. Throo
minutes after the first alarm was sounded the
sattre roof was aflre.

Anlmmanse throng had gatherad on Market,
Powelland Ellls stroets. Those who were on
the Market strect sidoe wers appalled at the
slght of three women anda man who appeared
staround window above the Market and Eddy
#reat cornor. They elimbed through the win-
dawand lowered themselves to the cornlee by
means of a rope. The women were helped by
Ur. Whita, After they had reached the cornice
and wore on tho flro eseapa Mr., Whito at-
tempted to lot himsel! down tothe cornice.

Pants, Noy. 23.~The peace proapects do not
Improve, The Bpanleh delegates continue to
bring pressure to bear upoh the Madrid Gov-
ernment to Induce Primo Minlster Bagasta to
eonsent to the rejection of the American terms
for tha reasons outlined in yesterday's despateh

to Tae Rux. The Amerlean Commissloners

are fully nware that the Spanish membera aro

secking authority to break off the negotiations,

but thelr nope that an agreement will be reached
has not been abandoned.

Somi-offleinl correapondence s now taking
place between S8efior Montero Rios and Judge
Day upon certain points In the American ulti-

matum and also upon other mattars,

The Spanish anawer will' probably be poat-
poned to the latest limit, Monday. in order that

his exchange of views may be comploted,

Spaln has, of course, finally abandoned all hope

of financial rellef beyond the terms specified by

the United States In Monday's note. SBhe lias
nlao censed to oxpeot any European diplomatio
nid. Not only this, bt she fears, and with good
retson, that she may even bo despolled of her
fow remalning eoloninl possesalons by the cold-
blooded European diplomacy to which she ap-
pealed In vain during the past year,

It wonld not bo surprising It Bpaln would be
glad to make a temporary solution of her diffi-
culties on the following baals:

The pressnt negotintions to be discontinued
without a resumption of hostilitiss; Onba and
Porto Rico to be evacuated according tothe
terms of the protocol, and tha United Btates to
take possession of tha Philippines, theSpaniah
forees withdrawing wherever the Americans
apponr.

This arrangement, as was pointed ont yes-
terday in a despateh to Tie Buy, would enable
Spain to settle the debt question without for-
eign complleations, It would deprive other
countries, Germany for instance, of s diplo-
matic pretext for selzing the Carolines in pay-
ment of the part of the repudiated Bpanish
debt held abroad.

That peculiar thing, Spanish pride, of course,
entors largely into this idea that a friendly
rupturs of the heogatintions is possible. The
suggestion amounts to saying that If the
United States will ngree not to send o fleet to
bombard the Bpanish consts, Spain will satisfy
her pride by defring her conqueror and break-
ing off the conference, whila the United States
will incidontally get all they demanded and
will keap their $20,000,000.

Amnging as this coneoption is, and most
typically Spanish, it is being seriously eonsid-
orod bothin Madrid and Paris as a posainle
proposal which Prime Ministar Bagasta and

Bafior Montero Iios might agree to putfor- !

ward, not openly or officially, but as a private
explanation to the Amerioan delegutes why
Bpain rejects the Ameriean torms.

It need hardly be sald that if Bpain decldes
upon arupture of the nogotintions she will do
so without any guarantes or suggestion from
the Ameriean Comm issioners that the natural
consequences of her action will be mitignted.

The Temps says that sinee the last session of
thes Peaco Conforenes the heads of the respec-
tive commissions have exchanged written ex-
planations of the varlous points of the Ameri-
can memorandum. The correspondence has
heen communicated to thelr respective govern-
monts. The exchaoge of exnl fons hns not
vet been concluded, hence the postponement
of Wednesday's meeting.

Lowpox, Nov. 23.—The Madrid correspondent
of the Daily Mail says that the Ministers deny
that the United Btates offersd to Bpain equal
ecommercial priviloges in the Philippines for
five years. They say that the Americans only
offered to negotiate after the treaty of pence
was signed, a special commercial troaty deal-
Ing with 8pnuish commerce In the Philipplnes.

Maprip, Nov. 24.—A semi-official note hos
been (ssued calling on all parties (o respact
Bpain's aim to pay the Interest on her debt and
to act with parfect falth for the purpese of ar-
riving at an arrangement.

Everybody, It says, who does not wish tosee
foreign capitnl withdrawn from Bpain should
ald to save the national eredit. If nobody will
assuma the Cuban debt, Bpain must reimburse
what Cuba {s unable to puy.

What la beyond doubt is, that after many ro-
quensts from Gen. Blanco, the Madrid Govern-
ment has seceptoed his realgnation in order that
he may leave the laland before the sovereignty
of Bpaln Is complotely surrenderad, The ques-
tion now 1s who will replace him until tha
Amerieans take control, and who will ba the
best magto keep tha sountry peaseful under
suoh di It elreumsatanoces.

The correspondent of Tum Sux learns that
the place has beon offered by the Madrid Gov-
ernment to Goen, Gonzalez Parrado, President
of the Spanish Evacuntion Commission, but
ho haa oabled, refusing to accept It owing
to privite rensons. Gen. Parrado’s declination
is due to the fact that his son s held as a
prisoner by tha Phillppine Insurgents, and he
is enger to return to Europe In order to try to
offect hin relonne,

Gen. Parrado enjoya the confldence and sym-
pathy of the American Commissioners, who re-
speot him both as a diplomat and gentleman,
and it is possible that the Madrid authorities
