Ijtte on Monday ulght a man wearing the
uniform ot the Twelfth IteslmecL Sew York
Volunteers, entered a oatd on Fifth avenue,
begged alms of a man standing at the bar and
when his appeal was rejeoted wont to the two
tables whore ouatomers wore sitting and satd
that ho would be compelled to walk the streets
all night unless he could set money enough
to pay for his lodging. Ho said that he spent
Sunday night In tho streets, though the neat-
ness ot his uniform and hit own appearance
cave lltilo ovldence of hardship. lie explained
Ills plight by saying that he had received a
month' furlough to visit his family In New
Bedford. In tho meantime his company had
been removed to Araerlous. Ca. lie expected
to recelvo transportation thither on Haturday
and while waiting was eompellcd to walk the
streets; or give himself up at Governor Island
at the risk ot losing a month's pay. One of
tho men to whom he spoke was a member of
ono ot the organizations ot volunteors that
went to rorto Itioo. Ho asked tho beppar the
namo of his Captain. Tho soldier told It, The
man happoned to live. within a few blocks ot
tr.sj cafe; and tho soldier, while ho protested
thxt lt was late, finally promised to go to the
ofllcer's house and see what oould-b- dono to
koep him from begging In the streots. Ho
nover went there. Tho Incongruity of his posi-
tion was exaggerated by tho cleanliness of his
appearance. His uniform was Immaculate.
Una hand was wrapped ln a bandage, but ho
was in most respects tho picture of a hoalthy
and well-ke- soldier. Nevertheless, he was
begging with tho perslstonoy ot a etorau pan-
handler.

The managers of restaurants controlled by
foreigners In New York have during the oast
year met frequently irlthan experience which
might have proved disastrous had they not ex-

orcised caution. Into these restaurants there
have come at tho busiest hours men with the
hurried request that a check be cashed. No
cases ln whijh the men have succeeded are re-
ported. Tho regularity with which these men
have appeared has led the proprietors of the
restaurants to believe that the attempt to get
money out of them was an organized one.Gradually it became known to one after an-
other of these proprietors that all of the estab-
lishments had been visited in a fashion thatvaried in no details. Usually when the rushot dinner or lunoheon was at Its height a man
would cntor tho room, go to the cashier, who
was usually a Frenchman, with no great com-
mand of Kngllsh, and ask that a check be
casned. The expectation that In the excite-
ment ot the moment the money might be forth-
coming was not verified, but failure does not
seem to destroy the hopes of the men who have
continued the practice through the past year.

Doing things In an unaccustomed way has
always been recognized as a means of attract-
ing attention. A variation of this method has
been employed uptown with the Increased ef-

fectiveness that comes to novelty. In one of
tho uptown stores there lsa sale of rubber
coats ln progress, and the advertisement for
them attracts a crowd about the windows all
day. The appearanoe ot what seems to De
merely two wax figures standing under a fall
of water does not explain the presence of the
lntorextod crowd. A closer view shows thatthey are not wax figures that stand under the
water, but two human beings grotesquely
rougod and painted to look 11 ko wax figures.
I'osslbly the wax figures would not have stood
the tost, out it Is more probable that tho entor-prlsln- g

auvertlsor thought that wax figures
like men were too familiar to the publlo nnd
so hnd human beings painted like wax. They
are certainly ghastly enough and afford the
same satisfaction that eomes to the morbid
from the contemplation of a morgue.

Jllle. Emma Calvd's decision to remain in
Farls during the present winter will not sur-
prise her managers, as lt was thought that she
might refuso to come here at the last mo-
ment. She Is said to be in ill health, and there are
rumors that her Illness may be of a very serious
nature. Her decision to sing ln Paris during the
season would seem to bo sufficient denial ot
such rumors. Once before she was under con-
tract to appear at the opera, and among 'other
roles was to sing A'ida, in which sho has nover
been heard here. The oonventlons ot the es-

tablishment were too stringent for her, and she
resigned after several disagreements with tho
management. Her absence will bo as much
regretted by her managers as by tho publlu.
Milo. Calv-- ls one ot the singers who noarly al-
ways draw a large audience, although In some
operas she was nover able to do so, evon with
her great popularity. This Is not tho first
time that she has been In poor health. Once
she was 111 for u year ln Italy. Hor present ill-
ness developed last winter while sho was sing-
ing In "Snuho," and several times during the
season she was compelled to co to the Itlvlera
for rest. During the preceding season she
sang In this couutry more arduously than any
one hnd over supposed possible. She waa
prncticnlly the only prima donna during the
latter purl of Iho season, and bore the whole
responsibility that should have boen shared by
seveial. To the astonl"hment of all who knew
her. she niunnged to retain both her health
and her voice throughout tho ordeal.

VOTED AS OltDIXAItY CITIZBSH.

Trial of Member, of the Corennntert' Church
in Newburg End in n Farce.

NKWBono, Nov. 23. Somo eight or ton mem-

ber of the Westminster Presbyterian Church
(Covenanter), the Ilov. J. R. Thompson. D. D..
pastor, have been on trial hero on tho charge
of violating tho law of the church by Toting as
ordinary citizens do at general elections. The
subject came beforo tho New Tork Prosbytory
of the Reformed Presbyterian Church, and
Pastor Thompson appeared to defend the

members. In tho trial of one of tho
accused, John Boyd, the pastor and moderator
had several tilts, and the accuser. Elder Hugh
Robinson, at one time said that the pastor's
.statements were not to be believed. The
church contained a large number ot men and
women, and some ot thorn demanded that ho
bo put out. Pastor Thompson, who has led the
flock for forty years, and ls highly respectod by
every cltlren In tho city, sternly demanded a
retraction, and then the moderator joined him
In the demand. Elder Robinson was thereupon
forced to retract. ...

Pastor Thompson maintained that ac-

cuser was obliged to produco sufficient ovldenco
to convlor, bo that nccossary witnesses oould bo
secured to combat the charges. There was
nothing but a Btntcmont, that the accused mem-
bers' names wore on tho poll list of the city,
and even this was not verified by an affidavit of
the City Clerk. A rommittee of three Pres-
byters was appointed to visit the City Hall and

the required evidence. Pastor Thompson
emandod that tho poll list be presented in

court nnd tho same voriflod by the City Clerk.
was. however, overruled temporarily, andSe Boyd, electing, to stand trial, was

placed upon tho stand. Ho demanded that tne
charges bo proved. It was discovered, how-
ever, that there were several John Boyde on
the poll list. and. as the prosecutors could not
fasten tho voting accusation upon the accused
John Boyd, the trial ended In n farce.

On motion of the Rev. Dr. Somerville of New
Tork lt waa resolved to refer the matter baok
to the session of Westminster Church tp be act-
ed upon as quickly as posjlblo. This means
thnt it wlU be speedily buried.

Tho Rev. Dr. Thompson offered resolutions
Bttaekine the Qhristian SaUon for giving par-

tial and one-side- d reports, publishing mere ru-

mors, with no semblance of proof, and printing
libellous matter against members before any
testimony Is given ln its support. He wanted
the Presbytery to condemn and oonsure tho pa-
per, but his resolutions failed to pass.

At the close Dr. Somerville offered prayer,
and all present joined in singing the 133d
psalm:
Behold how good a thing It If, and how becoming

Together, each as brethren are, in unity to dwell.
