The Storm Helped tlio Freshmen, Who Have
Iteen Snowballed Morcllesalr Iteaoln-Unit- s

Adopted nnd a Committee Appoint-
ed to See That Ther Are Enforced.

PntxesTou. N, J Dec. 1. Tho wavo of m

that has been passing over Princeton
Unlvorslty reached a culminating point to-

night atamnssmeotlng of undergraduates In
Aloxander Hall, It was voted that hazing In
all Its forms must forever cease. The students
took this aotlon of their own accord, without
any promptings from tho faculty. Slnoe l&H,
when tho faculty forced tho Issue by threaten-
ing to expsl several of tho best .football' play-
ers unless hazing were stopped, thereby haz-
arding Princeton's chance In tho Intercol-
legiate contests, thoro has been no hazing nt
Prlnooton of the brutal type. Hecentlr rov-
ing bands of sophomores, with plenty of time
on their hands, have never missed an oppor-
tunity of dodging the proctors and dropping
In unexpectedly on some unsophisticated
freshman, who perhaps lud been making him-
self unduly consnlouous, and putting him
through n series of harmless "stunts'," such
as doing n song and dance, making a spcooli
oxtolllng his own virtues, or cheering for the
ophomoro class.
The last suowstorm brought great Jot to the

sophomores. In accordance with a
unwritten law, they aro permitted to

snowball tho froshroon, who linvo no right to
retaliate. Every day. from tho time the bell
rang for morning chapel until after the last
recitation nt night, the sophomores have boon'
hard at it, pursuing the helpless freshmon,
not oven allowlnc them to take their meals In
peace. The second-yea- r men upheld the old cus-
tom so rigorously thnt thoy overreached them-
selves, and the uow conditions of undergradu-
ate life at Princeton are directly traceable to
tho early snowstorm.

Tho movement originated with the senior
and junior classes, who appointed a commit-
tee to draw up a set of resolutions outlining
tho prerogatives of the lower classmen, their
relations with ono another and providing for
nn undergraduate court to try cases and pro-
nounce penalties The resolutions wore then
presented to the freshmen class nnd were
adopted with a rush that left no doubt as to
tho downcast slate of the freshmen's foellncs.
When the resolutions were submitted to the
sophomores at a meeting yestenlay there was
a irood deal of opposition shown. Whether
tho bettor element In the class predominated
or whether tho majority of the class had tors
arms nnd therefore could not snowball, la not
known, as the meeting was secret, but the
resolutions wore adopted and were enthusias-
tically ratified at tho massmeetlnc
The resolutions, which will be onforcod ,vlth
all the vigor that characterizes the honor sys-
tem In examinations, are as follows;

"Inasmuch ns the custom of hazing In all of
its rorms is a demoralizing practice, involving
an unreasonable and intolerable interference
on the mart of one student in the right and
ntlvlleces of his follow student, and. inasmuch
ns this practice has been carried to nn unwar-
ranted and baneful extreme, endangering
thereby the position nnd standing of certain
men who aro already members of thn univer-
sity and exerting a most damaging Influence
on th university's Interest nud reputation ip
the outside world;

"Therofore, wo would recommend that all
forms of hazing be abolished entirely and that
tho students, In massmeetlnc nssomhled. de-
clare themselves in full sympathy with such a
movement and promise their and
support in enforcing these resolutions. In
carrying out this purpose wo would suggest
that tho following method be pursued:

"First At the tlrst meeting of the freshmen
class the Chairman of 'he committee herein-
after provided for shall announce thnt whllo
tlio sentiment of the university is opposed to
hazing. ot tho freshmen class will bo expeot-c- d

to observe tho usual customs of the univer-
sity.

"Sccond-'l- t will be understood that, aside
from an insistence of tho enforcement of the

d college customs by the pro-
cesses herelnaiter provided for, any molesta-
tion or Intimidation of or dictation tothe mem-
bers of tho freshman class on the part of the
sophomores shall be considered hazing.

' Thlnl Member of all olasses shall have
tho rlcht to appeal to tho committee herein-
after provided for for the enforcement of these
resolutions. Including an observance of the
customs in any particular instance tnat may
come before their notice.

"Fourth There shall be a committee on haz-In- c,

composed of the following five persons:
Tho of the two upper classes,
the editor-in-chi- of the Vfnwfonfan. nnd the
mnnncer and assistant manager of the base-
ball team. The duties of this committee shall
be to decide nil question arising in the inter-
pretation of theso resolutions. They shall
summon before them all members of the fresh-
man class who are accused of violating the
terms of these resolutions. Investigate the
charges brought acalust them, and, If they are
fou"d cullty, shall decldo upon the punish-
ment to be inflicted. They shall also summon
before them all members o! the sophomore
class Accused of violating the terms of these
resolutions, investigate tne charges, and. if
thn sophomores ore found guilty, shall refer
tho oase with all evldonco bearing upon It to
the faculty. They shall summon before thero
nil men whose testimony 1 desired In tho con-
sideration of cases.

"These resolutions shall eo Into effect
upon their adoption."

In the past a freshman was not permitted to
wear coif trousers, nor sport the colors, tn
earry a cape, to wear duck trousers until the
first Harvanl came, to smoke n pipe, to enter
the grand stand nt the baseball grounds, to be
seen on the streets after 0 o'clock at mcht, to
outor any saloon or poolroom, to plar ball or
loaf on th campus, and, finally, he was

to yield the sidewalk to everybody but
the townspeople.
