GARFISH OF TUG RIVER,

5Xi it t, rnuncii risit r.r jiake
3TKAMW JOCl&ErS.

Tronble They Cause to Anglers A Ven-
geance Inflicted with Uycatnlte Qneer
rinces In Which ThcyTnrn Cp Snperstf-tln- ni

About Them Held by the "Sntlrtt.
" It was on the Tug Blver that I first got ac-

quainted with the garfish and hla ways." sold
L. 0. WUIetts. a civil engineer, whose business
takes him Into various regions.
"Of course, you don't know anything about
the Tug River, and It la a chanee If ever you
heard its name before; yet It is a con-

siderable river, navigable for steamboits
for a hundred miles abovo Its mouth.
It la a tributary ot the Ohio, and for tha
most of Its course it forms the dividing
Una between West Virginia and Kentucky.
Its upper waters are In the HaUeld-McCo- y re-

gion, where there Isn't a great deal to cot and
the people dtscourago the visits of strangers
so the river haa nover become much known to
the outside wortd. I went Into the country
with a passport, so to speak. In the form ot In-

troductions and a companion Influential among
the natives, who vouched tor mo that I was
neither a Sheriff nor a reveuue officer. So I
was permitted to cross tha dead line, which a
strangercrosses at risk of his life, and was tol-

erated it not welcomed in the community, be-

ing shot at only twlco In tho course of a sum-

mer and autumn along the river, which Is a
a very low average for that country.

" There are fine black bass In the Tug Birer,
and catflah in great variety black-ca- t. blue-ca- t,

yellow-ca- t. mud-ca- t, and plain ovoryday
catfish but as tho bottom is sandy there are
no eels, and for lack of lily-pa- and water
grass there are no pickerel. In place of tho col
nnd pickerel there Is tha garfish, which Is a
composite of tho two a long, snaky, piratical
monster with tho body and motion of an eel
and the color and markings of a pickerel. The
head suggests that ot a pickerel, but lengthens
outat tho snout Into a pair of long, bony jiws
like a heron's bill, furnished round the
edges with an array of keen, saw-lik- o

teeth. Tho garflsh is a fierce, hungry fellow.
the terror of the other flsh tho lies in tho deep
pools through the day and forages tor food
near the shore ln the night time. There Is one
time In which he wakens into activity during
the daylight when the water la muddy, after
rain or flood. Then the garflsh circulates around
ln lively fashion, being able to approach his
prey unseen as It In the darkness Fish. trcs.
water-snake- s, water-mole- s, swimming squir-
rels nnd fledgling ducks nothing that ho can
get at and get down his throat odim amiss to
the garflsh He is a swltt swimmer after his

which is the wriggling one ot tbe eel.
and his dart for prey U as ferocious as that of
the pickerel, while far quicker

"Garflsh were a great annoyanco to me in my
Ashing on the river. Angling ln a deep pool
just altera rain, with the tHiss andcntllsh biting
shirply in the turbid water. I would fed a
strong, rushing jerk at the end of the line, and
then a heavy tug. tug. tug, such as a sailor gives
In pulling a ropi btralnlng rod and tackle for
nil they were worth. I would slowly bring my
prize to the sur'ace. First would come in sight
a pair ot narrow, bill-lik- o jaws, six or eight
inches In length, with the end of my line lead-
ing Into their recesses, showing where the
hcok and bait had gone: then a pair of wicked
eyes. and bahlnd them four ortlve feetot green-
ish, black-barre- serpentina body writhing ln
and out of view in the muddy water. So long
as I did not try to lift him from the water
the garflsh would hang on to the bait, and I
could play him at tbe surface: but let
me try to rales him abovo the water, and tho
hook, having no hold in the jaws of solid bone,
would slip promptly out, and back the garflsh
would go Into the depths, unhurt, and ready to
take my bait again as often as I would put It
within his reach. Every other fish would get
away as soon as the garflsh came around, and I
could take my choice ot feeding him bait to tbe
extent ot my supply or of reeling ln my line
and going away. Once I made the experiment
ot leading a garflsh to the sldeot my boat and
dipping for him with a scoopnet. I took bim
head on, of course, and managed to get the
bigger part of him into tho net: but his head
went straight through the meshes, his tine,
sharp teeth eawing the twine apart as if It had
been basting-threa- d, and his head was back ln
the water almost before hU tali had left it. He
was swimming tree betore I had time to feel
his weight, leaving me an empty net with a hole
ln It that I could have put my foot through.

