"I had no Intlmntion that any suoh thing was
charged." ho said, "until I camo to start my
horse at Rochester the week after the Geneva
meellng. Thon six of us were Informed that
wo h.nl been fined $100 apiece for having tho
tlmo suppressed nt the othor town. If there
was a scrap of ovldcnco that I evoruskod any-
body nt Geneva to shade tho record of Mgger
Jack n quarter of a second, why 1 don't know
what thnt evidence was. 1 had to put up my
little $100 In advanco and prove my innocence
afterward."
