Mnnlrt Itulldlns .Innltor Snys Inspector

Did Not Notify Him of Any Break.
Tho Manlce building at Pino and William

streets Is still closed lo every ono oxcept the
lennnts and thoso having business with them.
Repairs to tho damaged olovator are being
made, but will not bo finished until Mondny.
In tho mcnntlmo those who go upstairs have to
walk. A crowd continues to haunt tho William
street entrance, and many ot tho curious try to
est Inside. Tho only reason Superintendent
Kellogg does not let them In Is that they would
annoy tho workmen.

Tho explanation ot Building Inspectors
Frnnkcnberg and Foley as to tho cause of tho
accident is now accepted by tho Otis Company.
Tho fact that the automatlcstop controlling the
bottom stop of the car was out of order Is suffi-

cient basis for tho supposition that tho drum
turned after tho car struck tho bottom bumpers,
thus driving tho counter balauco weights
acalnst tho overhead screen and forcing thom
from their carriage. This tho Otis Inspectors
did not know when they mado their first ex-

amination. They wero Informed by the janitor
of the building and by Superlntondont KeUocg
that tho building Inspectors had declared the
elevator to be In excellent running order. This
contention is still made by tho Manlce building
people. Superintendent Kellogg said yesterday
that he did not bcliove tho Inspectors had told
the janitor or any ono olso tlmttheelovator was
In any way out ot order.

Tho Inspectors insist that they did, and the
conflict of testimony will bo brought out at tho
Inquost to be held by Coroner Hart on Dec. 15.
That tho inspectors did not think tho defect In
tho automatic stop was Important Is not only
shown by their failure to stop the elovator Im-
mediately upon discovering ft. but also by their
failure to notify tho Otis Company. Assistant
Treasurer Belknap said yesterday that It was
customary for the inspectors to let the company
know immediately whenevor thero was any-
thing wrong with any of their elevators. Mr.
Belknap nlso thought that had the operator
been accurate In his judgment of dlstatico
the accident would not have occurred, and In
this he agrees with the building Inspectors,
who attribute tho cause to both the dcfBctln
the stop and the operator's bad judgment ot
distance.

FAST MAIL DTAItnOJt BOAT.

Fastmaiter-Genera- l Will Slake Tier First
Trip to Quarantine To-Dn-

The new harbor mall steamer Postmaster-Genera- l,

with Assistant Postmaster-Gener-

Shatlonberger, Postmastor Van Cott and his
private secretary. J. S. Laufertv. and other
Post Office officials on board, will mako her
initial trip to Quarantine this afternoon, leav-

ing the Bargo Office, at tho toot ot Whitehall
street, at 1 o'clock. The vessel, which has been
especially constructed for tho delivery of malls
from Incoming ocean steamships to the rail-

road piers In this city and Jersey City, the sort-

ing of tho mails being dono on tho trio
from Quarantine. la 1D1 feet long. 28 feet
0 Inches beam and 10 foot 0 inches in depth.
She Is provided with two mall hatches
and a number ot mall chutes from the upper
deck to the lower, and has a capacity for stor-
ing and sorting 3.500 baes of mail. There are
two boilers and improved compound engines,
and. nccordlng tocontract. the vessel must hav o
a speed of not less than nineteen knots. The
main deck, which Is to bo entirely devoted to
the handling and storlneof mail matter, will bo
lighted by electricity and there is accommoda-
tion there for twelve postal employees. Upon
the upper deck are the saloon anil cabin accom-
modations tor the officers of the vessel, and
quarters for a crow of sixteen menaro provided
In the forecastle and below decks.

$2,100 SHORT IS UIS ACCOVXTS.

Jacob Hecht, Bookkeeper, Snj He Loit the
Money Flaying Policy and Lottery.

Jacob Eecht of 1388 Fifth avenue was ar-

raigned before Magistrate Wentworth. In the
Centre Street Polico Court, yesterday, charged
with embezzling $2,100 from his employer.
Milton Schnaier, a plumbing contractor, of 347
Columbus avenue. Recht had been employed
by Schnaier as a bookkeeper for about five
years. In looking over his books lor 1808 Mr.
Schnaier discovered a falsification of accounts.
An examination of the books for tho last fifteen
months showed a deficit of ZKM).

