Tho arch
will In all probability have, tq be rebuilt, as the
foundation of the .arch-i- s undermined. Engi-
neers' from tho Commissioner's office were on
the scene this morning, but gave no opinion as
to what could be done In the way of repairs. Theescape of water .did no damage, as tbewator
fell Into the brook.. The Arch is of granlte.with
a span ot 88 feet. It in 100 feet high. The
police have closed tho promenade on top of the
aqueduct andi posted danger signals under It.
Sing Blng prison gets Its water supply from
this amieduet. and tn'consequencoof the clos-
ing of the gates at Croton Lake will havo to use
the local waterworks supply.

Chief Engineer Blrdsall said yesterday that
he did not regard the break in the arch of the
old aqueduct at Sing Sing as serious.
