Our exports of domestlo merchandise In
1 803 will amount to ovor $1,200,000,000. Tho
United Kingdom will export domestlo mer-
chandise valued at less than $1,140,000,000.
Our foreign trade In the past threo years has
grown by leaps and bounds, white England's
has been at a standstill, and tho Unttod
States Treasury and English Board of Trade
returns at tho end ot this month will show
that tho placo England has so long held as the
greatost exporter ot domestlo products has
been taken by the United States. Eight yeara
ago, when T.ngland shipped to foreign coun-
tries her produota to tho valuo of $1,280,758,-Oi'- .l

It did not seem possible that before
ths end of tho decado America would outstrip
England and take her placo as tho greatest
exporter of home-mad- e products. Our ad-

vance, considering that In the middle of the
decade we passed through ono of tho most dis-

derful.
November's export trade broke tho record.

The Treasury Department Bureau ot Statis-
tics1' preliminary figures for the month show
that our exports of domestlo merchandise
amounted to $127,483,407, exceeding the
record of December last by $4,330,384. In-
cluding tho few exports of foreign products,
our exports last month amounted In all to
$120,783,512. The Docember, 1807. rosord
was $125,053,001. whllo the record prior to
that was $117,185,020. made In December.
1800. Tho November exports show an

of ovor $13,000,000 over thoso In lst
November, whllo tho Increase over the No-

vember exports of threo years go Is over

Sir 0. T. Rltohle. President of the English
Board of Trade, in a speech before tho Croy-

don Chamber of Commerce the other day, call-

ing attention to the critical state ot tho foreign
trade of the kingdom, stated that while In tho
period 1801-0- 7 the exports from France had
Increased 1 per oent., thoso from Germany,
Holland and Belgium 12JX percent., and those
from tho United States 18 per cont.. tho United
Kingdom's exports had fallen off 5 per oent
Up to tho end ot October tho English exports
for tho year had. fallen off 2.000.000. whllo
the Imports had Increased 14.000.000. He
attributed the wonderful Increaso of our ex-

port trsdo to tho development of our natural
resources and said thatourtarlffwasln alarco
part responsible for the decllno ot England's
oxport trade.

The United Kingdom's exports ot her own
products last year amounted to $1,138,041,015,
whllo our exports woro vnlued at $1,070,834.-20- 4.

Tho British lead of $170,000,000 In 1890
was cut down lo $00,000,000. We are not only
going to overcome this $00,000,000 this year,
but wo will lead the United Kingdom by from
$00,000,000 to $00,000,000. The British total
will probably be a little less than last year,
while ours will bo between $1.200.000.000 and
$1,225,000,000. Our domestlo exports for the
eleven months of tho year woro $1,098,080,130,
and a December total as low as the lowest De-

cember record In years would brine the year's
domestlo exports tens ot millions of dollars
above England's.

Our excess of exports this year will reach re-

markable figures. November not only broke
tho export record, bui made a new record for
a month's excess of exports. While the ex-

ports wore nearly $130,000,000, the Imports
wore only $52.1011.500, tho exact excess of ex-
ports being $77,073,052. If the December ex-

cess is up to the average tho year's "balanes
of trade" will come close to being $000,000,000

THE OUTPUT XEYER SO GREAT, TET
THE DEMAND EXCEEDS IT.

Present Capacity of United Stntcs Furnnces
EitnblUhes a New World's Itecord The
Trnde Looking Forward tn Kvcn n O rent-
er Iloom nt Home nnd Abroad In 1800.

From all tho Iron eentrcs come reports ot
the great boom in American iron. During

the furnaco capacity was Increased,
and tho coko and anthracite plants at work
nro turning out moro pig Irontthan thoy havo
ever dono before in this or any other country.
The 235.528 gross tons oapaclty of Amorican
furnaces on Doc. 1 Is a new world's record.
Furnooo stocks have been further deploted,
and outsldo of tho steel worke producing their
own iron, therolls not enough pig Iron lo last
three weoks. The furnace stocks sold and

' unsold, amounting to over 800,000 tons on
July 1. have been gradually cut down, and on
Deo. 1 tho total was less than 550.000 tons.

This is usually a dull season in tho iron
trade.but tho h market reports to tho
Iron vice show heavy buying and a consoquont
rise in prlcos. Everybody is looking forward
to a still greater boom in 1899. both In tho do-
mestlo nnd foreign trades. Horo are. somo
specimen reports:

Birmingham 'Tig Iron The dunand for
tho senson of the year is heavy. Tho buvors
wero moro anxious to secure tho iron than the
sellers wore to part with It. Tho leading In-
terest booked salos for 30.000 tons nhd de-
clined orders for an equal amount, conditions
and nrico not being acceptable. Compared
with last year tho export Rales for this year,
ending on Jan. 1. will show nn Increaso nnd
will approximate close to 250.000 tons. This
trade has grown up to shipping facilities of-
fered and will Increase an they Increase."

Bt. Ixula "l'lg Iron Encouraging reports
are given this week, thoro havlnir beon some
heavy buying, and nt an unusual period tor
early dollvory in 1800. Sales havo boen made
to upward of 8.000 tons nnd prices are n trlflo
higher, an ndvanco of 25 cents a ton having
been announced by a Southern furnnco. Buy-
ers' disposition tn hold back, usually mani-
fested, nt this eonsoii ot the year, is not seen
and Indications are that conlldenco Is felt In
tho market. Tho oxport trado Is stated as
leadlmr domestlo sales In many instances nnd
inquiries soom to justify continued foreign
ordors."

Pittsburg "When It Is considered that we aro
in thn midst ot December, always the dullest
month ot tho vear. the tonnage being

by tho mills for the various forms ot iron
und steel is simply marvellous, nnd Is n fore-
runner ot whnt may be expected In 1899. There
Is a heavy demand for all kinds of Iron and
stool, and prices are firm and higher."

Chicago "Pig Iron The market Is boll-tn- c.

Seldom, if ever, has such n large tonnage
been placed In thn same time in this' district
as during tho past week. It Is estimated at
not far from 10.').000 tons. A number of fur-
naces represented here havo sold all of tho
Iron thoy oan conveniently deliver noxt year,
and havo retired from the market."

New York "Export Inquiries continue
heavy. Tho bids for 32,000 tons ot rails for
Victoria, Australia, are to bo openod on the
17th. An Inquiry is now in the market for
200,000 tons of rails for Asiatio Russia, deliv-
ery to extend over two vears."

Ths Treasury Bureau of Statistics reports
that the total exports ot Iron and steel nnd
manufactures thereof during October. 1808.
footed up $7,299,805. For the first ten months
of 1898 they were $07,290,500. ns compared
with $51,303,017 for the same time In 1897.
and $38,907,045 in ten months ot 1890. This
shows that in two years they have nearly
doubled.
