Ho Is 30
years old, and has not been In his former
flno shape for over a year. McCoy, on tho
other hand, is nearly In bis prime, and
Is undoubtedly mora clever than God-

dard ever was. In this flcht. however.
SlcCoy proved beyond doubt that he can hit.
Goddard has always been considered a hard
proposition to floor.but McCoy senthim down In
a heap In the fifth round with a right-han- d
