rWUT OTElt THE VACXFfO CAIitE.

Representative Corliss Trying to Annul the
Scrymser Concession in Hawaii.

WisniNOToN, Dec. 20. Reproiontntlvo Cor-

liss of Michigan to-d- Introduced In the Homo
a bill to secure tho construction of n eablo con-
necting tho mainland of tho United States with
iHawdl. the Philippines, Japan and China. It
authorizes tho President to cause tho cable to
bo laid and nppronrlatcs a sufficient sum to
secure a cablo that will carry at toast fifteen
words a minute. When the cablo Is completed
it shalt'bo turned over to tho Post Office De-

partment nnd operated as apart of the postal
service. Private messages may be transmitted
nt a rato to bo fixed br tho Postmaster-Genera- l,

not to exceed SI n word, press messages
to bo carried at halt rate. Alt receipts of the
cable sorlce In excess of tho cost ot operation
shall bo deposited In tho Treasury, to be known
as tho Pacific cablo fund.

Mr. Corliss has written a lettor to tho Secre-
tary ot Stato calling his nttentlon to the fact
thnt tho Scryrpser concession for a Paclllo
cablo will hecomo binding nnd give the Pacific
Cablo Company exclusive rights to laud cables
on Hawaiian soil tor twenty roars unless tho
department interferes before Jan. L

Mr. Scrymsor anticipated last spring that
Hawaii would be annexed," Bald Mr. Corliss

"and went to thoso Islands In June and
obtained from President Dole tho exclusive
right of landing cables there for twonty years
to como. President Dole provided, however,
that the concession should bo null and void If
disapproved by the United Btntrs Secretary of
Btnto before tho beginning of the new year.
IBsthnn two weeks of this time now remains.

Rills nre now pending in both House and
Senate granting aid to thePnclflo Cable Com-
pany, which now owns the Scrymser conces-
sion. The House hill urants $100,000 n year
for twenty years, SZOOO.OOOIn nil, n sum which
Mr. Scrymser himself told tho Commerce Com-
mittee, of tho House would be onouc.li to
pay the entire cost of constructing nnd
laying the cable from Han Francisco
to Hawaii. Further, Mr. Scrymser Is now
in Japan, where ho is trying to obtain, and
probably will obtain, n subsidy largo enough
to pay tho entire cost of laving the cable be-
tween Hawaii nnd Japan. If ho succeeds there
ns ho diil bore, he will have the entire cost of
his cable paid to him nnd only havo to collect
tho profits.

"I, objected to this subsidy when tho Com-
merce Committee hud the bill under consid-
eration, though I did not then understand how
outrageous ft was. Recently learn ng of the
Dole iprovlso. 1 went to Secretary Hay and
begged him to save tho islands from the grasp
of this monopoly. In order to further jog his
memory, I introduced my bill In tho House to-
day.

I feel sure that thoBeeretnry will disapprove
tho, concession: Tho monopoly wns granted
beforn Dewey changed the map of thoPncInc.

PESSIIiys FOR COSFKDERATEB.

Senntor nut lor Proposes to Add 8100,000,-00- 0

to the Pension Appropriation Hill,
Wasiiikotok, Dec. 20. An amendment to the

Pension Appropriation bill propo'cd by Senator
Duller (Pop.. N. C.) extends to Confederate
soldiers all the privileges of pensions now en-

joyed by Federal soldiers. The amendment
rends:

" That from and alter the passage of this bill
every ponslon law now on tho statute books
shall apply to every Invalid soldier, widow,
minor children, dependent relative, the army
nurses, and nil othor pensioners who may be
nblo to )roo their claim iiiiilor tho present
pension laws, without regard to whether said
soldier was enlisted In tho Federal or Confed-
erate sorvleo of the lato civil war of lSOl-'O.1)- ."

A proviso prevents the Confederate soldier
from drawing back pensions. To carry out
this plan tho amount carried by the bill tor
payment of pensions Is increased from

to and the appropriations
forclork hire, rent, Ac, nro correspondingly In-
creased, the number ot agencies being raised
from eighteen to thirty.

