Such having been tho
fato of successlvo attempts to justify tho
sentonco pronounced by tho court-marti- al,

it becamo evident to tho real criminals,
and to tholr accomplices before or after tho
fact, that not Dreyfus, but thoy thomsolvcs
would ultimately suffer by tho Impartial
and rigorous inquiry to bo Instituted by tho
Court of Cassation. To them, therefore,
It has seemed to bo a matter of lifo
and death to limit tho Held of Inquiry
by asserting that there exists against
Dreyfus inorlmlnatory evidence never
before heard of, but that, out of re-
gard to tho safety of thorepublic, they must
refuso to divulge it. The obvious and ex-
pected effect of this recalcitrant attltudo on
tho part of tho Minister of War, in which.

The Prevention of Tuberculous Disease.
One very satisfactory statement was

made on Tuesday, In London, at tho meet-
ing of the National Society for tho Preven-
tion of Consumption and Other Tuberculous
Diseases.

This was that the mortality from tubercu-
lous maladies in Great Britain has been re-

duced CO per cent. In tho last fifty years.
The authority for this statement is Sir

WiLiiiAM Broaddent, Bart., M. D., ono of
tho most eminent physicians in England.
His figures are rather higher than thoso of
other students of comparative mortality

Britain, somo of whom put tho re-

duction, so far as tuberculous disease Is
concerned, at only 40 per cent. Whether
it bo 40 or CO per cent., however, tho de-
crease is certainly encouraging.

Another distinguished British doctor, Sir
RifnAnD Thorne, has recently delivered a
series of lectures on tho administrative
control of tuberculosis, in which ho points
out that this reduced mortality has not ob-
tained in oil forms of tuberculous disease,
and that there Is ono malady, to which chil-
dren nro particularly subject, In which the
mortality hasactually Increased by as much
as 28 per cent. In forty years. This Is tho
malady known as tabes mtatnterica In the
medical world, and as consumption of the
bowels to tho community generally.

"Thn question naturally suggests Itself,"
says the Lancet, " why this particular form
of tuberculous dlsoase should still contlnuo
to Increase very seriously among children,
while pulmonary phthisis, another form of
tho samo thing and caused by tho same
paraslto, Is as steadily decreasing."

Tho nnswer given by Sir William Broad-ren- t
and Sir Richard Thorne In their re-

cently published addresses on the subject
Is that this consumption of tho
bowels In children Is caused by cows' milk
taken from cows suffering with tuberculosis.
Sir William Broadrent goes even further
and says that " tho diseases of boneB
and joints to which children aro subject
aro probably also traceable to milk ; hump-
back, hlp-jol- disease, and tho diseases of
knees, elbows, Ac., which cripplo so many
children." Tho distinctive bacillus of

Is found In tho milk of the cow In
ono btago of tho dlseaso j ond through tho
milk tho malady Is communicated to tho
infant consumer.

What Is the remedy, or rather tho method
of prevention? Simply to boll the milk.
Indeed, tho unwholesome element In It
may bo destroyed by the application of a
much lower degree of heat than that neces-
sary to boll It, ond when this method of
sterilization Is pursued tho milk reUlns
Kb natural tasto. But neither boiling nor
lesser heating will do any good If tho milk
lt subsequently exposed to air In which
tuberculous dust Is floating about. Care In
keeping it covered Is essential,

Back of all theso precautions of courso Is
thegreaterdosldoratum tho stumping out
of tuberculosis among cattle. This Is a
problem of great practical difficulty, which
does not Boom very near Immediate solu-
tion. Sir William Broaddent has called
attention to tho Interesting fact that asses
and goats are not subject to tuberculous

f

dlseaso, and that tho milk of theso animals
was prescribed by doctors of tho olden tlmo
for persons threatened 'with consumption.

