, in 1760. was Irwolved. The trustees had
l refused to assent to the ohanue In the charter.

J "These letters patent," said Webster, "are
to be eood and effectual in law against tho
King, his heirs and successors forever, and
the trustees are to hold all and singular the
privileges, advantages, liberties and immunit-
ies to them and their successors forever. No
funds are given to the college by this charter.
A corporate existence nnd capacity are given
to the trustees." He said that "all nroner
powers of government, suporintendenco nnd
visitation" wore "vested In the trustees.

"If tho Legislature can at plensure make
these alterations and changes in the rights
and privileges of tho MnlntifTs." ho said, "it
may with equal propriety abolish those rights
and privileges altogether. The same power
which can do n part uf this work can accom-
plish the whole. The Legislature of
New Hampshire has no more power over the
rights ot the plaintiffs than existed some-
where.

By the Revolution this power may
be considered as having ben devolved upon
the Legislatures of the State, and it lias ac-
cordingly been exercised by the Legislatures.
But the King couldn't abolish a corporation
or it or alter Its powers without It
assent. This Is the acknowledged and well-kno-

doctrine of the common law."
Again he said: "The corporation In question

Is an eleemosynary corporation. It
Is a private charity. 'The eleemosynary sort of
corporations are such as are constituted for
the perpetual distribution of the free alms or
bounty of the founder of them to such persons
It has directed. Of this are all hospitals for
the maintenance ot poor, sink and impotent
and all colleges, both In our universities and
out of them." Where there is a chari-
er testing proper powers of government In
trustees or goemors, they are visitors, and
there is no control In anybody else: except
only that courts of equity or law will Interfere
10 far as to preserve the revenues nnd pre-Tt-

perversion of the funds and to keep the
visitors within their prescribed bounds.
Bijhts to do certain acts, such, for: Instance
as thoe ot visitation and superintendence ot
acollece. may be vested rights as completely
is to possess property."

The opinion, written by Chief Justice Mars-
hall, held "that this (the charter) is a con-
tract the obligations of which cannot bo im-

Hampshire (altering the chartnr). are renug-aa-
to the Constitution of the United States."

franchises, or add to them or change
or control the administration of the charity or
compel the corporation to reeelve'a new chart-
er. This Is the uniform language of the au-
thorities and forms one of the most stubborn
aM well. settld,doctrlnesof.'eominon law.

ect to the general superintending power of
the Coiirt of chancery as possessing

general jurisdiction in all cases of abuse ot
trusts to redress grievances and suppress
bauds.'

ANOTHER SHOT AT COLLIS.

UI3 ISSUAXVE OP STTtttET VAULT PER-
MITS .VOir ATTACKED.

The Commissioners of Accounts Charge
That He nnd Mr, Ilrookfleld Caused n
I.qss to the City of IO.1,078-Oe- n. Collls
on the Aapbnlt Block l'AVlnc Contracts,

The Commissioners of Accounts tookanother
shot yesterday at tho old PubHo Works De-

partment during tho tonnsot Commissioners
William BrookfleM nnd Gen. Collls. They
mado a long report to the Mayor concerning
the manner In whloh permits wore Issued to
build vaults undor sidewalks. In which they
alleged that If the fines for violations ot tho
ordinance governing tho work had beon col-

lected, nnd tho maximum price ot $2 it square
foot charged In every Instance, tho city
would have $10:1,078.07 which It has
not got now. Tho report also says that
Commlsslonnr Collls reduced in many caaes
the price a square foot for such privileges front
S2 to 75 cents, at his own option, after he had
the standard price fixed at the first flrturo.
Tho Commissioners also allego that several
vault permit blanks had been used by tho
Commlsslonnr of Public Works personally, but
that thero Is no record to whom they have beon
Issued or for what purpose tfioy wore dotached.
Tho report winds up ns follows:

"If nothing criminal Is developed, or that no
fines havo beon paid which havo not boon ac-

counted for, it shows n lack ot care nnd Bystem
or utter indifference whloh has permeated the
entire Department ot Tubllo Works under tho
past administration, and which wo find oxlsts
throughout nil ot tho departments wo havo
under examination of tho former adralnlstra--

I u regard to tho report of tho Commissioners
In tho matter ot asphalt block paving contracts.
Gen. Collls said vestcrday:

"Tho Commissioners of Accounts, I see,
charge, that a concern called tho Hastings Pav-
ing Company bad a monopoly of tho asphalt
block paving during my administration, and
that the, extorsive uso of theso blocks In tho
years 1MI5, 'ltd. 117, seemed to them to bo a
suspicious circumstance. They further say
that 'the city's Interests would bo as well safe-
guarded to do away with tho specifications en-
tirely, nnd contract for theso blocks by means
of a letter. Inviting tho Hastings Company to
supply tho dcslrod qunntlty at their own price
and upon tholrown terms.'

"If theso accountants had searched
the records of tho Highway department they
would Inn o found that In every case where
thero was only ono blddor a readvertlsemont
wus ordered, and that my policy In this respect
brought now people Into the business. They
would bnvo found tho following contracts for
asphalt blocks, let by mo to the Atlantic Ales-tra- z

IB07. to Mrs. Mary Cuddy,
with whom she bonrdod, wore set nsldo by
Justice Daly of the Supremo Court yesterdar.
Tho mortgages aggregated $11,750 and em-

braced all tho property that Miss Ooddcs had,
it wns nllogod by her nieces, hornoarost rola-tlvo-

In the action that Miss Oeddes was men-

tally Incompetent nnd that the assignments
wore not her voluntary, net. It appenrcd that
tho assignments wnro drawn by tho husband
of Mrs. Cuddy and that Mrs. Cuddy gutdod the
hand of Miss (loddes whllo tho signatures wore
mado, She was III In bed at tho tlmo nnd died
boon after. Tho Court says:

"Mrs. Cuddy wns dealing with an elderly wo-

man, enfeebled by long IIIiiosh nnd on her
deathbed, who had beon horlodgcrnnd boarder
foryenrsand constantly In her company, and
to whom sho also held the position of nurse.
Sho wns procuring n voluntary conveyance to
herself of what she must, havo known to bo nil
tho property of her patlont, friend and hoarder,
to the exclusion of known kindred, undor the
circumstance the burden Is undoubtedly cast
upon her to establish to tho satisfaction ot n
court of justice that tho paper was executed by
a person capable of comprehending her act and
doing It ot her own free will.''

The court holds that Mrs. Cuddy has failed to
show this.

In 1800 nnd sontonccd by Judge Yorkes
ot tho Bucks County Court to Imprlsonmont In
the Eastern Ponltontlary for twenty-tw- o years.
,Iho prisoner's counsel said Shollenberper Is
on the vorge of Insanity. Tho lawyer added:

"Tho laws of Pennsylvania never contem-
plated that n sen ten co of denth should bo Im-
posed for forgery, That's what furt nor Impris-
onment means In this caso."

Ho explained further that when Shellonborger
ran away and then roturnod of his own volition
to stand punishment for his crime ho would not
allow his lawyers to make nny plea for him,
nlthouglrfour of tho Indictments on whloh he
was sentenced could havo been nullified under
tho statuteof limitations, which was not raised.
These Indictments added ton years to tho sen-
tence, which deducted would nllow nf tho
banker's discharge at this time without any In-

terference on tho part of tho Board of Pardons.
Whon the board learned these facts It wns nt
once agreed that Shellonberger should bo lib-

erated.
