Minister Conger Follows Blr Claude Mnc-Donn-lil

In n Protest,
Swtial CabU Pttoatth to Tnc Bus.

Pekijj. Dec. 22. Mr. E. H. Conger, the
American Minister, has protested to the
Tsung-ll-Yame- n against an extension ot
the French concession at Bh'anghnl. This,
following tho protest ot Sir Clatido

may strengthen the Ghlneso to re-

sistance nlthough unless the protests nro firm-
ly supported tho Tsung-ll-Yame- n will proba-
bly yield to tho Frenoh demands, thereby vio-
lating the promise not to alienate territory in
the Yangtso-Rlan- g Valley.

Wishinotok, Deo. 22. The deslro of France
to extend her extraterritorial Jurisdiction at
Shanghai Is likely to cause friction between
that Oovernment and the TJqtted States. A
cable despatch received at the State Depart-
ment to-d- from Mr. Conger, the United
States Minister avt Pekln, told 'of a new feature
of the matter which surprised the ofllolals.
Mr. Conger said that tho attempt ot the French
authorities to extend' their jurisdiction con-
templated enoroaohmont en trie extraterri-
torial area suMeat to the Jurisdiction of the
United Btates. Why the French Oovernment
wants to Include within Its authority territory
now subject to the jurisdiction of the United
States Consul-Gener- at Shanghai has not
appeared. Mr. Conger asked the department
tor Instructions, and theso will be sent as soon
as a decision Is reached. It Is reaarded as
certain that tho Minister will be directed to
protest to ths Chinese Oovernment against
granting thu extension to the Government of
France. There was nothing in Mr. Conger's
message to show that he hod already entered

protest as press despatches from Pekln sar.
The action of the Kronen Oovernment Is not

fully understood here. In China, as In a fow
other countries where the feellnir asralnst for-
eigners is very bitter,, extraterritorial priv-
ileges within prescribed areas in and about
the larco cities have been granted most ot the
.European natloni and the united fatates. This

New Brunswick. N. X, Deo. 22. The Rev. Dr.
John O. Lansing, professor of Ola Testament
languagosund eiegests In tho Theological Sem-
inary of tho Itcfdrmed Church of Amorica here,
has resigned his professorship and separated
from his wlfo. Dr. Lansing is now at Atlantic
City trying to recover from serious prostration.
Mrs. Lansing left here on Monday and is sup-
posed to be in New York. Dr. Lansing resigned

.his chair In the seminary solely on aooountot
his health1. Ho separated from bis wife solely
becauao of Incompatibility of temper. Thero
is no scandal Involved In tho separation.

Dr. Lansing was a widower with six children
when he married Miss Harriet Connors ot Pitts-
burg not quite six months ago. Bhe was about
40 and ho about 40. For several years sho had
been a missionary In Egypt for tho Reformed
Presbyterian Church. Dr. Lansing had known
her thero. He wns 'born In Damascus, whero
bis father was a missionary, and In his young
manhood visited Egypt and thero mot Miss
Connors. The acquaintance contlnuod, and
when the missionary returned to this oountry
not long ago sho and Dr. Lansing met, two or
throe months after the death of the first Mrs.
Lansing, and they decided to marry, and tha
wedding took plaoo here last summor.

Dr. Lansing hns been in 111 health for somo
tlmo, suffering from a nervous affection. He has
dons bnt little teaching for tvs o years, and none
ut all since last Ma. It was not long after tho
marriage that Dr, Lansing's children and their
stepmother found difficulty In getting along
with one another. The children, it is suld, did

tako kindly to any suggestions madeGot tno stepmother. This stuto ot affairs
irritated Dr. Lansing, and ills health
grow worse. Other persons besides his
wife. It was said by a friend of the
doctor found difficulty In, gottlng
along with him. 8evral weeks ago tho whole
family went to Atlantlo City. Mrs. Lansing re-

turned alone, and It then came put that hus-
band and wife had decided to live apart. It
was reported here to-d- that Dr. Lansing had
instituted proceedings fordlvoroe. One of tho
members of tho seminary faculty told tho
representative of The Sun that this report
wns without foundation. Dr. Lansing has been
considered for years ono of the highest au-
thorities In this country on Oriental languages
and he Is a strong preaoher.

