MILEN'S ASKRERTIONA.

Admits That Majer Reybnrn Mecommended
the #electlon uf Camp Alger-No Active
Freparations for War Made by the War
Dopariment Untll War Was Deciared,

Wasniwarow, Dee. 22 — Adjt-tisn. Corbin
teatifled bofara the War Investignting Com-
oilaslon this morning. Referring to tha solee-
tlon of Camp Alger, he sald that it wans gen-
sally enderstood that Malor Heybuirn was on
Gon. Milea's staff and had reparted favorably
v the loention, He wos not ¢ertaln who de-
talled Major Beyburn, Lutthe Major made n
Jrepott Lo the Becretary of War and the site was
thosen, It wan because of Major BSeyburn's
position on Gen, Miles'a siaff that tho selaction
wan noaradited to the commanding General of
‘the Army. .

Gen, Cotbin's attention was ealled to two
msaommendations mads by Gen, Milas to
the Booratary of Wur reapcoting Camp Thomas
at Chicknmaugs. The recommendnt!on of
Tune 14 wan ns follows: 1 ihink It of the
highest importance that tho troope bo plaged In
the three healthfal eamps of Instenetion—
Ohickamanga, Fernandlua and Miami—awny
‘Trom infected cltles, ns soon as posaible, il
the available foreo immediately cquipped for
wetiva parviee.” Gen Corbin sald the Beeratary
of War did not regard Miaml favorably. The
recommendation of June 18 salil: " To rellevn
the erowded condition at Chivkamnaugn, the
Third Divislon of the First Corps and four
battaries of lght artillery should be ordered to
Fornandinn, There should be KOOO men sent
to Miam| from Chiekamauga, And in the course
of two weoks 5,000 additional men can be sent
to Miam| from the snme point ™

“Then Gon. Miles recommended Chicka-
maugn, Fernandina and Minm| on the 14th,
and on thoe 1Hth suggested sonding troops
away from Chickamaugn?" Inquired Cnapt.
Howoll,

rommont In nony clroles, Army offionta say
thiat'this is not tha Arst nawaof suoh an alleged
nrrangement.  Mombars of the War Investi-
gating Committes have for some time been
andeavoring t5Nix the reaponaibility fur the Las
Guaslmas fight, Oen. Lawton, (en, Chaffes

G000 MEN TO RE MUSTERED OUT.

They Will Include Those Enlisted In the
Negular Army Under the Hull BLI,

Wasnixatoy, Dee, 22.—The datermination of
the Preshilent to muster out 50,000 men of the
milltary service will be earried into effect
through the provisious of un order which the
Adjutaut-General of the army will nromulgnts
this week. perhiapn to-morrow. Contrary to
the understanding that all the men to be mus-
tered ont would be volunteers, the order will
provide for the discharge of nll enlisted men
of the regulnr army 1o excess of the number
authorized for the regular establishment in
time of peace, Under the Huall bill for in-
cretining the regular army in time of wor to
VLK mon. about 27.000 men were anlistod.
The present regulnr foree, standing aud tem-
porary. consists of 55,000 men.  The military
nuthorities were undoer the improssion that
the additional men enllstad under the provis-
ions of the Hull BN eonld be retalned in ser-
viee for the entire perlod of enlistment, twa
years, even if the war emided hofore thelr en-
lstments expired, These recruits were Inrge-
Iy yonne men who Miled to get into the Btate
volunteer organisntions becanss the quotas
were so quickiv Nlled, They enlisted in the
rogular servies for a period of two yeare or the
wWar.

To ascer*ain whether the additional reguolnr
foree conld be retained In service for the bal-
nnes of the two years remnining after the war
ended, the Seerctary of War asked the Judge
Advocate Gensral of the atmy for an oplnion,
The Judge Advooats General hos decided that
the enlistment of the regulnes for two yveurs or
the war virtually amounted to a promise (hat
they would be Hecharged if the war ended
befora the two yenrs had explrod.

The Preaident ond Hecretary Alger approved
the constructon of the Judge Advocnte Gen-
oral nnd issued oirections for the muaster ont
of all men enlistod under the Hull bill.  Buch
men as deslre to remain in the nemy will ba
recenlisted in the regulnr estabilshment, and
a¢ n large number of the soldiers now sery-
Ing nhroml with regular organiearions are war
pervice men, there will be o loree number of
transfors to fll vaconcles in the parmanent
reguinr faree

The muster aut order will embrace alao all
tho first enll volunterr organizations serving
in_the Phillopines, Theroe are about 15,080
valuntasrs now at Moanibe. nnd more than halt
of these wore enlisted under the first eall,
Nonw of these regiments will be withdrawn
from Maniln for muster out until they liave
bien relieved by nn eaual number of regulars,
Bix reghnenta of rogular Infantry have been
ardersd 1o prepare for service in*the Philip-
pines, and two others have bean provisionnily
selectedd for duty there,  As the first of theds
regiments will not sall from Ban Franciseo
untll about Jan, 10, it will be some thme in
Mateh, ot the eurliest, bofore the Arst of tha
volunterr regiments now at Mani!n will reach
the United States,
