DIVORCED HUT DIDN'T KNOir IT.
Mrs, Levy Secures nn Order for the Reopen-

ing of Her rormer Husband's Suit.
Netta Levy obtained nn order from Justice

Pryor of the Supreme Court yesterday ap-

pointing a referee to ascertain how sho carao
to permit her husband. Caleb Levy, to secure n
divorce by default In 1805. Bhe served nn an-
swer In the caso denying her husband's
charges and also charged him with adultery,
but sho says that through tho Inadvertence of
her counsel she was not notified of the trial
and only learned rccontly that the decree
found her guilty of adultery and gave the cus-
tody of her threo children to Levy. Within a
Week of the divorce Levy married again and he
urges that tho court should not set aside a de-cr-

In view of his remarriage.
Justice Tryor says that the fact that to set

aside the decree will Imperil Lovy's second
mnrrlage and the legitimacy of his chlldtwill
not deter the Court from granting tho relief
asked. He added that he cannot seo how the
woman could have Intended to let the ease go
against her by default "She was too old." he
says, "to have another husband In prospect.
She was too poor to voluntarily relinquish an
assured maintenance Sho was too attached to
her children to willingly surrender their com-
panionship."

TROUBLES OF TTIE ZORILLARDS.

The Wife Declares That a Niece It Now at
the Hend of the House.

Counsel for Leonora A. Lorlllard applied to
Supreme Court Justice Ward In Brooklyn yes-
terday for alimony and counsel fee ponding
the trial of her suit against Irving Lorlllard
for a separation on tho grounds of abandon-
ment. The couple wero married In 1887 and
have two children. The plaintiff alleges that
In June. 1807. while living at ir0 Hull street,
the defendant abandoned her and her two chil-
dren after a quarrel-regardl- ng his niece, who
wns living with them. The plaintiff waa then
compelled to go and live with her sister. Mrs.
Frederick H. Parmalee. in Mamnroneck. Since
June, 18517, she avera, tho defendant has not
supported either herself or the children, but
appeared to ha e plenty of money. She alleges
that in 1888 the defendant purchased a farm
at Stonebridge, Ulster county, for 45.500. which
he sold in 1805 for $3,000. At tills tlmo. sho
a- -, ers, he told her that he had received a legacy
from ono George Lorlllard. and that he was
not troubled for moqoy. bhe nlleges that ho Is
maintaining a house at H5 Held avenue, and
that his niece is mistress of the establishment.
Decision was reserved.

1897, for grand larceny in the first degree, and
who has since been out on ball, was arraigned
before Judgo Asplnall In the County Court In
Brooklyn yeiterday for sentenco. Since his
arrest a surety company which was on his
bond has made good tho bank's loss, and he
has promised to make good the loss to the
surety company by mnklng monthly payments.
