A. G. Spalding Says the L. A. W, Should
Keap Control Over Racing.

A reportar of Tum Buy called upon AL G.
Spalding at his oMoee yesterday to obtain his
views upon the L. A, W. giving up its eontrml
of racing. He said that he bad not given as
much thought to the subject as he would like
to before expressing an opinion, but from his
experienca in the past and for the best interest
of the sport itsell he felt eonvineed that the
L. A. W.should continue its control over rac-
ing, both amateur and professional. He fur-
ther said:

*During my eonnection with our racing team
in the past I have not always agreed with the
manper in which the L. A. W, has handled
some things pertaining to the sport, especially
the professional end of it, and I know It has
been criticised more or lesa on account of its
arbitrary methods. On the other hand, in
oider to control a sport with so many eon-
flicting elements, especially the professional,
it (s absolutely necessary, in order to retaina
fism erip upon the racing luterest, that the
r rent orimluuou which stands sponsor for
t should be lrhltmr{ and firm
“The L. A W. he natural body to control
racing, nnd in fact it {s the only national body
organized to-day that s competent to handle

hils in the t It may have made some
mistakes in mri ng out proper punishment,
vet I am satisflec ttm.t the r.nlulorltr of people in
this econtry who take an nt rest (o cyele
racing belleve In tlm honest purpose um
&mmptu the action of the o r-lalsol tha L,
and without such confidence of the vuhliq
no sport, especially professional, can be &
cmi‘ull{num»d on very long. I think It
mig possible to organize an associa-
tion for the exclusiva control of pro-
fesslonal evele raelog, but to be successful it
must natiopal In character and eontrolled
by representative men in the leadiog clties in
the eauntry. \'ot nnhr would it rmu 8 repre-
pentative men x the rlu blle has eonti-
dcnu but it would also, Tmba Iy, take consid-
erable capital to properly earrr i: on.
