{mprovement In the ootton trads s becoming
almost an marked as the boom in the iron
trade, The prices of all olasaes and graden of
sotton gooda have gone up, The demand for
all clusses and grades has Increassd and fur-
ther Increasesa In both demand and prics are
looked for. ‘Thers has beeh & remarkable in-
ereasn In tha export trade and that trade s
peine carefully numed by tha manufacturers,
Parther increanes nre looked for there, tod, Raw
eotton s advanced some, and 1t Is predioted
that [t w11l advance still more, 8o that the cot-
on growers may oxpact to share In the genoral
prosperity that has overtaken the trade.

The genaral proaparity of ths country, of
eoures. is In u large measure responaible for
the #pocial prosperity of the businesa. The
atility of the women folks to buy new dressos
and 1o supply theic needs has brought about
tho tweretsed demand,  But in addition to that
botter business methods have made money
miking possible. About a year ago the cotton
good - buginess was {n the dumps deoper than
eve bwefore, and It looked as If the manufac-
turwis wers =0 deap In the hole that they might

ot b able to pull themselvos out. In the mills
n the city of Fall {var, the oentro of
the Industry in New England, the won
an overstock of goods ameunting to almost a
niliion piecen, and the selling pries was aotu-
aily below the cost of production. There was

n aetunl loss on every yard of goods mold,

Mr. Roberta eould hove besn pun-
ished by the authorities of the United Hintes
But he eannot be.now.. The acts of Congross
whila they punish cohabitation with plurs
wives, did not punish and were ool Intenned to
punish thope who had been In the practive of
{nﬂhglmr or auppm-tlnﬁ thoss who hnd bapn
helr unlawhil wives: but they did provide
for punighing a contlnuance of the polyaa-
mous relation. 17 Mr. lloberta’s polveamous
mnr:l‘r(u took pluce after the State wan ad-
mitted, he woulid ba wullty of violating the
Ktate law in contracting suoh marriages, but
he would not be guiity of violnting any Niate
Inw in living as o husband with all his plural
wivea, for, so far us I am Informed, there in no
such law of Utah, In any case, a5 [s trus every-
whero, statutes restraining eriime are of no
vilue unless there be o slate of government,
exeoutive nod judieial, willing and desirious to
exerute the law nnd biring offonders to punish-
ment.
