Llotit. Miillrr of Spuln's Navy Tolls of Some
of tlie Things That Cnllsed It.

The Office of Naval tntelllgenco has Issued
another edition of the report of the battles and
capitulation of Santiago do Cuba by I.lout. Joso
Mullerof Tejelro, second In command of the
Spanish naval forces of the province of Santi-
ago. This addition contains two chapters in
which Lieut. Muller peeks to explain the rea-
son for the Cuban hatred of the Bpnnish that
led to tllo war with tho United State. Ho
speaks Arst of tho " conduct of a oortaln num-
ber of peoplo who ramo from the peninsula
with no other object In view than to accumu-
late a fortune in more or less of a hurry, the
majorityofthein havingno education or knowl-
edge of any kind." Continuing, the Liouton-an- t.

says:
" In order to attain their highest desires and

ambitions they Incessantly boast ot everything
Bpanlsh, whereby they must necossarlly como
in conflict with the Cubans, whose feelings and
dignity they hurt and offend. When thuy have
acijuired monoy they aspire to lucrative and
Important offices, which they obtain because
they, nro Spanish, to Hie prejudice of others
who. by their Intelligence and ability, are bet-
ter tittert to hold them, and tho aversion Is in-

tensified into hatred, which, always latent,
though concealed, was only waiting for an

to break out openly. This oppor-
tunity presented Itself for tlie first tlmo In
lHtiS, and the battlecry of Tnra boeamo tho
signal of vengeance nnd extermination, to
which these peninsulars restiondcd by organ-
izing the corps of voluuteors."

The Lieutenant, whllo admitting that the
volunteers did some good service, says: "Hut
events havo shown very plainly that to them
the nation wns butaprctuxtand that the object
was ijultn a different one. namely, tho attain-
ment of their aspirations and tho realization of
thir desires.''

In the second chapter tho Lieutenant com-
pares the slego of Hantlago to thu slego of
Gort.na.anil fcays that Santiago's defenco wns
not lets brilliant, though of shorter duration.

After tho arrival of one of tho big liners last
week n mnn who had brought over two trunks
stood in tho midst ot his scattered apparel and
porsonnl belongings, distributed about him by
tho d Custom IIouso Inspectors,
nnd discussed In tones of somo ncrlmony the
propriety of paying duty on an old cap which
ono of the Inspectors had discovered In the
bottom of a trunk nnd which he hnd forgotten
to "declaro" on his list. In splto of tho fact
that It wns bought in this country, ho had to
pay duty on It and to listen to Intimations from
tho officials that ho wasn't an honest as he
might be. Whon tho onloal was over he look od
about him at other porsons who had" beon
undergoing tho sumo Inquisition required by
tho now Treasury regulations and said:

"Can somebody toll me who's responsible for
this Infernal noiisonso?

One man said It was tho Government,
another that the Republican party was tho
guilty one, a third that tlm blamo lay with the
tariff law. and a fourth declared that tho
Treasury Department was at fault. Tho ques-
tioner wont away, angrily declaring that the
responsibility ought to bo fixed so that the
public should know whom to blame for the

to which returning Amoricans nro
subjected.

Many other persons havo been asking tho
same nuostlon since tho new regulations wero
put In force, and for tho enlightenment of
these It may be stated that primarily the respon-
sibility rests upon an organization In this city
known as tho Merchants nnd Manufacturers'
Hoard of Trade, which, two yoars ago, securod
the passage of n bill providing that nil artloles
bought abroad and brought from foreign
shores by any person should bo subject to full
duty, except clothing and porsonnl property to
the value of $100 per adult. Since the adoption
of that law the organization which fathorod It
has been Insisting on tho most rigorous

without regard to the comfort of
tho travelling public. In fact, tho attitude of
the Merchants and Manufacturers' Board of
Trade In this regard was well oxpresed re-
cently bv one of Its members.

Klciclng. nro they ?" said he. In roferenco to
tho objections made to the regulations. "Lot
'em kick It's a good thing thoy don't like it.
Teacli 'em to buy bore Instead ot abroad."

