The scebnd ot tho aftornoon performances of

Wngncr's Klbolungen cycle. "Dlo Walktlre,"
which was glvon nt tho Metropolitan Opera
IIouso yestortlay afternoon, was admirable In
many instances, but as a total tniprccslon could
not compare with tho high standard of tho
"IHiDlngold" oertormanco on Tuesday.

Mr. Van Dyck. who was to havo sung SiVtf-tm-

being Indisposed, could not appear, and
Mr. Dlppel consonted totaku his part, although
ho was aflllctod with a rather sovcro cold,
Which showed Its effects In his singing. Ills

olco lackod a great deal ot tho youthful
nnd Impotuous quality which distinguished
it lu the part of Sieofried. This clraumstnnco
evldontly prevontod Mr. Dlppol somowhnt from
developing tho necessary tragic passion which
characterizes the first act. Its climax, tho
sccno whon 5iamunc! drawt tho sword from tho
ash troo.was consequently deprived ot ltsovor-wholmlng- ly

dramatic effect In fact, tho onttre
first act laokod much of its olementnry passion
and exaltation, and tho most romantic sccno.
tho mngio opening of the door, dldnotappoar
to bo tho uocessary climax nnd relief of a sup-
pressed passionate tension, but a mero theat-
rical ofloot.

Mine. Karnes's beautiful volco Is not so well
adapted to the lntonsoly sad part ot Sieo-lim- le

as toother roles In which wo aro used to
admlro hor. Nelthor did she do justice, histri-
onically to tho requirements of this character
which needs moro spontaneity and tempera-
ment, subduod by constant brutal restraint,
but throbbing under outward submission, than
Mmo. Eames exhibited.

Mr. Bispliam as Jlunding was In good volco.
but his acting, often lacking ropoae, might
havo been moro satisfactory. Tho second
act showed decided Improvement unon tho
llrst, and tho third was worked tip to a
most beautiful close. Ml8sBrema'si7rUntiMM
deserved greatest pralso. Bhe sang nnd acted
most admirably, especially in tho last act.

Mr. Van Booy was suffering from hoarseness,
nnd beggod tho indutgonco of the audience,
which certainly was unnecessary, sinco ho con-
trolled his voico to such a degree that no vest Igo
of his cold was noticeable. He was as admira-
ble, a U'ofati as upon all provlous occasions.
Moro need not be said In his pralso.

Mme. Sohumann-IIoln- k sang tho part of
Frtcka with her usual skill and beautiful voico.
but she failed to crento tho profound im-
pression ot dlvlno dignity which should
distinguish lYicka. All tho chaiauters
lu the "Nlbeluncen Trlology" aro to
be considered ns personifications ot the
Ideas (In a Platonic sonso) which govern tho
world, and which by their conflict cause
the awful tragody of lifo. The road to
redemption Is Indicated by JirUnnhlUte In
the last act of tho "Gotterdllmmerung."
In order to convey tho profound symbol-
ism of Wagner's characters a certain
plastic deportment is required, which unfortu-
nately Is very ofton lacking. JtrUnnliildt'n
eight slstors. tno Valkvrio. sang well, but did
not act satisfactorily. Tho sconory was
vory good throughout tlio opera, but
tho stage pictures in tho second act
lost much of their beauty by tho
absence of .FWrfca'a chariot and lirttnnhiUt'
horso. Could not tho visible steps cut Into tho
rocks both In tho second nnd third nets tin
avoided? Alpino clubs wero not "en voguo"
in those remote times.

Mr. Bchalk conducted splendidly The pre-
lude has novor been played hotter and moro
impotuously. The wood winds, however, wero
often rough, and tho pnthotlo melody of tho
English horn before Sirgmund'a and Hieglindr's
appearance in the second act lackod all Its
characteristic mournful expression.

The motive of the kettledrum which accom-
panies .Siegmund'a monologue in tho first act.
when ho Is haunted by Jlunding'i challenge,
was played vory Impressively. Tho ensemble
of the orchestra wus ory creditable.
