The war with Spaln Is over,
vt all branches of Industry nre more
pet've aud the demand for labor greater
than they ever wern before. The stock
epeculation In Wall street {8 notoriously
fed by the orders of citlzens in all parts of
the country, who have spare capltal to in-
vest and find diMeulty in Investing It. On
the other hand, universal confldencn pre-
walls in our currency system and those that
desaire to reform It are p mers handful,

While, too, the silver fanatica are de-
pouncing gold, and the eurrency reformers
are denouncing the Government currency,
the popularity of bhoth I8 increasing, The
Treasury g besleged by applications for
Governmant notes, which it s unable to fill,
and gold I8 going into ciroulation to supply
the needs of business, Kilver dollars will
not be taken on any terms, but remain
stored up by thousands of tons in the
Treasury vaults. By the tims, therefore,
that the Presidential election of 1800
comes around, the country will he ready to
vote both for mora Government currency
and for more gold coin, and sllver and bank
notes will ba lesa In favor than ever,

The Outcome of the French Presidential
Crisls.

The election of M. Eaune Louser to be
President of the republic by a large major-
ity of the Chambers in joint session {8 an
event of good augury for the stability of
free institutions In France. It Indicates
that the heart of the Franch people is
sound at the core, and that thelr repre-
sentatives in Parllament, when brought
faco to face with danger, know how
to choose the path of safety. After all de-
ductions have been made for the abrupt-
ness of the crisis whereby the plans of the
renctionists were deranged, the fact re-
mains that Saturday's voting at Versallles
might have had a sinister result but for the
self-effacing patriotism which held baek
MAM. MeEuse and Dupry from competing
with M. Louvser for the post of Chief
Muglsteate,

Had M. FAvRE died at the end of a linger-
Ing Illness, or could the anti-revisionlsts
have heen warned of s approaching de-
wise by s0 much 88 0 week beforohand,
there s reason to believe that either
they woulid have areanged to elect o
President favorablo to thelr views, or, If
hapaless of success in that direetion, would
have carrled out the coup d'dtat which has
been, for some time, apprehended. Iecent
events have proved that the anti-revislon-
Iste should have been preponderant in
n joint sesslon of the Chambers, i
they could have gained timo enough 1o
coneentrate and apply thelr strength. It
will be remembered that the blll substi-
tuting the whole Court of Cassation for the
criminal aection of that tribunal, although
denounced by the committes to which it
was referred, was earried through the
Chamber of Deputies by o majority of 114,
Having punssed to the Senate, it was
approved by a voteof 6 to 4 In the eom-
mittee of that body to which it was referred,
and tho natural inferencn was that it would
be supported Ly a majority of the Senators.
On the face of things, therefore, the anti-
ravislonlsta scomed likely, us wo have gald,
to exhibit 8 marked preponderance In the
Joint sesslon of the chnmbers.

They did not have time, howaver, to mar-
shal thelr forces and to units upon o candl-
date. On the one hand, M. Loveer, the
President of the Senate, hiad beon, forth-
with, put In nomination by most of hils fol-
low Benators, Inoluding many who, although
opposed to the Dreyfus agitation, were yet
stalwart Republicans, and Inelined, on
general grounds, to favor a eandidate of
unchallenged probity and of proved de-
votlon to the exlsting réglme, Wo gay of
unchallenged probity, because, although ho
was Prime Minlster at the time of the
expogure of the Panama scandals, M.
Louner  was never even acoused of
peasunsl cowopieity in tne frauds which
were brought homs to o many Min-
isters, ox-Ministers, and Deputles. As
regarded, moreover, the burulng ques-
tlon of the moment, to wit: the Droyfus
nffair, he had studiously avolded taking
sldes, and for that reason neither Premior
Duroy nor ex-Prewler MEuINg, although
bothare pronounced antl-rovislonlsts, would
conannt to run agalnst him. On the other
band, 1t was not until Saturday forsnoon
that tho more violent opponents of DREY-

