Naval ofllcors sav that they cannot under-
stand how Admiral tichloy could mako the
statement that In obedience to tho depart-
ment's Instructions ho did nbcuitnlii that tho
enomy wns nt Santiago, whon ho had tele-
graphed to the department that he could not
obey theso Instructions and prooccded toward
Key West, lonvlng Ccrtera free to escape.

Somo of Admiral Schley's friends nro com-
plaining thnt tho .Nnty Department did not act
fairly in withholding from tho Kcnato nud
keeping out of Its volume of correspondence
relating to tho navy in the war the letter from
Snmpaoncoulnlucd iu;bchley s detailed state-
ment, beginning "Hear Kchley."
