well. Innshoit tlmo nfter tho Arcs wore

dismiercl the flames hnd spread to such
an extent t lint the destruction of tho city
was threatened.

Tho troops nnd foreign residents worked
manfully to check tho fires, but it was not
until this morning thnt tho flames wero
under control nnd tho city was out of
danger. It Is estimnted that tho loss will
be very heavy.

During the confusion nttcndnnt upon tho
vork of lighting tho flro. nntlvo sharps-

hooters who wero concealed in tho vicinity
of tho burning quarters fired upon tho
troops. In tho Tondo qunrter soron mem-

bers of the Minnesota regiment wero
wounded, including Cnpt. N. C. Robinson
of Company C.

There wns tho wildest oxcltomont nmong
tho natives, nnd they wro prlmod for a
general uprising. Strong guards wero
stationed overyvvhero about tho town, nnd
the natives wero awed into submission by
tho ehow of force.

thy with tho agitators, n circular has been
Issued to the Protect of Pollco which threatens
Instant dismissal for anv policeman who does
not obey thn Government's Instructions to the
letter. These Instructions nro:

"To seize all seditious emblems and to nrrest
thoir benrers nnd followers, to nrrest whoever
Insults, threatens or 'annoys the President,
members of the Chntuboro. tlio Ministers or
other constituted authorities: to disperse
gatherings In tho streots, and to nnest tho
Instlgatois or paitlelpators In any dlsordeily
movement.
