Gen hent siid that from previous experi-
ences lie thought ho had the ritht to expect,
wheu placed In command of the division, thit
ho would havo tho control of tho supplies of the
division, but he did not li.ivn such control Ho
did not consider the canned b. ef uhjcct ono of
Mich great importance as to warrant a special
report from him.

In answer to questions from Gen ho
said that he did not attribute tho general sick-
ness of tho troops to the canned beef "I
thought tho less wo had to eat the better." ho
said. "At my liendqunrters I observed that
thosfl who ate most were the sickest "
