A
Ml liolo was knocked In tho top of his head,
jtlj body was found by hla wifo at 8 :."i0 o'clock
In tha morning whensho came downstairs
from tholr sleeping apartments over the shop,

t was then oold. A roll of bills which Knaus
had the nlaht boforo was none, and tho safe In
tha front office had been .'opened and rilled.

B Tha pollco have arrested Thomas Wtathor-ford- ,
a neitro. who was the last man known to

jure bean with the undertaker on Frldny
nicht. but thore Is acalnat him.

Knaus was well known In that part, of
Harlem. He was about 40 years old.
HI, father had tho namo shop beforo
blra. Knaus lived over hlsshop with bis wife
and her brothor. Charles Demphewolf, nn

bar. Ills oflleo was In the front of a
lult bneeinent. Hack of this was his workr-

oom A door led from this Into a email court
which opened on ILawrenco atreot. Tho
Knauses alert In a room directly over the work-
top. A abort flight of stairs leads from tho
arorkslinn to the sleeping chamber. On the
third floor youug Demphewolf slept. In the
workroom there Is n couch on which Knaus
often slept, especially when he had been drink-In- n.

There was a stove there, a lot of cofllnn,
a slelah and carpenters' tools. The gas In
this room was always alight at night.

tMien Mrs. Knaus awoke yestrday mornlnc
little after 8 o'clock her husband was not In

the loom She supposed ho was asleep below
nd took no trouble to Investigate for twenty

minute'". Then sho went downstairs. The
cm was burning dimly. Just under tho jot
which Is In the centre of the room, were two
chairs faclnc each other. IIio throo docs, a
g! Bernard, a fox torrlerand a black and tan,
whlon are always kept In this room at nlaht,
greeted her pleasantly, and a little monkey,
which la confined In a cace thore. chattored
good mornlnc.

Mrs. Kuaus looked around In tho rather
dim llcht and saw hor husband trine on thb
floor. She went over to arouae him. bhe
found his head In a pool of blood and his faoo
wrapped '. around with a cotton .bandage.
Pertaining, she ran upstairs to, her brother.
He nentoutnnd found Policeman Borst. Burst
called an ambulance from the J. Hood Wright
Hospital and then went with Deraplowolf to
tha houee. Knaus was dead. There was a
round hole In the top of his head, made appare-
ntly by the driving nnd of a carpenter's ham-
mer It was about an Inch In diameter and
two Inches deep. No other bloir Had been
itruck Vhe handaee arouud the face was a
harneas-cleanln- g rag. It was about a yard In
length and hnd been wrapped three times
almut the head, coverinsr the mouth, and was

knotted. By the side of the body was
watch and ehain which had been takenItlchtly veat. A cold rlnc was still on tho

hand, but there was no money In the
Tho front door of tho rlnce'was locked. The

key waa on the inside. The back door was
unlocked.

In the little backyard Knaus's
wallet was found mi'ty. Mrs. Knaus said that
aha knew he had (85 the nleht before. A
number of papers were scattered about. One
of them was an accident lnaurance: policy.

I bar. She says that Knaus drank but little.
He read the newspapers and played cards. He
did. however, show his money a habit of hi.
He had been warned against doing this, but he
had aln-nv-j. said ho was not afraid.

He apoko often of his dogs as a safeguard.
The St. Ilernnnl was very savage. This dog
would nlloiv no one except persona he knew to
ctima near him. Jinny people earae in and out
ol tho s.doon during the evening, but as It
crew late the mimbor decreased. At the hour
or closing only Mrs. Wnlsh. .Tames Sickles, the
lun:!i man; Knaus and Wcatherford were
there Knaus and Weatherford had been talki-
ng amicably together for nn hour.

Ths Bopreme Court ot the United Btates

on Monday aftor Its usual winter
and announced doolslons In twenty-fou- r

cases. Of these, 14 wore afllrmances, 0 rever-
sals. 2 wr dismissals for want of Jurisdiction,
1 was tho refusal of n rehearing nnd 1 was nn
answer to a upoclflo quest'.on cortlilcd from the
court below. The most Important affirmance
was a doolslon upholding tho constitutionality
of an Ohio etatuto requiting railroads to stop
thrco train a day at any station ou tho line
having a population of 3.000 Inhabitants. This
enactment was attacked on the ground that It
was an unauthorized Untorforence with Inter-
state commerce, and four members of Jthe
court thought It was. namely. Justice Jlrower,
reokham. Shlras nnd White. The prevailing
opinion the other way. In which five Judges
coneurred. was written by Mr. Justice Harlan.
Among tho affirmances we also obscrvo an In-
teresting case from this circuit rolattng to the
obligation of a railroad company which takes
goods to be transported beyond tho terminus
of Its own line. Ono Clayton sued tho Texns
nnd racltlo Hallway Company for the loss of n
quantity of cotton en routo for Tnzlnnd. Tho
cotton was burnod on a wharf controlled bv
the railroad where It had boenplaced for trans-
shipment to a steamer. Judge Wallace hold
that ths cotton had never been put under tho
control of the steamship line by tho railroad
company, and henco that the latter remained
liable as an Insurer. Tho Bupreme Court of
the United States Is of the samo opinion.

