Two More Tenants of n Harlem Dnthonsn
Oisrcome by Smoke Fnttier.Mother nnd
Infant Are Swung to n Neighboring
Window with i Hope by tho Firemen.

" A woman was killed nt a fire which started
nt 3:30 o'clock yesterday morning In the flvo-sto-

toncment at 701 Columbus avenue, noar
Ninety-nint- h street. Many persons living In
tho building had narrow oscnpos and tho work
of the firemen was mors than usually heroic.
Hnd It not beon that the scuttlo of tho roof was
open to afford a means of oscape, thus allow-
ing freo draught to tho flames, tho blaze would
not have amounted to much nnd no ltfo would
hao besn lost.

The dead woman was Mary E. Prouty. a
widow. 45 years old. employed as a book can-
vasser, living with the family of 8llas Snger.
which occupied tho south flat on the toD floor.
She jumped from n window of the apartments
there and wasinstnntly killed. Mrs. Hngor
was cooking breakfast whon Bhe heard a crack-
ling noise in tho hallway. Hor son opened tho
door to see what was tho matter nnd a sheet
of flnmo shot past him. Mrs. Sagor alarmed
her husband and then nroused Mrs. Prouty.
She seemed dazed whon nwnkonod, nnd while
Mrs. Sagor escaped through tho scuttle with
her husband the sleeper's es"ap through the
hallway was cut off, and through tho open door
of tho flat the fire swept Into tho rooms.

Mrs. Prouty ran to the rront window nnd
scrsamed for help. Hook nnd Ladder Com-
pany '22 had arrived by this tlmo and tho fire-
men, crying to tho frjiitlo womnn not to jump,began to spread tlio l'fe not and to raise tholong oxtonslon ladder, llofora the not could
bo stretched out. however, she jumped to thepavement nnd was killed.

Meantime most of the Bough family, on thesame floor, was out off. too. James llovlun.
with Willie Bough, had escaped to
tho roof, but the smoko and Oamos isolated tho
others. Mrs. Bough, hugging her infant,begged her husband to allow her to jump, but
ho restrained hor nnd held her out of tho win-
dow that sho might not be smothered by the
smoke.

FiromenWnllnct and Garlln of Engine Com-
pany 47 soon reached tho roof by'golng through
tho noxt house, nnd Llout. James Crawley and
ilreman William 11. Corcoran stationed them-
selves In tho window of 7U.'t nearest to theBough Hat. The lire men on the roof nnsned n
rono to Bough nnd ho tied It nrounl his wife.
Mrs, Bough was swung to tho window whore
tho firemen were and was dragged Into tnebuilding, Tho infant wns next passed ovor
and then thn rope wns thrown back toBougL
ond ho wns swung across In the samo way. "J

When 'tlio rlro.was drlvon out of the Bough
flat Flremnn Goorgo Murray found JamesBough and Mrs. Boylnn unconscious on ths
floor. A tenant named Duran carried down
tho child when Murruv hud pasted it to him
and Murray carried down Mrs. llorlan. She
was sent inter to the Manhattan Hospital. Tho
llremen put out the blaze so quickly thatonlv
six of tho lints in tho house wero burned out.
The damage was about $5,000.
