No Mlisfortune.

The fuilure of Congroess to providoe at thls
pession A permanent form of government
for Hawail would be no setback to any pub-
lie Interost., On tho contrary, furtber de-
Iny In legislating for the islands may prove
to bo the best thing that ean happen.

Thero are two eourses possible with re-
gard to the future of Hawall, and the qnes-
tlon which is the botter eoursa In the long
run eontinues to concern the Administra-
tion and Congress.

One policy is to preserve as far as prac-
ticabile the loeal system previously exlst-
ing, and consequently the control of affalrs
by the men who promoted the revolution
agninst monarchy; those who wera in powar
when annexation occurred,

This policy may b deseribed roughly as
taking the small boat In tow behind the
graat ship.

The other coursa s {0 Americanize
Hawall thorvughly, to Infuse Into the ad-
ministration of {ts affuira new Amerlean
blood, to govern it as an integral part of a
nation of which Washington and not
Honolulu ia the eapitul city; in short, to
take Hawail aboard the ehilp instead of
merely towing it along.

The opinion of the best friends of Hawall
and of many of the earliest advocates and
promoters of annexation is changing
somewhat with respect to the nadvis-
ability of the first poliey. This change
of aplolon, It I8 proper to say, hns
Iwen brought about not merely by tho
circumstance that Hawall s now only ono
item in the larger questions of national ex-
panslon, It is dus to a certain oxtent to
some not altogether pleasant revelations ns
to thae apirit in which the Huwallan loaders
of the papt accept the privileges and ro-
sponalbilities of Ameriean eltizenship.

That ls why the flunl settlement of Ha-
wall's status ean very well be postponed a
whila lopger, If the Fifty-fifth Congrees
ghoulid fail to leglslate for it, as now seems
likoly to ba the case.

Meanwhile Hawall can ba towed along
very comfortably behind the ship of State,

The Wilmington's Crulse.

The crulse of our gunboat Wilmington on
the inland waters of South Amerlea is a
signifleant slgn of the times. Bhe |s as-
ecending the great rivers in the interests of
Ameriean commerce. Sha (8 studying the
needs of the people, the resources of the
river valleys, and the opportunities for ex-
tending Ameriean trade, A foew woeks ago
gho steamad up the Orinoeo to vialt the
rogion above Cludad Bollvar, the ohfef
town on the river, and practically the
wastorn outpost of civillzation (n the groat
vialley., Wao kpow with what avidity Great
Dritaln and Germany ars improying every
trade opportunity in South Ameriea, and
wo are not surprised to hear that the Brit-
ish have already begun to investignte the
eommereial possibilities of these up-coun-
try distriets.

In 15807 Major Braxiey PATERSON spent
several monthe in these new tlelds nbovo
Rollvar, which are litile known to
solenos and less to  business enterprise.
He returned with the veport that tha
country must bo of great value. “Thae
rinh, rolilng savannas,” ho savs, * will
support countless herds of cattle and
horans, The surrounding forests yield largo
quantities of natural products, such as rub-
ber, quinine and other commodities, Tho
upper waters of the Guaniamo tributary arve
g0 affected by the Rarsapurilla that grows
profusaly along the banks that the natives
drink the water and luthe thera to ecura
thomselves of skin disenses.  The forest
trees are of magnifleent growth and endlosy
variety.”  He names many varioties of
commereinl  woods,  Ineluding  maliogany
and ecedar, and several varletios of planta
yvielding rubber, 1T am fally canvineed,”
Mujor Paressos  concludes, “that  this
vialloy will some dny develop into ona of
the rlehest commereinl contres of the Woest,
but its development will requlee enplital.”

The Orinoeo has one tributary, the Guavi-
are, with an extent of navigable waters st
loast equnl to that of the main stream
which, with ity affluents, presents a navl-
gable highway from the Atlantde to the foot
of the Andes, * In the whole of thes Orinoen
hasin," snvs Reonvs, © there aro of present
not mors than aboul S00,000 inhabltants,
whereas 1t would conbaln 200,000,000 sere
it as densely poopled as Belglom, which it
might woll be, constdering the immense re-
wobrees of the land.”

Our despatehesfrom Waslibugton sy that
the Wilindugton be still engrgged in this frait-
ful field of research.  The results of thess
investigations doubtless will ba of great
valun in the extension of American enter-
prise throughthe Orinogo Yalley, and they
will have additivnal lnterest do & contol-

butlon of our navy to ﬂuﬂdlniu d our
commercial horizon. But we are not likely
to repaive full detalls of the Wilmington's
explorations In the Orinoco Vallesy for somoe
time, us Capt. "TopD has been Inetrnoted to
take the gonboat up the Amazon to the
head of navigation, for similar researches
In that atill greater country.

