Atkinson Hanged Thirteon Men bn It, Four
of Them at One Time.

Joseph B. Atkinson, who for manyl years was
hangman at the Tombs, said vesterday that
he would try to mét possession of the old
Tomba gallows which was dragged feom Its
resting place In the cellar of the Tombson
Friday. Atkinson had read In.the newspanpers
that Tombs Warden Hagan inteuded to chop
tha gnllows up for firewond, but he said that |
It wns posnible he would buy it from the elty.
He snid he had retalned possenslon ol the orli-
fun) gallows used {or executions In the Tombs
and that the mallows just resurrected wus
comuonratively new, having boon bullt In 1882
when Petar Howes was Sherlfl,

Chief Devery Bays Suspicions Stalne Wars

FPolleeman Frank P, Fohlampof the West
125th strest  etatlon, who was suspended on
Friday night by Chlel Devery beoatine he was
suapected of Lnowing something about the
murder of Undertaker Henry Kuaus, Is prae-
tleally under arrent. Chie! Devery and Capt.
Stalnkamp both sald yesterday that SBohlamp
Was not undar srrst, but the faot remaine that
he has bean confined to the siation house sinoe
ho was suspended, Ho (s not allowed to see
anvbody and nobody Is allowed to send any
word s to him,

Chiel Devery made the following statament
restorday about Sohlamp's connsotion with
the Kuaus murder:

“Sohlamp was appainted to the polles foroe
on Oot, 25, 1804, He had previously been s
gunard on the elevated road  Fis record Ia ax-
eollont and wheu I waa In oharge of the West
125th street miation I frequently used him to
do detevtive duty In‘important cases,

“Husplelon was thrown on a number of po-
lleamen when young Dembelwold told us that
some of our men lind keys to Knaun's houss,
We lenrned that Hohlnme had & key, but had
thrown It awary. Next we found out from Pat-
rick Walah, who kespsa the saloon opposite
Enaus's shop, that Schlamp and Knaus had
quurrelled over a game of dice in hins piacs ten
dars helfors and had boen on bad torms after
that.  Bo Inr as we could learn. though,
Behlamp made no threats agalnst Knnua.

“sehinmp denled that ho had ouarrelled with
Kunaus and euld that the Inst tima he saw the
man allve was on New Year's night, wheo he
attendedia party at the undertaker's house. We
searched Jchiamo's house but found nothing
there W shiow that lie had a hand o tho erime,
Then we searched his locker, and, fludiog sus-
viclous-looking stalus on his night stiok and
shoes, conflscated them, We scroped the
stick and the shoes and had Polics Burgeon
Dutovan make a microscopieal examinution
of the peraping. He declared that It was ho-
maa blood,  Prof, Witthaus now has the seraps

“Sehlamp was on duty oo the momineg of
the murder from midnight to U o'elock,  We
nucount for ail his time anve two hours. When
we questioned him he at Orst denied that he
had een oft post at all. He lnally said:
“Well, It's my job or_my lfe, so I won't lie'
Then helsald that haghnd besn’off post for two
Ilnurn that worning with a counie of othar po-
leemen,  Tha other vollzemen haven't been
examined yet, hut I believe they corroborute
Senlamp's stitemont

“We are pretiy well satisfled that Behlamp
hag hesn in tha habit of visiting Mra. Knaus,
and Ldon't mind saviog he 18 under suepl-
cion,  We have gliveu him every chanee to ax-
pinin the blood on his ciub and shoes, but he
eannot explain It re. honus andoubtediy
knows more than she has t°ld about the onse,
She holds the key to the siruation. We ara
