McClusky. McClusky waa favorably Impressed
by the story Billings told, but locked him up
until the detectives con further Investigate It.

Warden Bage told n reporter of The Hun
restfrday.'otternoon that after Johnson had
made his statement ln June last ho wroto it
down. As the Warden remembered It, tha
statement was sent elthor to tho District At-

torney or to the Chief of Police of Now York.
The first the police here knew of It was early
In tho present month, vrhon Copt. McClusky
sent detectives to seo Johnson in Hlng Hint;.

Hilling
got out of Jail last December nndlwent to llve'ut

there, ho says, Ira met Johnson, who asked him
to assist in robbing tho house of Mrs. Isabolla
Corwln.nt l!0il Wesf.Forty-flft- h stioet. Ho re-
fused to go In with Johnson on thii job and
Johnson went ln alone and Is now paying tor
his crlmelbrla term of elghUvenrsIin HlngtBlng.
