In tho Court of Cassation Mined
Against Drcjfus?

Tlio latest Incident in tho Dreyfus affair
seems to Justify tlio foiobodlngB of thobo
who havo predicted that the transfei of tho
investigation fiom tho ciluilnal beetlon of
tho Court of Cabsatlon to tho full bench
would result in a mlsiarrlago of justice.
Ilio havo been accused of
knowing that a majority of tho forty-nln- o

Judges composing tho supremo tribuunl
nro predisposed against a Hnal acquittal of
DllhVtL'S and profor to relievo themselves
of responsibility by merely quashing tlio
original sentenco on tho score of ii regu-
larity, and ordering n now trial by court-martia- l.

Tho refusal of tho application
mudo by Mine. Diusii'us for tho exclusion
of ceitain Judges appears to olTer somo
foundation for tho charge.

What occurred was this. After the trans-
fer of tho investigation from the criminal
section to thowholocourthadbeen ordoied,
Mine. Diiiafus submitted an affidavit in
which she set forth that certain members
of tlio civil section, namely. Judges Petit,
Cmu'ov and Lltklletieii, should lo ex-

cluded fiom tho revision Inquliy.on tho
giound Unit, In tho caily stages of tlio pro-
ceedings, they hud decided unfavorably on
certain questions related to tho Drcvfus
case. Tho application was supported by
tlio Piocurcur-Geiiera- l, M. Manu and
there seems to havo been nearly an even
division of opinion in tlio civil section, to
which the application was presented, for
It wnb only nfter deliberating for somo
hours that tho Court decided to i eject
tho petition and to afllrni tho competence
of tlio Judges to whom exception hud
been taken. Tho decision is said to havo
been defended by M. JHllot de Heau-rn-

who has succeeded M. di: Beiuhe-ruii- E

as President of tho civil section, on
the ground that, while Judges could not sit
on appeal In matters involving questions
pieviously decided by them, they nro not
subject to this disability when a cabals

as It Is under tho now law, not to a
particular section, but to tho whole Court
of Cassation. Tho distinction seems by no
means sound. It is plain enough that
three Judges, or even ono Judge, can tutn
tho scalo in fuvor of a decision prov iously
l endored lu a section comprising sixteen
members, but a single blused Judgo might
also suffice to turn tho scale in tho whole
Court of Cassation, comprehending forty-uin- o

members. So far as tho moral effect
of n decision by tho wholo court on tho
community Is concerned, it is as important
to avert tho suspicion of bias against tho
accused ns it is to avoid tho suspicion of
bias in his favor.

Tho solo pretext for tho now law trans-
ferring tho Dreyfus Inquiry from tho crim-
inal section to tho wholo Court of Cassation
was tho expediency of heightening tho
moral effect of the decision on tlio commu-
nity. It must be remembered that the Im-

putations on the criminal section put forth
bv M. dk llEMJliEPAinn were investigated,
llrst by n judicial eommkbion, and, sec-
ondly, by a committee of tho Chamber of
Deputies. Tho parllainentaiy committeo
unanimously ubsohed tlio criminal section
from any suspicion of unfairness, and, by a
majority of niiio to two, reported ugalnst
tho Government bill, while tho two dis-

sentients commended it merely on grounds
of policy. Tho Judicial commission, con-
sisting of M. Maze kv, tho llrst President,
and two Judges, hud declared previously
that it found no reason for doubting tho
good faith and honorof tho Judges compos-
ing tho criminal section, but it added that,
In "tlio present state of public feeling," It
might bo moro judicious fpus sage) If tho
adjudication of tho caso were transferred
to tho full court of tho three sections,
which would bo presided over by M. Ma-7Ka- u.

'I ho friends of Diieyfus nro likely
to contend tint It would be equally Judi-
cious to excludo Judges from acting In a
caso as to which they havo already ex-

pressed opinions In preliminary proceed-
ings. There Is an apparent inconsistency
in caring so much ulout public feeling In
tlio ono Instance and so little about It in tlio
other It Is to bo feared, however, that,
when M. Maem; reforred to "tho present
stnte of public feeling," what ho had In mind
was not tho demand of tlio revisionist mi-

nority foi justice, but tho ungiy and vio-

lent altitude of the who
command a mujoilty in the Chambers, and
me backed by the army.

When V. DurvY Introduced his bill for
transferring tho Dieyfus Inquiry to tho
wholo Court of Cassation the luferenco was
drawn Hint ho had reason to believe that a
majority of the foity-nln- o Judges com-
posing that tilbunnl would refuse to pro-
nounce Diieyfus Innocent, ami would sim-

ply order a new trial by court-martia- l.

That bis conlldenco was warranted Is In-

dicated by tho refusal to grant Mine. Diiev.-FI's'- h

application It is probable, however,
that tho majority In tlio
con it is not huge, otheiwise, It would
havo wished to avert suspicion by excluding
tho three Judges of whom Mine Duiyi r
complained Tlio virtual acknowledgment
thai tho votes of those three Judgeb may
be needed suggests the existence of a largo
ami sturdy minority that will oppose tho
evasion of responsibility, and will advo-
cate a Judgment of "not guilty," If the
facts shall call for it.

