The Great and the Little.

The most momentous events in contam-
porary history are now ocenrring In the
Philippines. They mark a new stage of
vagt fmportance in tha development of
Amerlea and of elvilization, wivd o< <uch nre
commanding foremost attention throngh-
out thoe forelgn world. Military nmien cvery-
where ara impresscd by the mognifloent
demonstration of our military power which
our troops are making on the other slde of
the globe. It ls something new in the hie-
tory of the world. Itls putting America
in the proud place of a prime factor Inex-
tanding and developing the world's clvili-
gatlon and commerve,

Wall, what is the tone and attitude of the
pewspapers of New York, the centrs of |
Amerlean commercannd elvilization, toward
this groat Amerlcan enterprise in the
Philippines? Are they consoious of the md-
miration which our army thera ls winning
from the forelgn world? Usually they
elther ignore the subject in thelr editorial
disoussions or subordinate Ite far over-
shadowing importance to the catchpenny
treatment of provineinl and parochlal
matters of paltry inslgnificance relativaly.
The splendid demonstration of American
military skill, endurance, devotion and
resistlosa power makes no impression on
them, for thelr thoughts are nocupled rather
with & bhumbug assanit on *embalmed
beaf,” and with senreless criea of * Boef!
beef!" After n great and unexampled
victory over a European State, organ-
fzod on the modern military system,
after a war In which we lost never a
battle, s akirmish, n prisoner, a color, a gun,
or a ship, and even our loss hy disense,
the greatest foe of armies, was unpree-
edeantadly small proportionately, and while
we are repeating this glorious record In the
Philippines, they haveno eyes and thoughta
except for ternporary and superficial matters
of military concern. Wa are now suhduing
& rebelllon against our power In the Philip-
pines, and conducting there a campaign
which will be memorable for its display of
the highest military ability and the noblest
military virtuea in the American troops,
s rampalgn of extraordinary diffeulty,
which has been ecarried forward with
continuous suceess against obstaoles which
would have been insuperable by soldlers
Jess dauntless; yet 8o #plendid an exhibi-
tion of American valor and masterfulness

on without stirring the hearts of thesa
editora ar distracting their attention from
puerila trivialities. They seem to be in-
capable of rising to even & faint conception
of the palpably tremendous importance of
events in the current history of their coun-
try, though everywhere elsa in the world
thesa are estimated at their true value.
Thelr only keenness of vision isemployed in
trying to discover some defect in our army
ration, tha most abundant in the world
~a purely technieal matter requiring
ppecifically expert docision, and at most.
never of any grave importance. One
of these newspapers, for Instance, has
gloated over an Insulting jibe which it
gald was current in Berlin as to the food of |
our troope. If an Awmerlean soldiey was |
condemned to subsiat on the ration of the
German soldier he would revolt at the fare
with Indignation, and the miserable pit-
tance of the German's pay would excite his |
oontemptuous aAmazement, I

Undoubtedly, theaa papera havo some fx-
ouse for thelr neglect of the great for the |
little. It has been furnished to them by
the conduct of the officer ranking as com-
manding General of the American Army. |
Reoently he haa been going about the eoun-
try posing for admiration not as & success-
ful leader in the war, but as the
lender of an attempt to divert publie
thought from the splendid  achleve-
menta of Ameriean soldiers to  this
matter of an Item in thes army ration,
The other day his shameful exampla
was commended to eollegn boys by their
President aa higher In ite courage than
that of the soldier! Meantime this com-
mander has utterad not one word of recog-
nition for the magnificent performances of
our army in the Philippines, though they
are now provoking the praise of the whole
military world,

8o astonlshing has been thia journalistic
exhibition of indifference and of inabllity to
eomprehend the significance of the trinmph
of American arms that even the London
Timea is moved to wonder at It aud to re-
buke it. That foremost forelgn paper
deems the splendid demonsteation of our
military prowess In the Thilippines worthy
of discussion and celebration in ite leading
artivle. How lait in New York? " Alger-

Ism,” “‘beef! beof!” and relatively potty
purochial concerna sbsorb the intellsetual
snergles of thess reninrkable journals.

