The bulk of the Democracy has launched
Itaelf upon a coursa of political and soclal
radlcalinm. Even should It consent to re-
placa with other phrases or other aima
tha stereotyped declarations of Bryanlam,
to whinh the reconstructing boltoras ol
Ject particularly, the party that in 1808
plungod Into the sea of populism and
turned squarely agalnst the Jeffersoninn
prinelples of equal rights eannot be expect-
od ever to return to their support.

Refatablishment of the original Domoe-
racyis a dream. The advocites of it to«day
are dreamers, and, being dreamors, are
Indifferent to the practical defenes of the
natlonal prospority, honor and order which
Bryanism threatons,

What Is o “*Sphere of Influence 2'

As wo are likely Lo hear s good deal about
the “sphere of influence” in China olaimed
by this or that forelgn power, it is well to
keap In view precisely what s signifled by
the term. A definition I8 the mors desira-
ble becanse those who employ the words in
diplomatic correspondenca are not agroed
about their meaning. During the rocent
debate, for Instanee, in the House of Com-
mons, Mr. Bronirick, the Parliamentary
UnderSecretary fonr Foreign Afnirs, sliowed
thut he had  cortain Jdiseriminations in
meaning on the subject In hls mind,
but he deelined 1o mibmit that the plirase

bore tho slgnifiennes most  froguont )y
attachod to I He o polnted  out that
a “uphere of influciee” wonld by eom-

paratively valueless i, by i1, yon mendy
Intend to Indicnto a region in which you
have s right to be heard when any chnngo
conneoted with it I8 mnde,  One Lhe other
hand, the purport of the term might b ox-
panded until it woubll amount, practically,
toa protoctorate.  Avoording to My, Brop-
RICK, hawever, " if you mean by splivre of
influence in o given district that only the
power which cladms it should be allowed
to construct any useful waork of any sart or
kind thereln, then the term s complitoly
novel to diplomatic digcusalon.”

There are, then, st least three kinds of
spherea of influence, and it would need an
Internationnl agreement  to deternine
which of the two more substantial kinds is
contemplated in o particulnr case,  No for-
mal sanction, on the other hand, is required
for the speciea of clalin advaneed by Fng-
land during n Inege puret of this eontury to
b hoavd hefore any dismemberment of the
Ottomnn Empiee should beo earrvied  out.
Noteven Turkey Itsell ever copeeded by
treaty to England this funetlon of guay-
dinn o “next friemdy” much less was tho
lawlulness of the elabn aeknowlodged be-
forehand by other BEuropean powers, nl-
though Englond’s right to Intorposs at the
thine of the Crimean war, and, again, aftor

the Russinns  hl imposed upon the
Bultan  the  treaty  of  San Stefuno,
may  be sald to have beep peactieally

recogiized by the Congress of Parla and
by the  Congress of  Horlin, We nre
often  told, toos that  Fngland  regands
Afghanistan ns within e splusie of Infli-
fnve, bl this does ot mean that the Aneer
ARDETRIAMAN s not an Andependent sove
ereign or thnt his power to conceldo tron-
ties with foreign powers §s limited,  We
eono nest to the celution of England to tha
South African Repubtie,  Bevond aodonit
the latter countes should b deseriliod ns
within the formers spliere of Tflgogeon, Ly
eavae, though otherwise independent, it
cannot make treatics with forelen powers
unless it previoosly seoures for them tie
sanction of Great Britain.  That evidently
I8 un internntionnl relation, whose Jimits
would have to o preseribed Ly an agreos.
ment betwosn the Britlsh Forelgn ©fleo
and the 'retoria Government,

W pss o still another deflaition of {he
phrase “splicre of influenee,” that, namely,
adopted by the eonforence whivh arranged
the partition of Afelea nmong certain P
poan powers.  Heve the German word hine
terland deseribes more exactly the nialurs
of the coneession mnde to encli of the pow-
ers conceril. By kinterlond is slgniflisd o
region, as vet unocoupied hy Europeans,
but Iying belind o beside w torritory
already in tho possesslon of a European
puwer.  The agreement is that ench powaor
may explore, improve and annex {ts hinter-
land ot its lelsire, and free from any in-
terforenee o (e part of e other
purtion to the compaet,  About this defind-
ton of Ainterlond there & no dispute; tha
eonflicting clalws of the French and Fny-
lish in the Valloy of the Niger nnd in that
of the White Nite and of its tributary, the
Bohp-al-Ghazal, mercly signlfy that, until
recently. the houndaries of the Freneh and
English hinfevlonds i those quartors wors
unsettll. By tha couvontion recently
coneluded, howover, botwoen Lord SuLis-
BUny and M. DEncasse, the boundaries
have Loen Indd down. 16 is geesed that
these powers slinll pomsess within their ro-
spective hoiterlonds cxclusive rlghts of aov-
erolgnty, which, theugh at present in-
ehonte, may bo wnade metual ot thelr good
pleasure.

