dovoted Its sitting y to consideration of
lawlessness In the Churoh of England. Mr. Hyd-ne- y

aedgo.tnemberfor Walsall, who tsa member
of tho House of Laymen of the, dlocoso of Roch-
ester and a lioensed proacher In tho dioceses of
London and Roohestor. mood tho adoption
of a resolution which virtually aimed to
exclude members of tho English Church Union
from eooleslastlcat appointments. This reso-
lution, however, was ovontually withdrawn
In favor of a motion made by Mr. Ham-u- ot

Iloare, member for Norwich, deplor-
ing the spirit of lawlessness displayed by
certain mombera of tho Church, and express-
ing tho hope that her Majesty's Ministers
would not recommend any clergyman for
ecclesiastical preferment unless satisfied that
lie would loyally obey the Bishops nnd the
prayer book.

Mr. Arthur Balfour, tho Government leader
In tho House, supported Mr. Hoare's motion
Ha declared thut If there was hope for tho
future of the Established Church It could only
Ho In the resolute determination of all modor-at- o

meu who are loyal to tho Churoh to unite
and oxpress thotr Intention not to allow the
great fabric, which was the work of genera-
tions of able and pious men. to be dostroyed by
tho frantic, short-sighte- d polloy of hon-
est, but mlstakon eooleslastlcal theorists.
whether belonging to one party or
tho other. Ho folt deeply that whilo
men were disputing these matters of relatively
small Importance there was. perhaps. Irrep-
arable Injury being done, not only to the
Church, but to tho wholo cause of religion.

Mr. Ooorge 0. Bartley, member for North
Islington, moved to add to Mr. Hoare's motion
the words "and to obey the law as declared by
the courts which have jurisdiction In ecclesi-
astical matters."

This roused strong opposition from the rltu-atlst- io

partisans, as It touched the very point
by which the ritualists defend thomselvos.
They profess obedience to tho Bishops and the
prayer book, but repudiate the necessity of
obeying tho interpretation put on the rubric
by tho courts,

Mr. Balfour thought tho addition unwise,
and said that personally he would never think
ot applying It as a test for clergymen he might
havo to appoint, but the sense of the House
was against him. and Mr. Hoare's motion, us
amended by Mr. Bartlsy, was carried by a vote
of 200 to 1.

Spfxal CtbU Dtivate to Tne Sri.
Rome, April 11. The Pope gae the recep-

tion to the Cardinals y which was post-
poned upon the occasion of the anniversary of
his ooronation owing to the Pontiff's illness.

Replying to the congratulations ot the Cardi-
nals, tho Pope expressed his thanks to Ood for
his recovery, and hoped that tho deliberations
of the disarmament conference would bo suc-
cessful In tho Interest of universal pence.

The Church desired nothing more sincerely.
As the mother of nations, as the enomy of vio-
lence and bloodshed, she was charged with a
mission of pacification. This mission alio ful-

fills In proportion to the freedom loft her for
action.

Every time Bhe has interened directly In the
serious affairs ot the world she has assured ths
public welfare, and the Popes had often stopped
oppressions and scoured truces, agreements
and treaties of peace. Civilization would have
perished without Papal authority, which vin-
dicated the supremacy of right over might,

Aftor the address was read by an official, his
Holiness, who appeared to be enjoying re-

markably good health, blesBed his visitors In a
Arm aud vigorous voice.

BIG BRIDGE DERRICK FELT;.

ITil.VT TV MULING INTO THE HARLEM
AND KILLED l'OVR MEN.

Seven Others Hurt by nn Accident nn the
New Willis Avenue Drawbridge Trestle
That Carried thn Derrick Onve Out- - Stood
on l'llliig on it Treacherous Ilottom,

A big travelling derrick used In Inilld-In- g

si tomiKirnry struct mo for tho now Willis
avenuo drawbrldgo oer the Harlom River
fell Intotho rivor )esterday afternoon, carrying
with It a lot of men, four of whom wero killed
and seven Injured, There were thirty em-

ployed on tho trestlo work and plors at tho
time, and more than twenty fell Into tho river,
but half of them wero fished out uninjured, The
accident was caused by the settling of sonio of
the piles supporting the structure on which
tho dorrlck rap. This started tho end of tho
track down and slid thn machine off Into the
water.

