CANNED ROANT BEET,

e Finds That It Contalos More Nutriment,

ur Muscle-Forming Ingredients, Thian

Fresh Neef—Could Not Tell Whether the

Ment Examined Was Horse Menr or Not.

Wasninorox, Aprll 12 —Rudoloh K. Bpleer
of the Fourth I'ennayivanla Volunteors, that
served n Porto Rico, was n withess before the
Army Court of Inguiry this morning, Bpleer
sald that he s a professional embalmer and
funeral dirsotor In Harelaburg, Pa. He had
obisarved erystalline senles on the surface of re-
[rigarated Leal lasued to the men of his regl-
ment In Porto Hieo, The meat also had a
mreenlsh eolor. Heplylng to quostlons of
Major Lee, the witness snld that the ervatals
oun the beef brought to his mind a recollestion
ol the use of boracle aold In the ambalming
process. The oryatals on the beel appearsd
mora generally in the cuts of the meat, where
the tissue was broken apart, He sald that In
the process of embalming bodies boraele aeld
was usunlly used on parts of the Pesh where it
had ecricked open. As to canned roast heef,
the soldiers found It unsatisfnctorr and often
rejected it. It was frequently svolled and
could pot be eaten. He said he ate sorze of the
rofriwernted beel In Porto Hieo onse only. It
had a pecullue taste aud made him i1l

P'rof. W, D, Bigelow, chemist employed by
the Department of Agriculture, who aceome-
panied the Court of Ingulry on its Inapection
of the packing houses at Chicago and Kansas
City, wns next Introduced to the conrt by Re«
corder Davis, who said that hy direetinn of the
court P'rol. Bigelow, while on the trip of In-
wpection, had seenred snmnples of the beal
from the'vacking housas and made analyses,
the result of whieh wua stated I u report on
the subject. Jol. Davis then read to the court
I'rof. Blgelow's repart of his examinations

An important revelntion made Ly the report
is that eanned roast beel really eontalus more
nutriment than the frosh beef, Prof, Blgolow
showed this by contrasting tables giving the
ecomposition of the fresh beal and the canned
runst beel, The samnles of eanned ronst beel
had Leen ennned In the presence of Prof, Blgo-
low, In a genoral statementthe report ex-
plaioed;the influence of canning on the com-
rosition of beef. It Arst stated the compoal-
tion of fresh bLerf as follows: Water, 4H2K;
proteids, 102.2: moat basls, 10.40; far, 4.4
ash, W0, Extracted by bolling: water, 22.7;
protelds, 0.1 : ment basis. 1.:4: fal, 22.85; ash, 2.5,
Added in canning: water. 28.5; oroteids, 5.7
ash, 7. Calenlated compoxition of panoned
neal: protelds. 107 H; meal basis, 7.0 asli, 1M
eodium ehlorlde, .02 Comnosition of canued
beel ae determined by nealysis: water, 3500
proteids, 107.4; meat banis, 8.2; fat, 71.0: ash,
7 2: sodium ehloride, $.79: undetermined, 8.0,

nmination of eanued ponst besl ns com pursd
with uncooked fresh beef, It was remaramid
in this report that the exanminations showesl
that canned beof contalned 24 4 per cent. nu
teitive aubstnneas, of muscle-making focid, as
compared with 1M per cent, of the same sut-
stoness in the fresh heel,

Mujnr Lee poluted out that the reporta of
Prof. Bleciow sent to the War Investlenting
Commisaion wees of the exnmination of the
beet Turnished the ariny within the prosont
voar and oo remote to be compurad with e
beel supplimd the armvy In Cabn.
