The climax e¢ame in the eighth in-
ning, when Androws Aned MoGraw and Eobin-
pon £5 ench and opdered the Iatter outof the
gume lor continued violation of the rules, Tt wna
the firat time Robinsnn was ever pennlized In
this manner. 8o ha sald. Andrews declared
after the gamo that the Baltimores appearsd
willlng to kick at any nnd every decision,
whether {t was right or wrong. The New
Yorks plaved rather poorly in the field and
made n numbior of baso-runiing mistakes, but
they won bocnuse they bunehod their hits at
the right time, The Baltimorss found Col-
enlough somewhat of a puzzle, all things eon-
slderad.
