Brooklyn, on
Tuesdayvvenlni: next, tho 2Sth, has been aban-
doned by the society owlnc to tlio failure of
the public to stistnln the entertainment

when It was found that the sales were
too small to Kuaranteu an audience. It
was decided to return tho moneys Paid
for tickets and Indcllnltelv postpono the
concert The programme announced was
n cood ono. nnd the soloists were to bo Miss
Marie Ilrenia nnd Miss Tlorence Terrol. Mr.
Franr. Kaltenborn was to conduct and an
orchestra of fifty was to piny. A persistent
effort was mndo to sell the tickets, but
for ono reason and another there was little or
no icsponse to the appeal of tho society After
n conference of as many members of thosociety as could bo gathered together, itwas decided that ihe society would not ylwi
iiwny any of its tlckots. nnd it could
not n flop I to give the concert withoutan nudienco of the usual size accus-
tomed to attend the concerts of the society.
Since Mr Seldl's death the Seldl Society
has not attempted to giveorchestril concerts,
as It met with heavy reverses the last beasou
it gaxo concerts at Ilrlghton Deaeh, and
also the last of Its winter seasons. Thesociety accepted the offer of Mrs. Kalten-

COUNTERFEITER OWNS UP.

JACOBS OF LAfCAItTEIt REVEALS TUB
srchetn or xne mo fjiauv.

He and Ills Townamnn Kendlc XVIII Plend
(Jnllty The Tnlk of I'tirttier Arreats
Counterfeits Pnaaed Uere Mnliy Thou-
sands of Clsnrs Helzi-- In JIllll J' Places.

lANt'AHTEn. Pa., April 22. Counsel for Wil-
liam M. Jacobs and William L. Kendlc, the
chief Lancaster members of the gang of coun-
terfeiters arrested horo on Wednesday, y

admitted that Jacobs has made a full con-
fession of their criminal practice', and that
It shows a conspiracy of such stupendous
magnitude as to bo appalling. Jacobs,
who Is now in prison, nnd Kendlg,
who Is under big ball, hive announced their
Intention of pleading guilty when placed on
trial. Tho authorities are not yet ready to
make Jnrobs's confession public, as thev admit
that other parties nro Implicated, whoso
arrest will not take placo until Jacobs's state-
ments regarding them aio verified by Investi-
gation. Some n poisons are un-
doubtedly Implicated.

Kendlg y attempted to enter his ware-
house here, where tho counterfeiting plant was
situated, but ndnilss'on wus refused by tho
revenue olllcors in charge. A fullor seaieh of
the building Is to be mnde. It is believed Ken-
dlg has valunhlo property concealed thero.