"After cattish hid cheated me out of two or
three afternoons' sport I found a way to cir-
cumvent them, and I think I evened up ac-
counts with them and a little better I had
been loath to do a thing so unsportsmanlike
as use dynamite, but tha conduce ot a garflsh
which followed to the surface a bass that I was
reeling in and snatched him from the hook
decided me. Part of my duty as engineer was
the superintending ot some blasting work not
tar from the river, so I had the facilities at
hand, and the next time I visited the tlshlng
pools I took along a halt dozen sticks of dyna-
mite with the appliances of setting It off. In
the largest pool I tired two charges together,
and a minute after the water's surfaoo was
covered with flsh. dead or flopping about halt
stunned, with tan garflsh. small and great,
among them. I made sure of the garflsh
tlret. as It was on their account that I
used tho dynamite but I took ln the bass and
catfish as welL I used the rest of the dyna-
mite ln four other pools and killed ln all
twenty-thre- e garflsh. ranging from two to Ave
feet ln length, the biggest clearing out ot these
water pirates at one time, perhaps, that the
Tug River had ever known. I secured Inci-
dentally a boatload of bass and catusb. enough
to supply our engineering camp of seven mon.
and an entire contractor s erew of twonty-flv-o

men. with fresh flsh for supper and breakfast.
The valuable flsh stocked up the pools again
before thx garflsh bgan to come around, and I
hid some good hnok-and-ll- Ashing during
the restot the summer.

"Tbe natives along the river have a dread of
the garfish that amounts almost to a supersti-
tion. Iheyaro no addicted to water, either
for Internal or external use. and they particu-
larly object to entering tho pools where these
flsh lie.

"'btranger. Idon'see howyerdar' terdolt,'
one of them said to me after seeing me dive
Into a river pool ani swim around fo- - pastime.

Yer might strike plumb on a gar down at the
bottom" ' Well, suppose I did. What then ?' I said." ' ft'hat then V ho said after me. with a touch
of wonderln his tone atmyfoolhardiness. ithim git a grip on yer toe and a turn ot his tail
'round a root or a rock, what would ) er do ? I'll
tell yer: yerM stay down thar '

" It capped the climax with tha natives when
having captured a garflsh that had worked his
way from tho river up a ditch to a puddle where
I found him stranded ln the morning. I had
him served for breakfoot. The meat and hon-- s
were much like those ot an eel. and we found
thedlshvery palatable: but tho Idea of eating
garflsh quite overcame one of th Hitflelds
whom we Invited to the meal. He did not
know at first whether to thank usor be offended.
" " Xo.' he hold at last. " I couldn't quite go gar.
I'd have to practice a while on fried rattlesnake
before I could git ter stomach It. Ain't yer
afraid It'll plzen yer?'

"The report of our unaccountable taste In
flsh went up and down the river and baek Into
the mountains. Men and women came miles
to look at us. and for the rest ot our stay in tho
region we were talked of and wondered at as
the ' men who ate gar.' An act ot cannibalism
could hardly have made a greater sensation or
excited more comment." One cause for the natives antipathy and su-
perstitious fear of the garflsh la
turning up unaccountably In the most unex-
pected places. Sometimes It Is in a well that ha
appears, sometimes In a spring or puddle re-

mote from the river To And a four-fo- ot gar-
flsh anaklly confronting you from a way
side pool which had been dry land when
you passed it the week betore is apt to
atrlke you aa queer and gruesome, even ft you
are far less Ignorant and superstitious than the
people who dwell ln tha Hatfleld-MoCo- y region,
It ia probable that the garflsh. being a bold and
adventurous aa well aa ever-hung- flsh. which,
as was satdot theoldllght-drauph- t rlversteam-boat- s,

can go where there Is a heavy dew. gete
Into tbe springs and puddles by following up the
rivulets that overflow from them down into the
rivar during rains. This is a more reasonable
theory than the local one that they come down
from the sky with the rain, or work their wayup
from mysterious depths in the earth Their
unlooked-fo- r appearance in wells, often fol-

lowed by a disappearance as sudden, may be
accounted for by the subterranean water-
courses so common ln thi limestone region.

"Such emigrations could not often be made
In tho way one was which was witnessed by
our entire party. Wewere sitting at our noon-
day meal on the river bank when flshhawk
rose from the water a few hundred feat below
us. carrying in his talons a good-size- d garlUh.
The flsh was a heavy load for the hawk any-
way, and with his writhing and flchting he
kept the bird from getting far abpV4 tbo
ground ftlth great effort the hawk cleared
the tops of the trees along the river, but coming
to a clear p.ace beyond the garfl jh twieted him-
self somehow Into, the hawk's wings so
as to cripple, their motion, and bird
and flsh went down, locked together,
to tha ground All of us ran over to
see the outcome of the affair, In the clearing
there had once been a brickyard, and a big
hole ".' feet across, where clay had been dug
out. wa now tilled with water Ju-- t as we
cime In sight of It the hawk, looking as If he
had been I aving a hard time, fluttered up the
hank of this mud pond and stood shaking hla
feathers at the edge He. flew Into a tree as we
came nfar and perched there, very wet and
ruilied, with an air ot deep dejection As luck
would have it. he rad fallen with tils prey Into
the mud pond, where the garfish, now lying
securely In lu depthi. no doubt was indulging
In a slxteen-lnch-roun- d chuckle oyer the way
he luul circumvented the hawk."