Becht was arrested on ThurFday evening by
Detective Sergeants Oppenhelm and Grebe of
tho Central Office. He admitted to the de-

tectives that he had appropriated tho funds,
and attributed his downfall to losses Incurred
in tho Louisiana State Lotterr sevoral v ears
ago and in the policy shops of this city. Recht
is 57 years old. and has a wife and one daugh-
ter. Ih court yesterday he said that he was
glad he had been arrested, as he was almost
ready to break down with anxiety. He entered
a' formal plea of not guilty, however, and
waived examination. He was held, In $1,500
ball for trial.

John Jay Monument Injured by a Fulling
Tree.

New BocntixK. N. Y.. Dec. 0. It was dis-

covered y that tho recent storms have
wrought severe damngo In tho old Revolution-
ary cemetery, on the Jay estate, on the Boston
post road. A largo pine tree which had stood
In tho centre of the plot for more than half a
century was blown down and fell upon the
monument marking the grave of John Jay.
ilrwt Chief Juhtlco of the United States. The
shnft was knocked from its pedestal and Is now
lying on the ground with its ornaments broken
oft. The monument of tho Chief Justice's
sons was also struck and partially demolished.

Shelter nnd Chance to Reform Offered to
Victims of 1'nllcti Raids-All- en Street
Haiiie d Friends of V. ti.
Church Army Promise Kmiiloyment.

The polico and the church aro at last to join
hands on tho east side. A mission that will
hivo tho backlne of both will be opened to-

morrow night In Allen street It Is to bo
known as "an open door," and Is Intended to
shelter temporarily the unhappy victims of
tho police raids who are asking tho trouble-som- o

question. "What Is to become of us?"
Tho men and woman In chargo of the mission
will try to solve It permanently for as many
as will aereo to mako a new start.

The United States Church Army, which Is
an Episcopal organization with Col. Henry It.
Hodler In Immediate charee, nnd the Be.v. K.
Vfalpole Warren of St. James's Church and
tho Rev. William M. Hughes of Morrlstown.
K J., as clerical directors, has purchased the
old saloon and cafe at 70 Allen street and
thero the mission will be opened. The pur-
chase includes the lease ot tho wholo house,
tbo upper floors of which will constltuto the
shelter. Mon are to be bat red from this alto-
gether, the placo bolng wholly in charee of
women. . For those who wish to reform work
will be found. The proprietor of a large fac-
tory has offered lo take as many ns he can find
room for, suppressing the facts of their pre-lo-

life. An uptown bislncss man who is
interested In tho Army's work has paid all
the bills for tho winter.

The plan was thoroughly discussed by the
Army people and the police before tho step
wa taksn nnd the police nicked out tbo house.
Chief Devery. InspeetorX'ross and Cnpts. Chap-
man and Diamond are intorested in tho out-
come of tho experiment on police grounds.
They renllzo that unless jomethlng of tho
sort Is dons, the result otthe raids will be mere-
ly to drive tho, women Into tho tenements,
where they are harder to get at nnd much
more injurious.

Tho altogether novel feature of tho plan Is

them by sending them to jail or to the Island.
Tho present system of fining such offenders
and turning them loose Is held to be a direct
encouragement of their practices.

Police Arrest Three Young Men Who At-

tacked Him In a Tenth Avenue Saloon.
James Smith. 25 years old. a bartender, who

lived at 450 West Forty-eight- h street, died yes-

terday in Roosevelt Hospital of a fractured
skull. Tho police say his death was the result
of injuries received on Wednesday night in a
fight with threo young men. Bernard Keegan
of 157 West Eightieth street. Joseph Coyle of
337 West Forty-nint- h street, and John J. Cash-ma- n

ot 430 West Fifty-secon- d street.
These men went Into the saloon kept by Gal-

lagher Bros., at 7C0 Tenth avenue, lato that
night and called for three "plug hats." A "plug
hat " in Tenth nvenuo slang means tho largest
glass of beer In the saloon. Smith, who was be-

hind the bar. served the drinks. The custom-
ers drank the beer, and then made a move for
the door. Smith demanded tho price of tho
drinks, and then, the police say, the men beat
him nnd left him unconscious on the floor,
where he was found a little later. He died with-
out regaining consciousness.

Keegan. Coyle and Onshman were arrested
and arraigned before Mugitrate Brann yester-
day In the West Fifty-fourt- h Street Court. He
romandod them to the custody of Coroner
Bausch. who committed them to the Tombs
without bail.