Corps, ospeclally among representatives from
Bpanlsh-Bpenkln- c countries, that Spain will
return Scflor Folo y Rernnbd. the former Min-
ister, to Washington upon the ratification ot
tho peace treaty, when Spain and the United
States rnsnmo diplomatic rclutloiiH.

polo bhoulfl not como nacK, aim that there are
many precedents for bis return,

Tho Spunlsh Minister is a trained diplomatist,
nnd solnr us he was personally concerned
created a favorable impression in the United
Stutes during thn brief time that he resided In
Washington nftertho recall ol Henor Do Lome.
The Bpanlsh-spoakln- representatives would
be pleased to line Seflor Polo return to the
United States, nnd It Is their opinion that he
Bhnuld be sent here In view of tho unfriendly
feeling ot the public toward Spaniards. They
say that Ssflor Polo, being acquainted with tho
American public, could do more than any other
Spaniard to dispel that fueling.

PRESENT NEEDS OF CUBA.

Destitute nnd Sick Teople to He Cared For
In the Cities nnd the Country) nni, Work
to He Provided for Them Complications
Caused by the Plans of Sanitation.

WAsntwoTov. Doe. 20.-- R. B. Howland ot
Providence has Just returned from a visit to
Cuba, made for the.purpoao otBtudrlng tho
problems of how to teed the starving people
of the Island and how to sanitate the cities and
towns. He talked with several Senators anil
Representatives to-d- and will have a coUfer-ene- e

with President McKlnley nnd nrmy off-

icers. Ho says:
"There arc three sourcos to bo drawn upon

to glvo aid to the suffering Cubans: First, we
have the Government: second, the organiza-

tion ot the lied Cross, and third, the different
charitable relief associations In all the largo
cltios of tho United States. It Is extremely
desirable that theso threo forms ot reliot
should be harmonized nnd brought togethor
to act under quo central control, nnd It would
seem ns it tho President might appoint some
high oITloor from the retired list ot the army
or some n publlo man who could
havo nt once tho support and assistance otnU
tho tldbartmtnU ot tno Government nnd all
tho dltTorent channels ot private charity.

"Tho Cubans themselvos hope eventually to
b free nnd Independent under tho protection
of their powerful neighbor, but first ot nil their
widows and orphans, their slok and holple;,
must bo assisted, and that thoy know Is prece-
dent to any political settlement. K they saw
this work of relief going on steadily, both by
tho Government and by Individuals ot tho
United States, they would keep very qulot re-

garding nny political questions that might
arise from tlmo to time. This would avoid
tho necessity of any large garrison of troops
and would eventually save a great outlay of
money on the part of this Goerumsnt.

"The problem ot rcltovlhg the distress and
destitution In the Island ot Cuba Is extremely
complicated or the varying local conditions of
tho cltios and the couutry. In the city of Ha-nn- n

alone thero seem to bo 30,000 persons
requiring Immediate relief from tho direst
want. Tholr surroundings are so unsanitary
that it will be necessary to remov them to
newly erected hospitals before they can be
properly cared for.

"In the tho destitute are scat-
tered about among the villages and on the farms.
To get relief to'them seem to reautre another
rcconcentratlon on exactly the opposite line
to the one adopted br Qen. Woyler. The cen-
tral points must also bo hospitals capaDlo of
tiking care ot the women and children morn es-
pecially. The abln-bodle- d men In tho rural
districts all require aid In nn Industrial form.
that Is. they need oxen and agricultural Imple-
ments and land to enable them to begin tho
work ot growing crops for themselves add
their families, While thoy are thus busy they
must bo suppllod with rations and with oloth-in- g.

The industrial relief in the country
Is of a very easily determined upou form,
but In the cities It becomes more complicated.
Work in Havana can only be carried ou at
present under voir great difficulties, owing to
the disturbed condition ot everr kind of busi-
ness.

"The immediate necessity for the military
authorities who will he in charge after Jan. 1
to olean up the city and abate the innumerable
nuisances which now exist there is also going
to interfere for a time with the extension ot
new schemes of a commercial nature. It
would not do. for Instance, to bring a large
force of laborers into Havana and house them
In any ot tho buildings now existing in tho city.
Du'ing the time that theso sanitary measures
are going on the poor who are now without
work must continue in their forlorn condi-
tion, nnd must be furnished with ratlons.elther
by the Goornment or piivato charity, as may
prove most practicable. It has been suggest-
ed that this form ot relief would tend to pau-
perize the whole population, but It Is difficult
to see how such risk can be avoided. Those
who nre In the last stages of want and destitu-
tion can hardly be still further pauperlzea."