Dust ond milk nro tho chief agonts for tho
oommunlostlnn of consumption, 'So render
them Innocuous wo must destroy tho sputa
of consumptives so that tho germs will not
dry and get Into tho dust, nnd wo must boll
tho milk or heat It sufficiently to Bterlllzo
It; and then look to tho covering of It.
Thoro aro other provontlvo measures, as Sir
William Broadrent pointed out In a recent
lecture at Huddcrsflold, which persons yet
In good hoalth would do woll to adopt:

"The oioit effectual of theee li to lire, aa far a
poMlble, In Ireah air dir and night, rammer and
winter. The clonlr fitting wlndowe to which we at-

tach auch Importance are a anare and a detnalon.
When we are alttlne In a room with a fire. If air
cannot make Ha war In tir the window from the
npen air outnlde It will come In under the door from
the panage and haaement. Fear of a draught from
a window open at the top leada to that moat
pernlcloua of drailshta alons the floor and
about tho anklea. Ventilation la of tltal Important;

Erer"
boHj ouicht to alerp with the window open and the
bedroom oucbt to be aa frrah In themornlncae
when (t la entered at night.

From all of which It appears that freedom
from tuberculous disease la best Insured by
having frosh and dustlessalr to breathe and
boiled milk to drink.

Ho profits by
our going, and wo profit by going, nnd
mutual bows and pleasing smiles accom-
pany tho exchange of opportunities for ad-
vantage. By tho time this show opens, tho
general atmosphere of Paris will bo pleas-ant- er

for Americans in some respeots than
it has been slnco last May.

So American enterprise and skill and
energy in tho nrts and trades may prepare
to move in and occupy tho flvo acres which
nro to bo ours In the heart of Paris In tho
year 1000. This Is another ohanco for
national expansion, and a good one;

The East Channel.
With the presenco at Washington of a

notably strong delegation representing the
Merchants' Association, the Chamber of
Commerce, tho Produco Exchange, the
steamship companies and tho Board of
Marino Underwriters of New York, headed
by Strong, it may fairly bo said
that tho prospect of interesting Congress
In the Improvement of tho ship channels of
this poit was never better than now. In-
deed, just bforo tho adjournment of tho
Houso for tho holidays, Mr. Burton, tbo
Chairman of tho Committee on Rivers and
Harbors, before which theso delegates are
to appear, secured by unanimous consent
tho passage of a resolution calling upon tho
War Department for a report on that sub-
ject recently mado by Gen. William Lud-
low of the Engineer Corps.

Tho proposals under consideration for
tho southern entrance to Now York harbor
include tho Improvement of all the existing
channels, including the Main Channel, tho
Swash and Gednoy's, but tho special point
of interest just now is a plan to make tho
East Channel tho main hlghwoy of com-
merce hereafter. This last forms the sub-
ject of Gon. Ludlow's report, and henco of
Congressman Ward's resolution which tho
House has passed. Mr. COmminos's bill
has also been boforo tho Houso committee
for somo tlmo.

Tho main feature of the Ludlow survey
and plan Is to provide n waterway 1,500
feotwldo and .15 feet deep, at mean low
water, along tho line of the present East
Channel. Tho dlstanco to bo Improved, In
ordor to open tho East Channel to deep
water, Is, wo bollovo, about a mllo and a
half. Tho cost would not bo very great,
sinco dredging can be done now far cheaper
than It was during the Improvements of
tho main ship channel several years ago.
But oven should it cost from $3,500,000 to
$4,000,000, which Is understood to bo Gon.
Ludlow's estimate, this would bo a slight
oxpenso compared with tho enormous ad-
vantages thereby gained to commoroo, in
which tho wholo country would share.

To begin with, large vossols would novo
about flvo miles each tlmo thoy entered
nnd left tlio harbor, becauso whllo from tho
point of intersection of tho Main Channel
with tho East Channel to tholr respective
moutlis tho former is oloven miles long, tho
latter la only bIx mlle6. Again, tho now
channel would be deep enough for all ships,
nt all times, which Is not tho ease with tho
Main Channel i)oir, Tho latter, lu places,
is only 30 feet doop at low water, and yet
there are vessels to-da-y that draw 32 feet,
so that If fully loaded thoy must tlmo
thomselves to reach tho bar nt high tide.
It is mentioned, by way of Illustration, that
tho Hnmburg-Amorica- n lino alone has two
now ships of 32 feet draught, and Is build-
ing two others.