Jaffray entered the university from tho West-
minster School. DObbs Ferry. N. i.,wlth tha
class of IM In the Lawrenoe Hclentlflo Sohool.
In his freshman year he played right guard on
the 'varsity football team against Princeton
and later on-th- e freshman eleven against the
University .of Pennsrlvanla. In his sopho-
more and junior rears he was a 'varsity sub-
stitute, and this rear made the regular centre,

laying in both the Yale and Old Penn games,
Jaffiay was one of tho most popular men In his
class, and was elected Chairman ot the Class
Committee at tho recent senior elections. He
was a member of the Institute, of 1770, the

Tho young man under arrest Is a Germ en and
10 rears old. Uls name Is Herman Max
Krebs, and ho ears ho lives In a lodging
house on tho southeast corner of Houston
street and the Bowery.

The credit for Krobs's arrest Is duo to Mrs.
Catherine Nelson ot CO East 120th street Mrs.
Nelson went shonnlng yesterday afternoon ac-

companied by her maid. Sne spent the great-
er part of tho afternoon in the shopping dis-

trict. About 5 o'olock she entered a band 10
cent storoITon East Fourteenth street As
she? entered the orowded store she notloed
that a tall young man. fairly well dressod, was
directly behind hor and her maid. After mak-
ing her first purohase she started away for
anothor counter. To her sunrise the rounu
man was still directly behind her.

Mrs. Nelson began to get nervous. Sho sus-
pected that the man was a store detective and
for some reason was koeplng her under sur-
veillance. This thourrht didn't aulet her
nerves any, and Mrs. Nelson callod the atten-
tion of her maid to the man who was following
them.

Thinking to got rid ot the stranger Mrs. Nel-

son made a complete detour of the store. She
didn't ljok around to see It hr pursuer was
'near until sho had dmpleted the circuit
When she did glanoe backward he was right
on her hoels. She turned and faced him and
said:

"Look here I What are you following me
for?"

The man pretended not to hear.
"I want you to understand." Mrs. Nelson

A hastr look at the baok of her skirt showed
that It was slashed in many places and com-
pletely ruined. Mrs. Nelson msde up hor
mind in an Instant as to who had done tho
cutting. Her pursuer had turned around and
was making fo- - the door.

"Catch that villain," yelled Mrs. Nelson loud-
ly. "Don't let him escape."

A oouple ot floorwalkers grabbed Krebs and
the women shoppers near crowded around to
see what the trouble was about

"You are a vagabond," said Mrs, Nelson,
"and ought to be imprisoned I You have cut
and slashed my silk skirt until It is ruined be-
yond repair."

This was tho Bismol for the women to crowd
around Mrs. Nelson. They all wanted to see
the despoiled skirt at once. As quick as they
glanced at It and saw the damage wrought
they edged toward tho man.who was being de-
tained.

"You'ro a rowdyl" said a ronncr woman.
"You'ougbt to be hanged 1" shouted another.
The floorwalkers sent a messencer after a

policeman, policeman Michael JIaddoa of
ths Broadway squad responded, and asked
what was tho trouble.

He denied that
he out Mrs. Nelson's dress, but he couldn't ex-
plain how he came to have the penknife in his
overcoatlpockeUwben moat men carry a knlto
In their trousers pocket.

Krebs had $ 2 00 In money, and cards and let-to- rs

sent to him from Germany. He had sev-
eral cards on whloh his name was printed and
also a request that lotterB be sent to him in
care of Casper A. Baaden ot 101)0 Freeman
street Thero woo a pass made out in his
name signed by the Prefect of Police ot Dres-
den, Germany, dated boot 21, 1K07. Thero
were six pawntickets, one ot whloh showoa
that $2 was ontalned on a violin. A photo-
graph of Krobs showed him holding a violin,
evidently the one that found Its way Inter Into
a pawnshop.

After a vain effort to gat him to ndmlt that
he had cut Mrs. Nelson's dross. Capt Price
ordered him locked up. Mrs. Nelson promised
to be In Jefferson Market Court this morning-t-

preai her complaint. Bhe was advised to
carry her ruined skirt to court as evidenoe.

"In tho meantime." said Capt Price. "I'll do
all I ran to find otneroamplalnants. Ill send
oat a ireneral alarm asking other women who
have suffered the ruination of their skirts to
come forward and make oomplalnti.'

"This is ths sort ot a man the police have
been trying to catch for a longtime," said
Capt Price later, we have bad dozens ot
complaints In this station house of this char-
acter and we are mighty glad to oatch this fel-
low. The complainant against him la sure
that she has him right and I sincerely hope
she has.