This Hoard of Trude. which impressed Itself
upon Congress to the extent of obtaining thepassago ot tho law. Is not reckoned aoneof
the great, business organizations of the coun-
try. It is made up of about 700 retail mer-
chants of this city, who find to their advantage
any discouragement of foreign trade on thpart of the local public. Of the officers and
directors nearly nil have n direct Intorest In
maklug the path of him who buys abroad ns
rocky as possible. The President or the board
Isafurrlor, thu a planoninkor.
tho Secretarv n tailor, tho Trensurer another
tailor, one of the directors also a tailor, another
Rshlrtmakorand a third a shoe dealer. Homo
of these do not deny that their business will
benefit, by tlie new regulations. When a KttN
reporter called nt tho office of the Merchants
nnd Manufacturers' Hoard of Trade he was re-
ferred to ('. I' Shayne. the President. Mr.
Shayno Is the mouthpiece of tho organization
nnd wnsn leader In securing the "$1(X) limit "
legislation two years ngo. The reporter asked
hi in:

"Is the Merchants and Manufacturers' Board
of Trade responsible for the now dock regula-
tions to which so much objection has boen
made?"

"The board," replied Mr. Khnyne. "does not
recede from any position it. has takon. It
securod tho $100 limit clausn and has always
stood for a Mnn enforcement ot tho law, As to
this now ruling, however, the board had noth-
ing to do with it. nor did It bring any pressure
to boar to bring it about."

"Do you consider that tho new ruling Is a
good thing?"

"Hy nil means. I Indorse It unqualifiedly."
"It has nroused much criticism, suggested

tho reporter.
"Well, I don't, know why tho people should

keep scolding and howling about the thing.
Anywny. tli people who find fault are just the
ones who bring In a lot of goods and don't want
to pay duty on them. If peoplo don't want to
wait while their things are turned over, lot
tliiuii ship them by express."

"Then you admit that there are annoyances
In the present system ?"

"I don't, care to say anything on that sub-
ject I know that people have objected, Why,

s of the members ot the Merchants
and Mnnufncturem' Board of Trade go to Eu-
rope every year-p- ut that down: s --

and their wives nnd daughters are among tho
ones who havo kicked. Hut. all Hint will die
out. .lust see what objections wero matin to
the $100 limit rulo at ilrst. Kver hear anything
about that now? No. sir: not a word. Why,
trunks have always been examined at the pier.
It Isn't anything now. As soon as people un-
derstand about tliis declaring, everything will
work smoothly. Had tho law been rigidly en-
forced long ngo It would havo been better for
all. and would have stopped smuggling among
those who call themselves tho host peoplo. If
they want to go over and buy goods, lot 'em bo
honest. When merchants buy n broad they
have to furnish nn Invoice of tho goods. Why
shouldn't private buyers make out their lists,
as well?"" Do you consider tho new regulations satis-
factory in every way?" asked the reporter.

" Well, when f was in Washington not long
ago," said Mr, Shayno. "I bad a talk with As-
sistant Secretary of the Treasury Howell about
this new regulation, which had already hcen
formulated, and I suggested to him that It
would bo a good thing to send a reliable in-
spector across on each liner to show peoplo
how to make out their lists. Or tho inspection
might be mado on the ships."

" It has ben suggested that the new rules
will lose the Republican party manv votes "

"Let 'em go! Whereotm Hepalilican kicks
a thousand Democrnts will sen that this legis-
lation Is for the country's good. Any man that
kicks on this law. which is for tlie best Inter-ests-

his country. Isn't n good American, and
wn don't need him In the Republican party.
It's fashionable now to bo American nnd buy
clothing bore. Why, since tho passive of the
$100 limit law ladles here hare been learning
how well they can do In Anierienn shops."

"Who Is responsible for the new regula-
tions?" asked the reporter.

" I believe it wns Secretary Howe's own idea.
Ho has the credit for that. Collector Illdwell Is
doing his utmost to enforce the la,w rigidly.
Ho should have credit for that, too ''

s the teportorwns going (lie President of
tlie Merchants and Manufactutors' Hoard of
Trade added:

"This law makes no difference, to me. you
understand. In my business. I wish that tho
conditions were such, and bellevo thev will be
in twelve years, that we could remove tho Cus-
tom Houso entirely and havo absolute free
trade Willi tlm world."

In an aftornoon newspaper Mr. Shayno was
quoted as saving that agents of London. Paris
nnd Berlin Ilrms In this city had suborned nil
tho newspaper in the cltvto attack tho new
regulations.