¥uh, taking their cue from an artivle pub-
Hahod Ut morning by M. QUEssay b
DBEAUREPAIRE, and from a report, which
provad wall founded, that the Radleals and
Boclallsts would vote, to a man, for Louser,
undertook Lo revive the candldacy of M.
MEvive, notwithstanding the latler's re-
Tusal to permit the use of bis name,

What the suti-revisionlsts might bave ae-

complishad, sould they have obtalned mors
tima, may be judged from the fact that,
nlthough M. Mevrien proclaimed loudly,
whon ha east his ballot, that it was thrown
for M. LouneT, they atill managed to give the
former270 votes, Whon we bear In mind
that, as It was, thers wore fifty-flve scattor-
Ing votes, and that, in aplte of the support
reoolved from MM. MEnmxe and Durvry,
tho majority for Louner over all was only
14D, we ean searcely doubt that, could the
nntl-revisionists have ubtalned forty-sight
hours' delay, they would have seoured the
76 votes neadod, In eonjunction with the
erattored brllots, to make M. MEnise Chiof
Magistrate In spita of his declarsd unwli-
linguesds, Under the clreumstances we can
appreclate the wisdom of the provisions
in the Constitution of 1870 to the ef-
foot, firat, that, In the event of a wn-
cancy In the offles of Prealdent, an eleo-
tlon shall take placa Immediately, and,
at all events, within three days; and,
secondly, that, when the ochambers meet in
Jolnt seaslon for the purposs, the voling
shall go on unintarruptod by debate or by
any other Kind of buslnesa, As & matter of
fact, in thia Instance, less than two days
elapued botweon the death of M, Faune and
tho choles of & now Preajdent,

As wo have Intely polnted out, the Presl-
fdent of the French vepublic under the ex-
Isting organle law, na this has been suoces-
sively modilled by Republiean triumphas,
has boon almoat entirely divested of per-
sonnl power. A cortaln amount of moral
influence, however, proportioned to the
poptilar confldence In his character and
ability, he can &till undoubtedly oxart, and
this fores, so far ns it goes, will, during
M. Loveer's tenure of office, ba arrayed
upon the side of fren institutions, Will it
nlso, bo enlisted on behalf of the Independ-
enee, of the Judiclary, which is serfously
threatened hy the bill Interfering with the
normal procedurs of the Court of Cassa-
tion? Tt is eartain that tha revislonista bo-
liave that this question should be answered
in tha afMirmative, for, while shrawdly re.
fralning from prematurs professiona of
falth, they gave him every vota that they
could muster at Vereailles,

Of some significance, nlso, goema A pas-
sngn in the short apeech which he made to
those who flrst Informed him of his eleotion.
After pointing out that a Presldent’s duty
was Lo act as an arbiter hetween partlies, in-
ptend of being achamplon of any, he added ;
" Let us not, however, forget our principles.
Lot us not abandon a singleone of the great
principles which ars the hanor of the repub-
lle,and whioh assure the glory of France,"
Assuredly, one of thoss principles s the
maintenanes of a Judicinry Independent
alike of leglslative and executlve coerclon,
That ls one of the political principlea which
tha anti-revisionista repudiate, and it Is
not surprising that the bold and prompt
avownl of it on the part of the new Presl-
dent should have provoked demonstrations
of hostllity In Paris, S8aturday evening, on
the part of DERoULEDE, DRUMONT and the
ant|-Bemitle mob,

It Is well known that the anti-revision-
ists had for some time exhibited a growing
frritation againat Presldent Favne, be-
cause, although he was known to share
thelr aentiments, he was reluctant tp
countenanco any extra-lsgnl procsadings in
their Intorest, They Intended, It was re-
ported, to foree him shortly to resign. It
remalns to ba soen whether thoy will not,
like the frogs in the fable, witneas the dis-
placement of a King Log by a Eing Stork.

Contemporary Literature,

The speach of President MoEmwLey at
Boston, with {ts eerlous utterances of
stateamanship upon great quaations of pub-
lle polley, affords a welcome rallef from the
catchpenny attempts of a morally degraded
and intellectually feeble journalism to ngi-
tato the publie mind by exagrerating blem-
fshes In the conduct of the war.