The gathering of lawyers and laymen at the
reception to Mr. Joseph II. Chonte by tho Bar
Association of this city, on Monday evonlng. af-

forded striking evidence ot the popularity of
the appointment of the new Ambassador to
Great Britain, not only among the members ct
his own profession but In the community nt
large. There are very few men who havo said
so many sarcastta things as Mr. Choato who
have been ablo to make and keen so large a
clrcle'of friends. Tho spirit otoordlal con-
gratulation which pervaded tho assemblage
that greeted him at this reception was unmis-
takably genuine and hearty. It was pleasant to
see among those present suoh veterans in tha
publlo service as Abram S. Howltt and Andrew
II. Oroen. We nro reminded by ths volume ot
olvll war records just published by the Navy
Department that as long ago as 1802 Mr.
Hewitt was consulted by tho naval authorities
in tho alarm aroused by the demonstration of
ths Confederate steamer Merrlmao against
the Federal fleet at Hampton Roads. Mr.
Green's latest official work was done In the
Constitutional Convention ot 1801. He ap-

pears to have regained his health, which has
not lately been as strong as could be wished.

In speaking ths other nlaht at the annual
dinner ot the Boclety of Medical Jurispru-
dence, rot. Isaao FrankUn Russell ot the
University Law Sohool deprecated the ten-

dency of modern Tpiotesslonal education to
keep a man from getting to work until he Is
nearly or quite SO years otgage. This ten-
dency Is most marked In medicine. "A bright
boy, ambitious to become a physician and sur-
geon, goes through high school in prepara-
tion for college, where ho spends four years
working for his bachelor's degree and a year
or two more in study, then goes
to a medical college and studies three or four
years for his doctor's diploma, and. winning
distinction, la awarded a staff appointment at
a hospital, where he'spends two years, and then
finishes his education by study abroad. Us
will now be 30 years old and without experi-
ence In bread-winning- ." The delay Is al-

most as great In tho case of the successful law
student In tho law schools the period ot
study Is continually bolng lengthened and
every ehance In, the curriculum is designed
to makellt more difficult. Learned lawyers
will doubtless be produced by the new meth-
ods, but whether they will be as ablo and eff-

icient In practice as those who begin practice
earlier may well bo 'doubted. Prof. Bussell
says truly that If we should agreo to place the
age ot rt at 23 or 24. many chances
In our educational courses would be de-

manded. It is plain, however, that our Insti-

tutions of learning ought not to go any fur-

ther In protracting the period ot preparation
for the aotlvitles ot life.

It Is a euriou foot that under the existing
law In England relating to medical and sur-
gical practitioners a man may have tho rlcht
toCpraotlce medicine and surgery and vet not
be entitled to describe himself as a physician.
A licentiate of the Society of Apothecaries in
London is duly authorized, under the statutes
concerning that corporation, to practice medl-eln- e

and surgery; or. In other words.'.to do all
that any physician may do. Tho General
Medloal act of Parliament, however, which was
passed in 1838, contains a prohibition against
falsely assuming to be a physician. The
Queen's Bench Division of the High Court of
Justice has recently decided that the effeoCof

that att was and Is to restrict the use of tho
term physician to tho highest grade of medi-
cal and surgical practitioners, and that the
licentiates of tho Boclety of Anothocaries can-

not legally call themselves physicians because
they do not belong to the highest grade.

The legal status of the land opened for set-

tlement In Oklahoma was admirably stated by

Mr. Justice Brewer In tho caao of Smith vs.
Townsend (148 U. B. Beports. 500). where he
said: "The evident Intent of Congress was by

this legislation to put a wall around this en-

tire Territory, and disqualify from the right
to acquire, under the Homestead laws., any
rract wlthlnllts limits, every one who was not
outsldo of that wall on April 22. When tho
hour came the wall was thrown down nnd It
was a race between all outside for the various
tracts they might desire to take to themselves
as homesteads." In the Violet case the mis-

fortune of Violet was that he went In too soon,
without any right to do so. and thus lost his
land.