Of coursoe the Britleh and Germans are
looking in tho same divection. Al the
Gorman textile Journals nre advising tho
clothmakers of the empiro to take their
wares up the Amazon to Iguitos, in Peru,
which fa destined to become n large trade
contre, communicating, ns it does through
the Amazon Lelbutaries, with o lncge extent
of country enst of the Andes that is rich in
agricultural possibilities and In minerals,
timber and yubber. Oeonn steamers can
wacerid the Amazon to Iquitos, 2,400 miles
from tha Atlantie. The British flrm of
Boors & Co, have put on the steamer Clem-
enl to open direet tradn between Furopa
anid the upper Amazon, and 1t s sald they
are biilding thres more veasols for the same
route. Trade In that reglon and on the
Orinoco may b of slow growth. The pop-
ulation j4 still eparse, the people, measursd
by Anglo-Saxon standards, fall far gshort In
enterprigse and perseverance, and the el

mate is not salubrious. But the trade of
the lower Amazon nand of  jls groat
upper  reaches  in Pera east of  the

Cardilleras 18 now growing steadily after
n lomg period of stagnation. Immense tor-
ritory fs open for commereinl conquest
among the foothills of Che mountains,

The Wilmington and other agencles will
plnee us nmong the ploneers there, and wa
ghinll soctire a new and permanent cutlet
for our products and new eources of raw
manterial.

The Navy BilL.

Someof the amondmenta to the annual
approprintion bill for the navy proposed In
the Senate wounld be harmfal,

Mr TineMAN'S project to lny out £4,000,-
000 for a Government armor plant and its
minchinery s nelther economieal nor ju-
dicious,  That mntter wos dizcussed for
dava nnd wieks together in the last Con-
gress nfter months of study by ordnance
axperts, amd the conclusion roscheld waa
that the manufacture of ship armor by the
Giovernment s inndvisable. Apart from
the great original cost of the plant, it
wonlid e expensive  to run, beeauso
it could be used only In turning out the
piates needmd for onir war vessels, whoreas
fnctories ilke the Bethlehem and Camwe-
amd are connected with general stoel aml
fron manufacture, and also can and do
make armor for other navies than oura, Tt
would take a long time, too, to build and
eqiip snelt n factory, and meanwhlle wa
ghoulil nesid armor for the ships now to e
authorlzoed.

The propesal to authorize only two bat-
tleships and two armored cruisers instead
of three ench, and two protected eruisers
instead of six, I8 also unwlse., Armored
sbips take o long time to build, and wa
ought to authorize the full number of
them  provided by the House, even |If
all the unarmored cruisers are postponed,
Weo lad none too many fighting shipa last
year, when war with Spaln was lmpending.
Wesceourad all the yards of Europe Insearch
of warships, nand our next conflict may not
be with a navy so weak as Spain’s.

The leas sald about additional promotion
for Scuupy the hetter, The House bill
provided for reviving the grade of Admiral
in order to promote DEwEeY, and on that
proposition both branches ars unanlmous.
It can well stand at that.

you go upstalrs, but you have perpetunl
aruloa In the refloction that "it's so de-
lighttully cozy.” Anybody who has ever
Hved in the country in a houss with a stasp
roof will romember that his guests inva-
riably collected bumips and anid as they
rubbual them apologetically, *'it s 8o de-
Hghtfully cozy." Wa konow not what others
may think, but as for us glve us the stesp
roof nnd the cozy, DBut the longoest perann
in the family should be made to sleep ina
truckls bl us near thoe eaves as possible,
It [s mo objeet to hiave & steep roof unless
the rules aro rlgorously observed.

The messogo of the President asking Con-
groeas to provide for & telsgraphiec cable in
the Pucifle hns resultetd In o an amendment
to the Sundrey Civil W for laying such n
cable from Californin to Hawail, It lim-
its the eost to $2.500,000, and provides
500,000 for beginning the work. Its con-
struetlon 1s intrusted to the Navy Depart-
meont, which may make contracts for any
part of the work, as may be decimned ex-
pedient, and {1s operation for military,
naval and postal purposes to the Postmna-
ter-General. For other than the Govern-
ment messnges the toll [s to be notover 25
cents per word,

Buch a project eomes fairly within the
fleld of the Sundry Civil LI Four yenrs
ago n~ ke appropristion was, with rather
less pultability, ndded by the Senato to tha
Diplomatie and Consular bitl, Tt {s worth
noting, however, that thon ns now the
amount vobmd for beginolng the work was
£500,000, apd the eable to Honoluln was
to be lald under Government supervlsion,
and, when complotad, to be under Govern-
ment control. Several years earlior, and
Indead befors Hewall beeame a repmblio,
the Benate il nlso voted In favor of this
great onterprise, but then fn the form of a
Iiberal eubsldy to a private company that
proposmsd to lny the cable,

That practioal stopm in the work shounld
bo taken at thia session the President's
message has anade elear.