It Im becoming rc-ir- asd msn evident

that the bill transferring tho Dreyfus In-

vestigation from ono section of the Court
of Cassation to tho wholo tribunal was u
measuroof bad faith. PictnlcrDui'UY, who
Introduced tho Mil, professed to desire a
tnoro perfect and more Impartial revision;
but there Is reason to fear that ho aimed at
h rev Islon In tho interests of tho enemies of
Diieyfus. It Is certain that he, himself,
was Premlor In 18U4, at tho time of tho
Dreyfus court-martia- l, and that ho has
since repeatedly defended tho sentenco then
pronounced, It Is also ccitnin that, In the
Chamber of Deputies, all tho monarchists,
Houlanglsts, anti-Semit- and sonalbsl
"Hnllled" Republicans, who nre accused
of Mng monarchists III disguise, voted
for tho bill tniUHferilug tho Inqulrv,
whereas a mujorltj of lliosliiceio Republi-
cans, who uaio more foi fteo Institution
than they do for tlio army, voted ugiilustlt.
It follows thnt the must
havooipeited to gain somethiug fiom the
measure.

We undei stand that NewYoik is to havo

an underground railway and that it is to
Imj built by private lapitnl. Tin: His has
always opposed tho building of biich n road
except by prhato capital and wo Incline to
the belief that to our efforts may beascribed
tho failure of tho various conspiracies to
saddle an underground system upon tho
city treasury.

Heretofore tlio condition of tlio money
market and the prevailing rates of In-

terest havo precluded the possibility
of pilvato capltnl being enlisted for an
underground load. It was not an nttrac-llv- o

proposition, and its icpo.ited condem-
nation by Tin: Sun on tho ground of
its impracticability was fully conllrmetl
on every occasion when it was tested.
Now, however, conditions havo changed.
The outlook for Interest upon capital makes
many things possible which only a few
years since were out of tlio question, and
ono of them may bo mi underground rail-
way for Greater New York. Given reason-
able em ouragement and there Is no great
public project to which tho courage of capi-

tal is not udequate.

Tho comparison between tho Amsterdam

tracks and the Bowery tracks was not used
to determine tho merits of tho question as
we have presented it, but let us consider tho
situation further:

Amsterdam nvenuo Is, from curb to curb,
CO feet wide. Supposing tlio two cur lines
to be running theio as thoy havo been laid
out, on theli four tracks, there would bo
1 1 feet and 1 1'4 Inches between tho curb to
tlio outsldoof tho outei most car, that of
tho Third Avenue. Between tho Third Avo-nu- o

car, which wo believe will bo 8 feet
vvhlo, nnd tho Metropolitan car, to bo 7 feet
0 inches wide, there would como 1 foot OJ--J

Indies. Between tho Metropolitan cars will
como 1 foot a1, Inches. The second half of
the scheme is tho same as tho llrat, tho ar-
rangement of tracks being entirely sym-
metrical and 11 feet 11 ' Inches Interven-
ing between tho other Third Aveuuo track
and tho othei cuib.

Instead of a person caught between tlio
cars on Amsterdam uvcnuo being crushed
to death, ho would llnd between tlio Third
Avcnuo cai and tho Metropolitan tar only
three Inches less than tho space occupied
habitually and unconcernedly by tho stal-
wart policemen on duty at tho crossings of
tho Broadway railroad, nnd threo Inches
moio thnn will bo found there when tho
lorger 7 foot 0 Inch cars go upon that lino.

On tho Bovveiy tho space between tracks,
or Z feet 2 Inches, Is but 1 Inches moro
than the spaco between tho rival lines on
Amsterdam avenue, and wo can show our
friend how tho Bowery plnn could bo bet-

tered In Amsterdam nvenuo whllo still leav-
ing tho four tracks.

As wo have said, tho spaco between tho
curb and car is now 1 1 feet 1 li inches. In-
stead of putting tho Thiid Avenue cars
further uway from tho curb, if thoy should
1) put nearer, and tho dlstunco from car to
curb bo reduced to 0 feet, leaving amplo
room for vehicles to pass pedestrians who
aro waiting for cars, and moio room than Is
found in the cuho of many lines, (! feet
could bo added to the total spacing between
the tracks.

If the tracks should all bo lelocated so
as to be equldlstunt, 'J feet would be uddod
to tho pieBcnt spaco now between each
track, or more than tho Bowery spacos.
And if tlio Metropolitan road should bo
left ns It Is, and only the Third Avenuo
altered, !l feet could bo added, leaving
neurly r feet In tho clear between Third
Avenuo and Metropolitan cuis, or generous
room for stopping places, or "refuges,"
with curbs uud posts, such as aro used In
now tied thoroughfares tho world over.

At the entrance to tho Brooklyn Bridge,
where morning nnd evening tho stream of
humanity crossing tho seven tracks found
theio Is enough to populate no mean city,
the sit nation has been met by it hihlgo

nvei the btieet That syteni, of course,
could be used at the chief tiosslngs on
Amsterdam avenue; or there could Ik tun-
nels; or, by changing tho rails ns Indi-
cated above, assurance against (lunger
and worry could bo obtained through
"refuges' ; or tlio four tracks could bo
made into throe, two of them used for
the downtown trafllo In the moraine and

two of them used for tho uptown traffic
i In tho afternoon, ono track serving for

tho reverse Journey nt thoso respective
bonis ; or tho four tracks could bo In-

terlocked, oi mailo Into two, ns tho
honest Ford bill proposed. Of these
plans, wo frankly express our opinion that
tlio refuge plun would best moot tho
wishes of the Amsterdam people, without
hampering tho enormous need of transpor-
tation and thereby materially lnjuiiug tho
city as a whole.

But anything is better for the city, and
worthier of tho Albany Legislature, than
tho confiscation of onoof tho llnesof travel,
that of tho Third Avenue, Intended by tho

Ford amendment. That would bo
an outrage which no com-

munity could counteuniico or detent Legis-
lature or party perpetrate.