Our soldlers in the Philippines nro made
of different stuff, thank Gop! They are
sustalning the power, the dignity, the glory
of their country at the cost of thelr blood
and thelr lives In n campaign which taxes
to the utmoat Lthe courageous endurance of
troops. They aro making hListory which |
will always commaund the study and admi-
ratlon of mankind. They ave leading thelr |
eountry to s new and a higher elevation as
one of the pluncers of civilization.

Finger Marks as Evildence in
Courts,

A blll has just been passed by the Im-
perial Legisiative Council of Tudia making
finger-mark impressions ndmissible ns evi-
dence In courts of law.  The reason for this
measure is that thesystem of taking thumb
marks for the identitication of prisoners
was Introduced In several of the Indlan
prisona eome time wgo. but in @ test case
brought Lefore the Caloutta High Court it
was decided that under the existing Indian
Evidenos act these impressions wers not
admissible as evidence. Thers was also
the diflleuity of oleasifying and indexing
the finger impresslons, but this has sines
bewn overcome by asystemn eluborated hy
the Inspactoy-General of Polleo in Bengal,
and the bill now hefore the Indlan Offce in
Eongland will probably become law.

Little legal value, the facilities afforded to
forgery belng so great, But the Imprint
of the lines of the thumb or of one of the
fingers I8 a parsonal mark not ensily falsl-
fled or mistaken, This method has been In
use in the past In varlous countries, but It
I the Arat time that it has been Introduced
into modern law, and Its working will be
watched w'th no littls Interest.

It isan Intereating fact that the sonven-
tional substitute in Turklsh ofclal docu-
ments for the royal or (mperial armson
thosa of other countries s the modified
form of the represontation of the human
hand. The toughra, as It 18 called, or sign
manual, derives its orlgin from an Incldent
in Ottoman history. One of the sarlier
Sultans, being unable to writs, and baving
no sonl convenlent on the occaslon of the
slgning of a treaty, placed his hand on
tho ink pad and imprinted [ta mark on the
treaty in token of ratifloation.

Gen. Mlles’s Part in the Philippine
Unmpalign.

In view of contamporary eventa In the
Philippines, it beeomes interesting to con-
template Gen, Mriues's plan of operations
in that quarter. The viewa of tha Major-
General Commanding the Army na to the
proper military poliey In Lugon appear in
the offlolal papers called for by the Dodge
Board, and furnished to that body by the
Secretary of War.

Gon, Mrues's first recommendation re-
apecting the Philippines was contained In a
Iottor written to the BSecretary of War
shortly after the recelpt of the news of
Drwey's victory, It will now be read with

Two-thirds of ons regiment of regular
Infantry, two companies of regular cavalry,
three Infantry regiments and two heavy
batteries of volunteers, and no fleld artil-
lory whatever, was the extent of the forcs
requirad for the occupation of the Ihilip-
pines, In the opinlon of the Major-General
Commanding the Army. That I8 the slze of
the army Gen, Mines would have seant ont,
If he had had his way.

In vlew of what has ocenrred and la oo-
eurring in the neighborhood of Manils,
publie opinion will probably sustain the
judgment of the Administration In reject-
ing Gen, Mruea's Phillppine plan of eam-
palgn procisely as 1t rejected his various
othier plans for Santingo, Havana, and slse-
whare,

On May 12 Gen. WesLEY MERRITT was
assigned to the command of the Phillppine
expedition; and Instend of the corporal's
guard array whlch Gen, Mrues thought
gufflelent, tha Adminlstration about that
tima determined to create for service In
the Philippines '*a corps to ronsist of two
and posslbly three divisions." Gen, Mre-
RITT'R eatimate In detall, communleated to
the War Dapartment on May 13, called for
a total of 14,400 men, supposing every
organization full, and Ineluded mora than
0,000 regulars; glving an effective fores
of at least 12,000 on landing aud taking
the fleld. This, it will be remembared, was
A thousand lesa than the number of pris.
oners actually captured, later, in the battle
of Manila.