Wao come now to the praction] question,
Is “sphere of influence™ synonyvmons with
hinderland, as it (s applisd by Bussia to
Manchuria ancd by Geviany (o 8hinn Tung
Theorctically, & s not; for uo dalm to
sovarnignty s set up with respect to either
of the provinees numed.

In nll other respents Bhan Tung, during the
perlod for which it is leasod, will belong to
Germany as fully and exclusively na if it
wore ownad by her in fea, No one doubts,
moreover, that long bofors the explration
of the lease the province will ba formally
annexed,

In " aphores of InNuenee,” thus deflned,
do Amerleans contlnue to enjoy the rights
which Chiua has previously granted to
them by treaty 7 By law, no; hy favor,
yes, That is, at all events, the poaltion
which has been taken by Rusain, and In
which ahe is supported by Franee, It re-
malns to ba acen whether Germany will not
concur In the view advoeated by Eogland
and the United States, that a lesseo of for-
eln territory takes his lenso subject to the
international obligations previcusly ns-
sumad by the lessor.

For Germany.

The Iatest ocourroneos at Apla and Muli-
nuu and thereabonta elear the whole Sa-
monn altuation at the cost of some Amerl-
cun and English lives,

Threa Governments agreed by treaty to
guarantee good government in Samos anid
to preserve peace and order there. The
three Governments ave those of the United
States, Germany and Great Britain, in the
order of slgning the oampaact.

A rebelllon arose in Samon against the
Government estalilished by the teeaty, and
it has been fosterad, promoted, encouraged
and practically supported throughout by
the loeal represeutatives of one of the par-
ties to the troaty, Germany.

The paramount duty of thetreaty Powera,
in the present grave emorgeney, I8 to sup-
press the rebwllion, to protect life and prop-
erty, to prevent outrage, and to remove the
citisge of trouble amd danger by deporting
this lendder of the reliela,

Thut I8 the duty of the United States,
Germany, and Great Dritaln jointly, Tn
the exorcise of that duty, the represento-
tives of at lenst two of the theee treaty
Powers declnevd at an end the so-called
provislonal government of the relel Ma-
TAAFA G aind thereupon Admiral KavTz, as
the senior naval offlcer of the Powers pes
sponsible for penon and orler in Spmoa,
ssued woproclumation ordering MATAAFA
anil his ndherents to disperse,

We gay at least two of the throo treaty
Powers, for (U does nob appear from the
desputelics whether the German Consil-
General Rose participated in the confer-
chee. Probably not; or, if present, only ns
woprotesting minorvity, for after Admiral
Kavrzs warning 1o the rebels to go o
thelr homes, and after MaATaara and his
followers had evineed a disposition Lo obey,
the German Consul-General issued g prog-
lamation of his own upholding the pro-
vislonnl government of the rebel MATAAFA,
Thus supported and encouraged to defy the
Powers acting under the traaty, MATAAKA
resimnd - hils aetive rebelllon, attacked
Apin, and in so doing killed theee British
shblors anid one Amoriean.,

As to Goermany, the alternative is so plain
nuwthut it hurdly requires statement. That
Government must cither repudiate Consul-
Gieneral Rose anil his acts, or it must repu-
ke the treaty of Berlin, Asa party to
the treaty it cannot uphold its representa-
tives i uplisliling reliels ogainst the gov-
ernment established by the treaty, amd wo
dor uot bwelieve that Germany will under-
take so todlo,

Section 7 of the thivd article of the eom-
pvet between the United States, Germany,
and Cireal Britain provides:

A rame any difterence whall arise betwesn aither
of the troaty Powers which they shall fall to adiust
by mutuad aceovd, rueh difference ihall nat be held
etite foroear, bt whall be refeceed for ad)ustment
Inthe principles of Justico and oquity to the Chief
Justien of Sanon, who ahell make
thiorron in writing

hin decision

The German Government Lins nol yer, so
farna is konown, vepudiotod the Chinf Jys.
tiee whom it Joined  In establlshing In
authority In Samon. It has not sienifierd
its npproval of the attempted overtlhivow of
the suprema tribunal by the relwl nativis,
the former German Dresident of the Mu-
nicipnl Counell, nnd the present Iinperial
Consul-Geoernl In Samou,

Therefore, there s no internationul von-
ot Invalvad in the present sltuation, Pri-
vided that Germany moecta her rosponsibil-
ity and does her duty, under the treaty,
and does it promptly.

Sealing In the North acifie,

The sealing sehooner Geneva, which put
into n Callfornia harbor the other day, ri-
ported the remarkable eateh of 1,243 seals
In little less than ono month, The apen
season lasts until May 1, and the performe
ance of this slngle vossel sugzgesta what can
b necomplishad by pelagle hunting in the
North Pacitle alone, outside of Behring Sen.
Pelagio souling, na the Government expert,
Dr, JoRDAN, has salid, “involves the indis-
eriminate killing of males and fomales, the
lutter forming st all timesthe groater part of
the pelagie eatoh,”  Throughout February,
Mareh and April this work goes on,

At one time 1t was siggostod that the
cloap sopson should begin on April 1, In-
stond of May 1, and theGenevi's experience
shows that such a limit would allow u ves-
wol, with good Tuek, to meake o full entel in
the spring, outslde of the season ln Behring
Hoa, beginuing with Aug. 1. But this conees-
glon we have not vet hesn able to obtain,
It was hopesd that the Joint High Commis-
glon would do something to protect the
soals, ono report belng that it would ree-
ommend the abolition of pelagic aealing by
our Governtent's purchase of the sealing
outlits,  But as the commisslon has nil-
Journed untll Angust we must expect at
least one more year of slaughter, and the
Gieneva has hogun it,

Gen. Miles and “ Embalmed Beef.”

On the Sth of last November Major-Gen,
Miues made his annunl veport to the Secrpe-
tary of War, amd with 1t submitted the pes
ports of the general officera in ohneee of
the militury operations during the war,
communidors of corps nl departments,
and theirsubordinate offleers, numbering in
all 262 reports wd 11Ing 678 octiyo plges.
Gon. Minvs detalls the various plans of canm-
padgn proposed by him, which, fortunately,
were rejectesl by the Presidont, and de-
geribes with much partlenlarity his own
enmpaign In Porto Rico, pursusd against
teifling apposition, the whole number of
cosualtios from July 20 to Aug. 14 having
been threo killed and forty wounded.

Throughout the thicty-cight octayvo pages
of his own report specitfeally, Gen, MiLes
mikea no complnint, no criticism and no
suggestion whntever as to the supply de-
partment of the army.  Indirectly ho con-
veys only praise, for he desoribes moves
menta and operations which wers uniformly
suceessfiul, and could not hinve boon suceosss
ful it the task of the Subwistence Depart-
ment had not been performed eficlently nnd
with promptness, if the food supplied had
not been good aud suflelont,  He makes no
reference of any Kind, direct or lndiveet, 1o
any defect orinferlority of (he meat sup-
plies, has net a word to say about * e
balmed beotr ™ oreanmed beef,  Hi makes no
mention of any detection by him or by any
officer under him of any such fault or of
any fauit of any kind or of any compluint
of any, you he descvibes with minutoness
the oceurrences amld all the procesdings nt
the very time when, aceording to his tos-
timony beforn the President’s eommission,
he had diseoversd the * ombrlined boot *
outeage,  The reports of oMeers serving in
Porto Rico at that time 1l many pagos,
Lut none of thom makes the slightest ref-
erenve to the beef ration, much less any
compluint of it,