Tho bridge, when constructed, will connect
First avenue aud Willis avenue. The contract
for Its construction was given to John C.
Rogers of 41!1 East 125th street. Rogers sub-
let the contract for the Ironwork of tho bridge
to tho r.dgomoor Bridgo Company of Wilming-
ton, Del. The two piers on tho Willis avenue
sldoof tho rlerhave already been constructed,
one about feet further out In the stream
than tho other. A temporary trestle now con-
nects tho shore with tho nearerplcr, and about
a week ago the bridge company began to build
another temporary trestle between tho two
piers preparatory to putting up the permauont
Ironwork. This trestle was about twenty feet
high and wits made of extra heavy timbers.
The bottom at that part of the rler was found
toboery treacherous, and the piles to sup-
port the framework wero dilven to an un-
usual depth. All but about forty feet of the
trestle had been completed yesterday morn-
ing, anil an extra foico of men had been put
on This part of tho work was to liaobeou
finished by

The dorrlck used was of unusual proimrtions.
It was about forty feet high, made of 12 by 14
inoh timbers, and hnd two nrme to lift stone
and iuaterl.il from boats In tho rhor. To get
at this material It was lun to the extreme end
ot the structure. It weighed all told about
fourteen tons nnd ran on three rails laid along
tho trestlewoik

lestenlay afternoon tho men had just M-
ulshed nt 2 o clock a section of tho trestlework
and. after laying the rails, hnd pushed the
heavy machine out oxer the newly llnlslulpart. About this time tluoe masons under a
foreman went back to work, putting tho

touches to tho masonry of the outer
Pier Tho men were William and Walter
lie laney, father and son, nnd Thomas Grady,
a holper. They wero slung down tho Inner
Bide of the stonexvork on a scaffolding andwere In chargo ot Frank Allen, a foreman ofRogers, the ooutractor The mon on the
trestle had just got the derrick Into place
on the outer edge of the trestle about
2:20 o clock, when a tremor xvent through
the entire lumber structure us the pilesjust under tho dei rick began to settle. This
in a moment had slanted thn tracks down for-
ward and the ponderous machine rolled over
the steadying blocks and fell forward Intothoriver, carrying with It the newly finished sec-
tion of tho trestle on which many of the men
were still working. Tho too of the machinejust renched the stone pier und carried down
the scaffold on which tho masons wero. Allen,
the foreman, had Just dropped onto a float as
the thing fell and esoaped uninjured.

The moment the derrick fell a lot of tugs In
the neighborhood began to whistle an alaim.
Those nearest pushed up Into the xvreckage,
and thair crews began dragging men out olthe water Many wero in danger of drowning,
but the ready tugs sax-e- them. Police Captain
Martens of the Alexander avenue station ar-
rived rlnnllv with the reserxes and ambulunces
from the Hailem und J Hood Wright hos-
pitals. The ambulances could not get any-
where near the scene When the polloe andsurgeons did arrive men were clambering up
out of the wreckage, and for a long time It
could not be ascertained just who had been
killed.

two hours bcfoie anyother bodies wore discov-
ered, nnd It xvas bolluxed that unite a number
hnd lost their lixes. The timekeei er of thn
bridge company finally called the roll of the
names of those eniplosed on the trestle, and It
was found that of these Battle xvas the only one
killed Th.- - bodies of the txxo other masons
were found later burled In tho xxreckage near
the stone pier Both men, lu all probability,
hail be.-- crushed by the iron ton of the derrick
as It fell aclast the pier.

Idle Hour xvas built about twenty years ago.
In;tho southwest corner nf the cellar were big
furnaces that heated the building. The kitch-
ens xvere also situated In this wing, li'wns
shortly before 4 o'clock'that In mnklng a round
of tho house, a detective, who is omploied to
keepn watch on affairs, smelled (moke. Ho
tiaced tho odor to ths southwest corner of ths
building. Theic smoke could bo seen, nnd tho
entire household was nrouse.l. Mr. and Mrs.
Vanderbllt slop In the xvest wing of tho build-
ing on tho becond lloor. Smoko was soon fill-

ing the west ond of the building. Semmt
fled from the building hnlf clothed. It Is said
that Mrs. Vanderbllt lied from the house In her
night clothes und wraps but was lator sup-
plied with cbthlnglwhichther maid had caught
up In her flight Mr Vnudeibllt fared llttlo
better. Theio wero five male mid four female
servants In the house, and it Is said that Mr.
Vanderbllt did not relax hl vigilance until ho
found that exery member of the household was
accounted for. Then a rocking chair taken
from thu annex was placed In a safe place on
the lawn for Mis.Vanderbllt, und wrapped In a
blanket she looked on while the flames en-

veloped tho building
In all there were nboulinfty persons smplojed

lu and about the grounds The'whols force on
the grounds was called out und messsneers
were despatched on Horseback to tho South
Side Kpoitsmcu's Club for aid while others
were sent out to arouse tho country lde. An
electric ularm on the placo was set going and
msssengors wore also sent on horseback to
West Sayvllle nnd Isllp to call out the xolun-teerlflr- o

The
Are companies responded, but xvhen they
reached the scene the building xvas in ashes.

Close to the burning building stood a tall
water tower capable of holding 15.000 gallons
of water, which furniehed the supply to the
house and grounds. Lines of garden hose
were attached to hydrants, while nlhand pump
used In spraying water oxer tho lawaslwas util-
ized. Percelxlug that tho placo xvai doomed,
the serxants set about snxlng the furniture in
the "Annex." This "Annex" was used as a
billiard r:em and uunrters for guests.