the cities of Port Jerv'i.Carbondal and Hones-da- le

Into being; and It Introduced and fur-

nished coal to tho seaboard cities of the Atlant-

ic, when wood was used almost exclusively
and 5.000 tons of anthracite annually glutted
the Xew York market. It brought tha first
locomotive, the Stourbridge Lion, to America,
and It Introduced the principle of the gravity
railroad. Legislatures have fallen befora It,

and In Pennsylvania and Saw Tork It has been
a power ln the land.

In 1823 two young merchants. William and
llaurlco 'Wurts. were living In Philadelphia,
They knew that tha cities Durnea
wood almost exclusively, and that a tow thou-
sand tons of coal filled all their needs, yet they
proposed to put 100.000 tons Into New Tork
alone every year. At that time tha leading
engineer of the country was Benjamin Wright.
Chief Eaeineer of tho Erie CanaL Before him
the Wurts brothers laid their proposition. This
was to build a canal from the mouthof tho 'Wall-ki- ll

river at the Iluiiaon. up the valley of the
Rondout and over to the Delaware river;
thence up this to tha mouth of theLack-iwaxe-

and as near the coal fields aa possible.
Wright approved of tha schema, and the

Wurtses engaged him to make a survey and
report upon tho cost ot the work. Ha ap-

pointed John B.Jervis, who had also worked
upon tha Erie Canal, as his assistant, and to-

gether they set about layiug out a route. A
year later their report was made. They de-

clared the scheme entirely feailble and esti-

mated the cost at 51.300.000. But now came a
eetback. Publio opinion was against them,
capitalists declared them crazy, and tor tha
moment affairs came to a standstill. A year
before they had obtained a charter from tha

ow Tork Legislature for a corporation to bo
known ns tho "Delaware and Hudson Canal
Company." with a capital ot Jl.500.000. At this
point tho Wurtses abandoned tha enterprise
and Philip Hono was elactod President of tbe
company. Hono enlisted the press in favor of
his company and public oplniun was changed.
Books of aubBCrlption were opened in New
Tork. and the wholo issue of stock was sub-
scribed for.

On July 13.1823. ground was brokon on the
summit, forty miles southwest of Bondout. and
tha Delaware and Hudson Canal was under
way. Wright and Jervls had changed tho orig-
inal plans somewhat, so that the canal should
run from the Hudson IUvsr to the foot of tha
Mooslcj Hangs, without utilizing the Delaware
or Lackavvaxen Rivers, and should ba met at
that place by a railroad coming over the moun-
tains, through Itix Gap. by means ot inclined
planes. Wright resigned soon after the begin-
ning of work, and Jervis was appointed to his
place. The city of Port Jervis waa named In
honor of him. and llonesdala in honor ot
rhillp Hone, tho President of the company.

The canal was completed ln 1823 and the
gravity road In 1KS. the Brst load of coal
being shipped from Carbondnle to New York
In October ot that year. The building of the
canal was not one continual path of roses. Tha
capital of $1,500,000 gave out before tho canal
was comp'eted. and tho State was prevailed
upon to loan Its credit to aid the enterprise to
tho extent of 8000.000. Rival companies tried
to crush the Delaware and Hudson, stock for
which the holders raid $100 a share dropped
to$30. and tho company was only saved from
bankruptcy through the efforts of Philip Hono,
who raised the whole sum necessary and loaned
It to tho company without security Another
loan was made from the State of New York In
latl and repaid In 18,

The output of coal grew from tons In
18:10 to over 3.000.1100 tons In 1875. At tha
height of Its prosperity the company operated
1.400 boats upon the canal and earned I JS par
cent, upon Its capital stock. That was In 1K70,
up to which date the canal had cost over

The Stourbridge Lion, the-flrs- t loco-
motive In America, was never operated upon
the Delaware and Hudson's railroad. It was
one of three englrrs made for that company In
England, under the direction of Horatio Allon.
It was brought to New York, but was found to
be too heavy for the rails, and horses were used
upon the levels Instead

The announcement In Honesda'e and le

last month, that with the first of the
the canal and gravity road would be aban-one- d.

brought consternation to the inhabi-
tants ot those two plaoea. Honesdale. In par
tlcular. sits ln sackcloth and ashes, while tha
old officials of the Erie Railroad are dancing
with glee. Honesdale was born of the Dela-
ware and Hudson Canal, and for many yaara
received its chief sustenance from that source.
So wrapped up were its people In its.fortunes
that when the Eri Railway was being built
most of them signed protests against pr-mlttt- ng