Again, tho new East Channel, bosldos
being shorter, will bo 'jtralght, and this Is
nn Importont point. As modern vessels
Increase in tonuago thoy iuciouso In
length, especially where great speed is to
1ki kept up, nnd thn shaip turns In tbo
Malu Channel nro recognized as groat ob-
jections to it, and oven nu element of peril,
in tlio caso of long bhiprt. It has been
suggested, ns a drawback to thn stralght-nch- s

of the East Channel, that It might bo
clogged by the formation of sand bars, par-
ticularly as tho tidal currents do not rush
thiough there ns they do through Godney's
Channel, which latter may perhaps bo called

..t r

tho natural channel of the harbor. But this
would not bo regarded by engineers as nn off-

set to tho great ndvantflgoslnlreadyspokon
of, because, In any case, a couplo of dredges
could bo kept nt work In maintaining tho
depth rtxed upon, and, with tho greatly de-

creased cost of dredging, It would bo rela-
tively a small additional expense Tho
statistics of groundings mako It Imperative
that this now channel should bo opened nnd
kept ojicn.

Indeed, It Is thought probable that tho
Now York delegation will ad vocato for tho
now channel a width of 2,000 foot and n
depth of 40 foot, In ordor to provido for tho
needs of many years to como. In this
rocommondatlon thoy may bo ablo to rely
upon tho report of a special Board of En-

gineers, composed of Col. Rorert, Lieut.-Co- l.

Raymond and Major Adams, which was
appointed to exnmltio tho Ludlow survey
nnd to mako additional suggestions In re-

gard to It. It Isprobablo that tho dimen-
sions proposed by Gen. Ludlow will bo tho
very minimum urged. It Is nlso hoped that
Improvements will bo mado in tho Main ond
Swash channels, and In that caso tho former
and tho now East Channel would make two
principal highways avallablo for tho vast
commorce of this port.

A Look Ahead.
A few years ago a little pamphlet called

" A Look Ahead " was In circulation. It had
been reprinted from the magazlno In which
It first appoarod, and subsequently, wo be-

lieve, it was Included in a book. Horo aro
two sentences from "A Look Ahead" which
aro still Interesting:

The author of " A Look Ahead " was and
Is Mr. Andrew CAiWEaiE. Ho is scared
when ho looks ahead now, but tho Ameri-
can peoplo are not. Thoy aro still favora-
ble to tho cxtonslon of their nntlonal boun-
daries and thoy havo not forgotten that
groat good has como from each addition to
tholr territory. As Mr. Carnegie said,
"Thoy are used to territorial expansion."

Secretary Bliss.
After having boon a member of the McKln-le- y

Cabinet tho Hon. Cornelius Newton
Bliss returns to New York as a private cit-
izen with a reputation that any publlo man
may woll envy. Tho comparatively short
tlmo of Mr. Bliss's services in Washing
ton included events that made It surpass
ten years of ordinary sorvico in its test of
qualifications for such high office as his, and
It will bo to Mr. Bliss's lasting credit and
satisfaction that throughout it all ho was a
faithful frlond and resolute supporter of
Amorlcan interests as thoy aro now under-
stood by tho overwhelming majority of his
follow citizens.

All honor to Cornelius Newton Bliss,
who30 sterling patriotism and clearness of
sight Into tho great national affairs with
whioh ho has been officially concerned
give him rightfully a placo among the pub-
lic men of America to whom Is due tho gen-
eral admiration and gratitude!

Slandering Our Exports.
The proposed inspection at our ports of

German products sent to this country, as
provided for in Senator Mason's resolution,
would be salutary If it brought to their
senses tho German publlo mon and news-
papers that for sovoral years havo aimed to
hamper our trade with tho empire by mis-
representation and unjust legislation. The
Agrarian party, through its orators and
press, is mainly responsible for tho outcry
against American meats and other products.
No ono Is wronged when a nation, by all
honorablo means, seeks to safeguard the
business Interests of Its peoplo. But at-

tacks upon foreign commerco aro baso
when they stoop to deliberate misrepresen-
tation of the goods which foreign merchants
offer for sale.