It I8 very remarkable that at this time
when thers is 80 much pride In American
university development there are apparent
no evidences of colneident and correapond-
ing progress In any department of intellee-
tual effort, more especially In current lit-
erary discussion. In seclence clover men
are turned out, and they begin thelr ca-
reers with some paper which s full of
promise, but almost invariably they stop
there. We should make an exeception in
the fleld of mediclne and surgery, for In it
original and progressive minds are giving
distinetion to this country; but nowhere
¢lse do we flnd them. The prevalling indi-
catlons are of smartness and shallowness ;
and in literature no successors ranking
with the more notable writers who had won
o right to serlous literary conslderation o
generatlon ngo are making their appear-
ance. In both form and substance the
new writers are wanting. They do not
aeem to have reached the stage of ma-
ture Intellectunl development. If in this
younger generation of lterary msplrants
there has appeared a mind of distinetion
wa have failed todlscover [t. Never sinee
there began to be a conglderable Ameriean
liternture has It secmed at 8o low an ebb as
it {6 now, never & timo when raw and un-
trained minds wors so [mpudent in putting
themselves forward as leaders In thought
and masters In art.

Our Journalism, too, has never heforn
miude so deplorable an exhibition of shal-
lowness, Insincerity, [ntellectunl feehle-
nessd sod moral debpsement as it I mnk-
ing now, and among the examples of
greatest degradation aro newspapers of
the greatest pretensions to superlority.
They seem to be Incapablo of understand-
lug the differonco botween evidence and
assortion, proof aud surmise, and keop up
senseless eries on the theory that the pub-
lio algo 18 incapable of reasoning.

“Algeriam ! What s that? The Secre-
tary of War {8 at the head of a department
made up of expert bureaus under distin-
gulshed and exporlenced army offleers, who
are accountable and who expect to be held
accountabla for the manner in which they
tlscharge thelr strictly professional duties,
They are throwlng nons of thelr responal-
billty on the shoulders of the Becretary,
but luslst, rather, that it shall he put
wholly on their own shoulders, The
Bocretary himself (s merely n subordinate
of the Commander-in-Chilef, the President,
I8 purely an agent, and the Presldent alsn
fnsists that the full responaibility shall resy
on hlw alone, It would seem Lo ba a re-
aponsibility he could well alford to take, for
the war through which wé have gone was
notable for Its succesaful mansgement, both
military and administrative; with a max-.
imum of gain, a minimum of loss, If
* Algerlsm,"” then, Is used as o torm o de-
flne Its conduct by the Adminlstrution, nod
that is the ooly meaning it can have, L sig-
nifies honor ruther than reproneh,

Another of theso eries s * heed!" though
how there can be any repronch In giviig
our troops the same kind of boaf which is
copsumod by our people i8 hard o under-
stund, Moreover, the Government has of-
fered to everybody full opportunity to
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mcy of the méat which can bs pro-

duoed. It has pot avolded mny acousa-
tlon, but rather has Invited opposing
evidence and continues to Invite Ik A
voluntary investigation {8 succesded by
an  offiolal military Invesligation, and
nothing obtalnable concerning the mat-
ter will ba left unexposad. All the mamo,
newspapors keep on yeolling, ' Beef! beof !"
an if the Government was trying to escape
from a rosponsibility It la assuming so open-
ly. The subject |a under judiolal Investi-
gation by & sworn tribupal of military law,
yat the lignobls newspaper crew peralst in
their monotonous howling.

As we have gald, all this is occourring at n
time when our unlversity system la sup-
ponad Lo have advanoed far bayond the old
colloglate systom of the past, with great
consequent gain in the education and intel-
Inotual tralning of the generation now on
the stage.