It Is n pity that tho probate courts are un-nb- lo

to afford adequate protection to tho es-

tates which como undor their cogniznnce
against the exorbitant olaima of undertakers
for funeral expenses. The Long Island Far-in- er

mentions two extraordinary casos of this
sort which recontlr came before the Surrogate
of Oueens county. In one. whoro the estato
to be distributed amounted to only $1,000. tho
administratrix paid out J437 for the funornl
of her intoststo. "Tho Burroeate." it Is stat-

ed, "allowed tho account to stand because the
claim had boen paid and there was nothing
left for him to do but to allow It." Iu nnothor
case the sum of $228 was allowed for funeral
expenses out of an ostate of $532.74. Tho
Burrogate. howovcr. did compel the deduction
of a bill for liquor and food nmountlng to
$23.18. furnished to guests at the wake. In
tho Orphans' Court In Philadelphia It has been
expressly held that an administrator could not
be allowed the eost of a wnko as part of the fu-

neral exiienes.and theCourtof Appeals of .Man --

and hai refused to include ninpng funeral
tho cost of dinners and horse feed fur-

nished to persons who nttonded the funeral of
deceased. Thero is a New ork ease In

which the nxeontors paid $250 to a comiimnd-er- v

An Interesting Oklahoma case was among

the decisions handed down by the Supremo
Court of the Unltod States at the opening of

the February sesnlon. Oscar II. Violet was

sued by Calvin A. Calhoun to establish tho
title of the latter to certain laud in Oklahoma
upon which Violet had entered beforo tho Ter-

ritory was thrown open to settlement at noon

on .prll 22, 18HH. It was contonded III
ot Violet, however, that Inasmuch as ho

wiis an honorably discharged Union soldier
the war of the rebellion tho prohibition u

tho act of Congress agulnst taking up lands Iu

sult of the contraction of output that marked
the two years prior to last July and to the
gradual using up ot ;tbo great surplus, .that
in the absence of any large demandlwas such
a drag on the markot for so long a time. Peo-
ple have used up their supply and want more,
and they have got, too. more money to spend
now than thoy had a short time ago. This
Is Iter faot Is shown by the reported demand
for a better class of goods than has commonly
boen oalled for during the recent times. The
market reports, too. show that the good con-
ditions that the merchants are welcoming
prevail In the fancy lines as well as In Btaples.
It has been remarked that the demnnd for
consumption is approaching the normal, but
that Tin one particular tho situation is irholly
new. In that never before In tho recollection
of the trade has the gray goods market been
so far In advance of that for finished goods.

The head of one of tho largost houses said
that the improvement was not only in cotton
coods, but ran through all the lines of the dry
goods houso stock, extending to wool also.

SEEDS FROM THE FAR EAST.

RESULT OF FROF. KSAFF'S TISIT TO
CniKA, JAPAX ASD XAXILA.

An Improred Kind of Rice from Japan-Primit- ive

Mcthoila of Agriculture In
Tnpnn anil Chlnn The Agricultural and
Mineral Wealth of the Plilllpplnea.

TVAsniNOTON, Feb. 2.". rrof. 8. A. Knann has
lately returned from a visit to Janan. Uhlna.
and Iho Philippine, where he went nsacent
of the Agricultural Dopartment to secure nucli
nntivo deeds nnd plant as could be profitably
crown and dnvoloped in the United Btates,
nnd to procure for experiment an Improved
kind of rice, crown nnd cultivated In Japan,
Mr. Hnapp said to a Sun reporter

"Many parts of our rice bolt have suffered
considerable loss by breakage in the milling
ot the rice, due to the poor quality of the grain.
In many districts over 00 por cent. Is broken
in milling. The loss to the planter la easily
seen when it la known that head or whole rlco
brings two cents more to the pound than that
which has been broken. The Agrloulture De-
partment took the queatlou under considera-
tion, knowing that. It a quality of rice could be
secured that would not break to any larse ex-

tent during tho mllllne procoss, ltwould be a
croat saving to the planters. Specimens
from ail countries of the irorld
were socured by the department, and after a
careful analysis it was found that tho rice
grown In Japan would como nearest to solv-
ing tho problem.

"I secured a carload of rice, which la now
on Its'way across the continent from San Fran-
cisco, from the Island of Kyushu, which lies
south ot tlio Inland Ben. The quality of this
rice Is much superior to that of China and tha
rhllinpinC9. for the reason that it is bettor
cultivated, that the berry Is rounder and that
it is less liable to break undor milling process.
In addition to rice I hroucht some varieties of
pears that ore considered blight proof and

commended by tho Imperial Agrloulture
Society ot Japan for eeneral us as crafting
stock on account ot being sn hardy. I also
secured ln'.Japan n variety of a camphor tree,
used to make commercial camphor, which
will stand a heavy frost. Among other vari-
eties securedlls a new forage plant knownlas
tlio haul, a species of the lespldeza. It will
groiv ou dry und thin soil, should be cut four
or flvo tlm overy yoar. and Is Indorsed ns
nutritious ns clover, liellovinc thnt Its Intro-
duction would tie exceedingly beneficial to tho
Southorn Ktntes. on nccount of tho variety of
uses to which It can bo put, I secured aevoral
varieties nf bamboo.

"Japan," continued Mr. Knapp. "can never
cut any great fleure In agriculture outside ot