Two days after submitting his matimata,
upon further study of the conditions, Gen.
MEerrrrT suggested that even his firat
flgures might be inadequate, and urged the
President to procure at onece from Admiral
Dewry information on eertain pointa which
he elearly and Intelligently speelfied, 1t la
worth while to print now the concluding
prragraph of Gen, MERRITTS Intter of May
15, 1888, to President McKINLEY @

"1t seems more than probabls thas wa will have
the sn-called insurgents to fght as well as the
fipaniards, and upon the work to ba scesmpllished
will depend the mitimate strength and composition
of the forcen.'”

(ren. MERRITT'S ectimate wns callad Lo
(ton, Minesa's sttention. He immediately
recommended that only two reglments of
regrular infantry should be sent out, instead
of four; and oneof the tworegiments which

he proposed to send was only partially .

available, as Gen. MERRITT polnted out the
next day, May 17, In the pubjoined indorse-
ment upon Gen, Mrues's proposition:

"1 eonslder the componition of the forea ontlined
by the Major-General Commanding the Army as un-
sited to thoe enda to bs sconmplished, and insnM-
elent {n efMctency for the expedition to the Phillp.
yines,

“Twn reg of regniar inf ¥, two.thirds of
a regimant of regular cavalry and two light battaries
1sm vory amusll proportion of the forty-two regular
regiments in the army whon ths work to he done
connints of conquaring s territory 7,000 miles from
our bese, defended by a regularly traiped and sce
climatad army of from 10,000 to 26,000 men, and
inhabltad by 14,000,000 of people, the majority of
whom will regard un with the Intense hatred born of
race and religion,

" Beslden, if I am not greatly mistaken, the sug-
gentad command (n only on paper. as tha Fourteenth
Infantry is only partially availabla. My lstiers of
May 15 and 16 give the composition and minimom
strength of the regular fores 1deem necamsary.'”

This, again, went to Gen. Miues, who in-
dited on May 18 a long comment, contain-
ing among other things these statements
and recommendations:

*The referance to the Bpanish tronps [hy Menerrr)
18 bulleved to be very much sxaygerated, No reports
hava baen peceived thua far that there ls anyiling
like the number indicated in the above indorse-
ment,”

“The troops memtioned in the within lrtter as
avallable to send to that department number
16,428, The Tenth Pennaylvauis Volunitesrs, or-
dered to-day, will be spproxtuistely 1,000 wmors,
Thesa troopa, in my judgment, are all that would be
advisable to kend to the Philippines at this tme. 1¢
it be dremed advisahile to nend additionsl regiments,
they can be sent from Now Orleans or Tampn, but the
Soree now ardered (o Pe pent w, ar already indisated,
10,000 more than will be reguired for (Ae purpese.’”

That is to say, six thousand men were
snough for the Philippines, in Gen. MiLes's
view. As to his sssertion that Meanrr
bad greatly exaggerated the number of
Bpunish troops In the Philippines whon
placing It at from 10,000 to 26,000, the
Administration received a few duys later
an answer to {ts request to DEwey for ju-
formation. ‘Uhe Admiral replied that there
were between 85,000 and 40,000 Spanish
troops of all kinds in the Philippines, and
whout sixty per eenl. of the whole number
were Spaniards,

After receiviog this information MEgR.
mrrr asked for elght batteries of the Third
Artillery, and two squaddrons of the Fourth
Cavalry, which had been promised him ;
aud Gen, Mines's last upaveiling kick
ngainst sending an adequate foree to the
Pulllppines I8 bere recorded In & memor-
andum made by Col, CARTER on May 80

" Major-Gien. MiLes staled to Col, Canten, May 30,
aftoruoon, that he did nol tAink it adrisasle lo send oy
of the Third drtillery on the Philippine expodition.