Nor i8 there any reforeneo to the subject
In the veports of the Generala or other ofil-
vers serving In Cuba, the Philippines, or
at home camps, though they s uumer-
ous and minute, exeept that In the reports
of the Inspoctor-General and his subordi-
nates the subject js very hrletly and eosu-
ully touched upon In three Instances, The
three amd only eritlelsms of the beef ra-
tlon we find In this huge volume fill, all
told, a few lues merely.  Liout.-Col,
GAnLixarox of the Inspector-General's de-
prtiment, (v, 1, speaking of the travel ra-
thon of troops teansported to Cuba, Ineiden-
tally saye that " the canned rorst bhoof fur-
nished wasunpalatable and unsightly,"” nnd
then dismisses Lhe subject, Inspector-Gien-
eral BRECRINRIDOE orltlelses “the travel
ration, asnow constituted, asnot altogethey
suited to use by soldiers travelling on the
soea, or even for long Journeys on land,” and
ho wdds: " Tho ropst beef fyrnished is un-
slghtly and poon unpalatable, and it some-
times becomes repulsive in the troples ta
the averags man, 1t woulil b well tovon-
sult the naval food st In the preparation
of afravel ratlon for use on tho transport =,
The conned roast boef, howevey, 18 a part of
the navy ratlon. Io opposition toe that pe-
pont s his reference elsowliers of * eannod
roast boef- probably brawn —a most wel.
come addition 1o the eanned eornsil Lesf
nmd beans Lo whiel the men woers
vioualy conflnel.”

dinnls has sald that he will pecept the oleetion

But In spite of this the sithronlzation of {hin
now Popo s an coenslon of great copomony and
pomp, lnnsmuach us It (s the sisible setting
apart of the chosen person as the head of the
Roman Catholle Chureli. The seromonios are
many and complicatad, earrled aut with all the
wealth of detnil that the long sueecesion of
rontifieal mnsters of eercmony hava been alile
to dovise,

The procesdings  begin enrly on the ap-
polnted day in the Sistine Chapel, whore, for
thn socond timoe, the Cardinals adore the new
Pape. The frst ndoration was Immedintely
after the election, while the Cardinals were
still in eonclave.  After this adoration, the
proceasion s formed to eonduct his Holiness
ta 8t P'eter’'s Chureh. Firat mnareh the choir,
then the lower ¢lorgy, then the Dishops, Arch-
bishopa, Cardinnls, ol in order of rank, the
juniors first, and. Anally, earvied in hils chair
by twalve sorvants, comea the now Popa, All
around the eclergy march niombers of tho
Yapal Guard and aof the Noble Guurd,

In the great Chureh of §t. Pater the procos-
Alon moves up the central nisle and halts nt the
chapel of the Most Holy Trinity, whers the
Pone ndares the Host, Then it passes Ly the
high altar on the north side, and on thy enst
Eide Btops, when the Pope alights and with the
Cardinals entors a placn ruiled off from the
rost of the sanctuary.  Aftern moment the new
P'ope advances toward tho altar ang praye at
the lowest step. T'hon he asesnds the steps
and seats himsalf on the altar, in the eentre,
whera the elbarium holding the Host usually
s placeid,  The Cardinals then advanes to
adors him o third time. Thoy prostinte then -
uslves before him and kisa hls slpper: then
rialog they Kiss his hand, which is ecovered by
the edge of his cope, and then recelve from the
Popo twa embraces, The Pope then lilesses
the people nnd lenves the altar. Mounting his
chair agaln ha ls conducted out of the church
in the same style as he ontored,

On the Bunday following this part of the oon-
secratlon ocours tho coronation, which takes
place in 8t Peter'a also,  1he Pope says mass,
during whichthe senlor Cardinal Deacon plages
on him the poutifion] mantle, uttering this

rayoer: “ Recvive the holy mantle, the pleni-
hdo of the pontifleal offlees, 1o the honor of
Almlghty God ind of the most glorivus Virgin
Mary, his miother, and of the blessed apostles,
Potor and Paul, nnd of the Holy HNoman
Chureh.'

Then, the eholr slnging * Fooe Sacerdos Mag-
s " the Popa In procession lenves the high
altar anid goes to the baleony over the great
doors of the chureh.  The Cardinal Degean
then removes the pontiieal mantie, and the
Cardinnl Doan plucos this tharn s monareh on
the hoad of the new Pove, saying this prayer:
" Recoive the tinea adorned with thres erowns,
and know that thou art the father of prinees
and king, the governor of the warld, on sarth
vicar of our Saviour Jeaus Christ, to whom 18
honor and glory for ever and evir, Amen.”