Wo havo not been tho only targets for tho
Bomowhat hysterical assaults of the Agra-
rians. In 1805 tho German Chamber of
Commerco sent a protest to tho Reichstag
against tho Agrarian outcry in opposition
to Argentina's wheat and tanning bark. Tho
Chamber asserted that if the proposed pro-
hibitive tariff against thoso products was
adopted Germany's export trade to La
Plato River would bo ruined. Last year
tho Agrarian newspapers wero proclaim-
ing that Russian cereals, which comprise a
largo part of Germany's grain imports,
were of bad quality and every pound "con-

tained millions of bacteria.
The most persistent and vociferous op-

position, howover, has been directed
against Amorlcan exports. Tho publlo Is
warned against beetles or moths that lurk
In American apples with apparent designs
on home-grow- n fruit; against tho diseases
invited by tho rash person who partakes
of our canned meats and the enterlo
disorders tiiat follow tho consumption of
our Improperly prepared dried apples.
"Is it not well known," shrieked nn
Agrarian newspaper, a whllo ago," that
a horso slaughterer of Long Island
City for years worked up 6,000 dlsoased
horses annually Into corned beef and for-

warded tho stuff to Autworp?" All last
year the German Agrarian press was dis-
crediting tho com potency of meat inspec-
tion In tills country and doing its best to
kill our meat trado in tho German Empire,
ignoring tho fact that Germany imports
food products simply becauso her farmers
do not supply her needs.

Tlio United States Is entitled to fair
play In Its commorclul relations. Wo havo
no griovanco if wo fall to meet honora-
blo competition in tho markets; but mis-
representation has no part In fair business
rivalry, and If It becomes a national or o
party policy It Is likoly to prove a boom-
erang.

ART NOTES.

The Hondln Exhibition at Durnnd-Ruel'- s.

A talented painter of marine views and
landscapes. Louis Eugeno Boudlu, died in
Paris last year and a collection of fifty ot his
works in oil Is on exhibition at the Durnnd-Bu- ol

galleries. Fifth avenue and Thirty-sixt- h

street Puvis de Chnvannes and Boudln wero
born tho samo year, 1821, and died within three
mouths of each othor. Theywerewarm friends,
ond a picture which Boudln gave to Puvis will
bo told in the collection of the latter artist's
effects at Paris in February. It Is a flno work
and mny bring 3.000 franes or even 4.000.
but tho picture which Puvis gavo to
Boudin in exchange has already been pur-
chased by Mr. Durand-Ru- for 30.000 francs.
It Is a completo study for tho n pic-
ture, "Lo Pauvre Pecheur," and tho difference
in money value y has no more significance
than that one is In vogue and the other is not.
Boudln has not very many admirers, but
his works aro hlehly appreciated by somo
amateurs. Painters like them for their sin-
cerity, their truth to nature, and their unaf-fecto- d

technical stylo. It would not bo just
to call Boudln a master, nor oen a great
painter, but his was one of the most genuine
talents in tho modern French school, and all
his work bears tho stamp of Individuality. He
painted no very largo canvases, and his pic-

tures aro mostly transcripts from nature. They
consist of vlows in ports and along shore in
great part, with ships and boats. His skies aro
remarkably luminous nnd full of subtle but
hardy quality of color.

In the present collect Ion. " Port of Portrleux."
No. 5. an cxeollcnt examplo of Boudln's charm-
ing handling ot grays: "Tho Port of Trouvlllo
f t Low Tidi." No. 7. with boats keeled over and
masts aslant nnd houses on tho quays beyond ;