No Free Ship BllL

The minority of the House Committes on
the Merohant Marine have submittad a re-
port against the Hanna-Payne ship bounty
bill, declaring that at #8 280,000 a year
for tha prescribed twenty years it would
cost $1605,000,000,

But what substitute for bountles do the
minority propose? Free ships, In other
words, they would reverse a policy which
has subsisted almoat from the foundation
of the Government, and {8 embodled In
reglstry lawa still on the statute book.
The purpose of the law of 1702 waa
to give us a merchant marine that s
not dependent on forelgn shipyards.
That pollcy was successful for seventy
years, our tonnago In 1861 having risen
to the great total of 5,689 812 tons. Then
cama tha clvil war, with the ralda of
Anglo-Confederate eoruisers, which nearly)
ruined our foreign carrying trade. Never-
theless, Congress, against appeals to resort
tofrea ships for recovering loat ground,
elung to the registry laws, and on June 30,
16807, our total dooumented tonnage had
renched 4,769,020 tons, or about ona-alghth
short of the high mark of 1861,

What protection for the American ship-
yard can do has also been shown by the
working of the law passed about a dozen
years ago, whioh required that all warships
should thereafter ba made wholly of Amer-
lean material. Fora tima the price of our
war vessels was high, but It has slnce been
stondlly falling, and several years ago Sec-
retary Henpent was able to declare that
the price per ton for the gunboats Nashville,
Helena and Wilmington, bullt at Newport
Nows, seomed “fully as low ss 1s paid for
similar work in Franoes and England,” The
reduction on the cost of hattleships In the
Inst elght years has been no less remark-
able, whilo recently we have eeen American
ship armor underbldding the forelgn prod-
uck for use in Europe, and crulsers and
battleships orderad in Philadelphia and in
San Francisco for the navies of Russla
and Japan. Our transatlantlo shipment of
American steel ralls s one of the great in-
dustrial wonders of the hour, and it would
he hard to set a limit to the prospecta of
the steel Industry.

The Commlasioner of Navigation belleves
‘“the time I8 not many vears distant whan
wa ghall bulld ships of Iron or steel batter
and more cheaply than they can ba bullt
anywhere in the world,” and certainly the
tendency Is that way.

The frea ship proposition, then, la out of
the question. Instead of belng a mava-
ment of progress it would be one of ratro-
grade. Whataver other polloy may com-
mend itself to Congress, it desarves no
conslderation. Tha law of May 10, 1892,
admitting foralgn-bullt ehips on the con-
struction of a like amount of tonnago hare,
has been of benefit, and an extenslon of it
I8 one feature of the Payne-Hanna hill.
But in no rase should any free ship bill, in
the full sense of that term, ba passed.

The Colonel and the Kangaroos.

The melodramatic countenance of Col,
Winrnias Jenxixas Bavaxs stared from the
newepapers of Minneapolls and St. Paul
Inst weak. The Colonel s lonking wall, in
epite of milltarlsm and {mperialism. It s
impossible not to notice, however, that his
always thin lips have grown thinner. Tha
compresslon of his martial days has left Its
muark. Yet [his lips are still competent for
their work, and splashing ocascades of
speech fell from them while he was in Minp-
nesota.

The Colonel has'tacked on his sama old
speech a few remarks about the dangers of
n standing army and imperiallsm, but
otherwisa he is unrevised, He talked to
the St. Paul Democrats about hisold friend,
the money trust, pralsed the Chicago Con-
vention for ropresenting *‘ more faithfully
and honestly the sentiments of the party
upon publle questions than any conventlon
that hns been held within a generation,”
and predicted that *‘the youngest [man In
the] nudlence will not live long enough to
&e0 the Demoeratic party repudiate one
plank of the Chlengo platform.” The Colo-
nel has not coma to a new edition yet, and
people who rend him In 1808 are not lia-
ble legally for not reading him now.

To e Evitor oF THE Bux—Sir: The roport
of tha Committes of the New York State Bar
Associntion oo Code Revialon has been printod
and afforda food for reflection. Upon the theory
thnat the Code of Olvil Procadurs s erude, dit-
fuse and badly arranged. the committon pro-
poses something radieal In the way of ravision,
or to simplify, to eliminate whatever does not
strietly pertaln to procedure, and to leave mat-
tera of detall to be regulated by court rules.,

it complains, that, sines tha Code compriscs
Inwa relating to the organization of courts, the
dutfer of nMeors who have to do with thelr
machinery and other things that the committea
thinks It ought not to econtain, It I& not more
volumlinous than was the body of law whoss
place it supplies.