Meantime the Presldent accepted Mmm-
RITTs estimate of the requirements of the
situstion and ordered a force of 20,000 to
he nesembled for the expedition to the
Philippines—just about 16,000 men more
than had been contemplated in Gen. Mrnes's
original plan of osmpaign, recorded in hia
recommendation of May 8 to the depart-
ment ; and just about 14,000 more than he
declared, on May 18, were suficlent for the
job. *“The President remarks” wrots
the Adjutant-General to MERRITT on June
14, *' as fast as transportation Is providad,
you should have the full 20,000, or even
mors, if required.”

It was at about this time that the General
Commanding the Army turned Lis attention
from the Philippines to Oubs, and busled
Limself in the elaboration of his plan for a
mud-march of over three hundred miles, in
the ralny season, from a sea base which the
larger transporta conld not rench, and an
interior base from which It would have
been impossible to supply his army. And
a few woeks later he was head over ears In
the detalls of his plan for abandoning the
Iand attack on Santiago without a battis,
and withdrawing the besleging army to pro-
ceed on Porto Rico,

As rogards equally Gen. Mrura's plan of
campalgn agalnst Havena, his recom-
mendations concerning Santlago, and his
ideas as to what ought to be done In the
Phillpplnes, the country Is profoundly grate-
ful, (n the lght of subsequent history, that
thera was somebody at Washington pos-
sosaing foresight, strength of purpose and
offlelal suthority sufllclent to overrule the
(teneral Commanding the Army, and {n all
three instances to * turn him down."

The First of Its Kind.

Wa believe thers ia no precedant for the
action of t he New York State Senate in ita
vota yeaterday upon the Ford bill relating
to Amsterdam avenue. Legitimata favors
have been (done befors to corporations in
the way of granting franchises ; never be.
fore hus a branch of the Lagislature deliber-
ately aimed to strike down one corporation
at the bahest of a rival.

The local interest which sought relief
from the four tracks of two companies In
Amsterdam avenus proposed to unite them
on one line. But then the more powerful
of the two, the Mstropolitan Company, de-
olared that, instoad of that plan, its rival
should be swept out of the street en-
tirely, and the Senate did itsbldding! The
lagt proposition mada in  behalf of the
Third Avenue Company, namely, that the
lines ghould be consolidated until the courts
should decide whirh company had the su-
perior right to ba in the streat, was coldly
rejocted. The Metropolitan Company had
{te way, regardless of thesimplest elements
of decency and Justice,

A more offenslve and scandalous transan-
tion has not been put upon the Albany rec-
orde, and the most startling featurs of it
was that Senators llke Hiaaixs, ErRvs and
Eniswont, whosa personal integrity is
looked upon as above suspleion, voted for
thanasty job, putting upon It to all outward
appearanco the stamp of the higher party
suthorities.

Whaen what is commonly known as the
Black Horse Cavalry is enlarged from Indi-
vidual members In the Legislature to a
regular party organization therein, the de-
velopment cannot be called pleasing or sat-
isfactory.

A part of the Now York Legislature never
held the good repute of its party more pal-
pably In ite keeping than the Republican
Assembly holds it to-day,

The Great Underground Proposition.

From such serutiny of the projected
undarground rallway as we have found
possible, wa should suppose that directly
and [ndirectly it would involve the ox-
penditures of perhaps two bundred millions
of dollars,

It {8 n publio work of such magnituda,
that It appeals powerfully to the imagina-
tien, not only of all the people of New York,
but of every Intelligent citizen of the whole
conntry. Nothing else 1s likely to surpass It
in Interest during its period of construction
and when it |s completed there will surely
be no like achievement thut we can turn to.

We confesa that wo ware not prepared to
soa it seriously considered by capital for
many years to come, but it has apparently
beesn made possible by two new factors that
govern tho sltuation. One of thess s the
decline in the rate of interest on solid invest-
ments, and the other Is the entlrely new
conditlon of surface railway transit bullt
up by the Metropolitan Btrect Rallway
Company. That company proposesa to oper-
ate the underground system interdepend-
ently with Its surface lines, and therein lles
the chief strongth of the proposition. In-
dead, we bave no doubt that that very fea-
ture of it alonoe makes it a praoticabls un-
dertaking, and the poesibility of any other
thun the Metropolitan Street Rallway
people being able to do It {s doubtful,

Wao have always pointed out that in great
public ventures of this nature where vast
capital was called upon to nssume the
gravesat of responsibllities, It was essential
that the prospective rewards should he
of the most substantial character, We con-
tinue to hold Lo that view, and we perceive
that the gentlemen of the new underground
project share it somewhat fully.