"Tho Port of Bordeaux at Sunset," No. 15, with
tho most temperate use of yellows and pink,
but a 6fcy of flno luminous quality; "The
Quay at Villofrancho." No. 30, and "View
of tho Port of St. Valory on tho Sommo."
No. 32, may bo' pointed out as among
tho finest, most complete and satisfactory pic-

tures. A comparative failure may bo seen In
"Tho Basin of Fecamp." No. 49. ono of tho
most recently painted of tho pictures hero ex-

hibited (1804). "Tho Basin of tho Eure.Port
of Havre ot Sunrise," No. 14. is agreoablo in
color, but by no moans convincing In effect.
An enioyablo landscape Is tho "Viow of
Etaples." No. 24, and there is frank painting,
good color and atmosphere in "Tlio Canals
of Bt. Valory on the Sommo," No. 37. an offect
of moonrlsu with the luminary in the centre
of tho composition. " Cows Near a Blver," No.
21, Is the only cattle pleco In tho collection,
and it is a good ono. Thoy aro not common,
although Boudln painted them at times and
ho made hundreds ot drawings of cattle. Every
picture in tho exhibition, whatever its excel-
lence or Its faults, shows a love for and Interest
In nature. The artist's sincerity is apparent
In all of them.

A collection of rare sacerdotal embroideries
of the sotenteenth century of Spanish origin Is
on exhibition at the rooms of Goorges A.
Glaenzor &. Co., 33 East Twentieth street. They
are ot the most olaborate workmanship, and
must delight tho eyo ot tho artist. With theso
flno pieces aro shown somo rare objects of art
of various kinds. An Italian fan of about the
eighteenth century, painted with figures; a
tiny statuotto In gold and Bllver, not more than
nn Inch and a half in height, of modern
French execution; two Spanish chatelaine
hooks of wrought gold and rough stones set In
the designs, somo clocks and metal work, are
the most interesting things. They have been
picked up here and there in the past few years,
and seen together they form an attractive dis-
play.

The Failure of the Mason Firm In Chicago
Doesn't Attect the University.

New HAVEK,ConnDec 21. President Dwight
ot Yale University is confident that the Insti-
tution endowment funds will not suffer In the
least from tho failure of the Chicago law Arm
of which Edward G. Mason was senior partner,
Mr. Moson wasamemberof the Yale corpora-
tion, and as such had beon intrusted with the
charge of looking after somo of Yale's Invest-
ments in the NorthwcBt. At tho Yalo treasury
department to-d- It was said that Mr. Mason
had had chargo of no recent Yalo investments,
and that tno securities for all former Invest-
ments wero held nt Ynlo. It was declared that
Mr. Mason had In his possession at his death
absolutely no Yale securities.

Chicago, Doc. 21. llonry B. Mnson. of the
law firm of Mason Brothers, sets at rest any
uneasiness that might prevail concerning the
funds nt Yalo University. "No collego
lunds," said he. "wore over In our pos-
session for gonornl investment. It was only
when wn,submltted a specific loan and the
securities had been Investigated by the treas-
urer of the university nnd accepted by him
as satisfactory, and the tltlo had boon found to
bo good, that money was sent to us. Even then
It was only tlio amount of that speciflo loan,
nnd In return wo sent all the loan papers to
the treasurer of tho university. There was no
opportunity for losing college funds or involv-intithe- m

In any complications."
Henry E Mason, son of tho lato Edward G.

Mason and nephew of Henry B. Mason, cor-
roborated tho statement of his uncle. "Wo
havo not a dollar in our possession that belongs
to Yale University." ho said. " We have made
loans for Ynlo. but wo never held any fundsnwnittng Investment. After the loans wore
negotiated tho money was sent to us by the
treasurer of tho University, to whom a fullaccounting was always mado."

TO AWAIT rRUSSIA'S ACTIOX.

Superintendent ot Insurance Fayn a Be-
liever In Reciprocity.

It wasstatod by Superintendent Payn that ho
understood the 1'rURSlan Government had sent
representatives to this country to examine Into
tho accuracy of statements tiled by tho Ameri-
can companies which wished to do business in
Prussia. Under tlio elreumstnnees. ho said, ho
thought the applications of tho Prussian com- -

wero premature, but that ns soon as the
'russlan authorities gave tanglblu evidenco

that they woro no longer opposed to Americancompanies doing business in Prussia, he would
take stops to udmltthn Prussian companies. Itwas agreed to take an adjournment pending
the action ot the Prussian Government.