They ask for & franchise in ** perpetuity.”
That, woe understond, |8 something not
admissible In law. There must be a lmit
upon the duration of their franchise, and
what that limlt should be we do not under-
tako to say , but wo bellove that, In view of
the enormous capltal required to be in-
vented, the space of yeara should be libor-
ally determined, and that publio opinion
will Justify such liborality,

They ask for the right to charge s ten-cent
fare upon thelr express tralns, That should
oertainly be conceded.

But when they seek the right to establish
{n thelr subterranean praserves a vast and
comprehensive control of the distribution
of electricity and other commercial forces,
for all their known and immeasurable future
uses in this great clty, then it's worth
while to pause.

The time is very swiftly anproaching
when ane may ascend to the top of the
tallest of bulldings hereabouts and see no
it of stenm isauing above all New York
savennly from some great oentral power
stutlon. All thoe machinery of this great
hive of Industry willbe driven by electricity.
There will be po steam englues left; all will
have disappeared before the motor, just as
man power and horse power disappesared
before steam. Now, the possassion of rights
that would exercise & relation so dominant

| o e distsiiusion of eisotricity, ead piies

power, too, In this community must be of
incomputable value. It Is lmpossible to
estimate, because there aro no data, uo
parallel conditlons from which to deduce
{ts value. That is somathing whioh can bo
dotermined only when It la actuslly de-
veloped, and we think some compensation
for it should be provided.

No arbitrary figure will answer. It might
be unfalr to the city or it might prove dis-
astrous to the owners of the franchise.
What would, It geems to us, meet the ques-
tion fairly would ba & contingent compen-
sation to the city, the samse to bo deter-
mined upon s liberal apportlonment of mo-
tual earnings when the same wors shown
to exiat,

In that way, or in some llke way, the in-
teresta of the taxpaysrs could be justly and
adequately anfeguarded and yet the proper
encouragement be afforded to the vast cap-
ital which Is to be pledged. Wa repeat that
the onterprise must be made attractive
and that It must proceed with every fair
assurance of security or it will not be un-
dertaken.

We hope it will not missarry, but wa ven-
tura to record the ohservation that If it
doss miscarry it will be mainly because of
the clamor of that purely malignant and
violous element in this community which
has howled like bedlam for Rapid Transit
for the last ten years, and which, now that
it is In measurable reach, will, true to its
perversity, leave nothing undone to de-
foat it.

Hating Its Words Again,

The platform adopted by the Demooratio
Btate Conventlon at Byracuse Bept. 28,
1808, contalned this resolution:

“"We favor the pansage by tha next Legislsture aof
the pending Constitutional amendment providing
for t 1 logiulative "

And now that next Legislature is in ses-
slon, and every Democratio Benator but
ons opposes the Constitutional amendment
providing for blennial legislative sessions.
Benator GrADY makes the jocose explana-
tion that ocertain “labor"” organizations
baving deelared their hostility to blennlal
neasions, the Demooratio party, as a friend
of " labor," Ia bound to eat its wordas,

It Ia obvious that annunl sesalons glve
Tammany Hall more frequent opportuni-
tiea to exerciso that philanthrople super-
vislon of corporations which s ita ofilef

RED CROSS WORK AT MANILA.

Muoch Neaded Supplles to Be Bent to the
PhlMppines on the Panama,

The Inersnsad activity of the army about Ma-
nila has led the Red Cross Boclety here to re-
now its ufforta to relleve soldlers at the front,
and arrangemants have beon made to send bo-
twoan twenty and thirty tons of supplies to the
Phillppines on tha eable ship Panama, which is
to sall from here shortly.
