former years. Tho "sprinkling." ft being
done, does not "lav the dusf." it converts it
into mud nnd leaves little ponds of nater In the
hollows of tho asphalt, through which wheels
go with asivlsh. and, if they do not slip and
throw the rider, perform a sprinkling opera-
tion on his back. Tho streets are deluged and
the iiheelmou sprinkled, and Mie riders long
for u chniuie. Tlwy have been promised so
often that a dry strip Mould bo left for them
by tho water carts without Ilnding fullllmeui
that they havo despaired of this ever being
done. A new Idea that is bolng propagated it
an agitation in f.nor of n city ordlnanco re-

stricting tlio sbo and number of holes In tho
sprinkler pipe of city carts so that they can-
not spill so much water.

It Is agreed by loval League men who think
that the "outlaws" will not Bucceed, that even
If they do not and tho League wins the fight
will result In the League having learned sev-
eral wholesomo things. Tho changes In the
amateur rules recently announced by the X.
C. A. nre such as progressive mombors of the
Longno hai e long sought to introduce, and this
Is not the only respect in which th new and
hustling rival of Die League has pointed out
that old fogrlbm In theienernble body lias
been partly to blamo for Its troubles.

riders who have aligned thomsolies
with the X. C. A. rejoice that the "outlaw"
body lias abolished tho e classifications
that the League was too conserinttie to wipe
out, although strongly pressed to do so.

The League system recognised the fastest
tluielu which a man had ridden under any con-
ditions, so that mauy men wore barred from
classes in which they proporlv belonged be-

cause ot having once made faster time under
peculiar conditions. I'or instance, when mul-
ticycles wore used for pacing short races In-

stead of the single wheel pacing In vogue to-

day, a man might win a heat in 2:25 when
riding In n race of the 2:40 class with multi-
cycle pace, and then finish In the ruck in the
final. Just the same, the heat would count
against him. nnd down he would go Into the
2:25 class at a jump before he ever made a
nlnnlngln the 2:40 class. The lnjustl:e of
this has been freuuontly pointed nut. but the
League officials thought It would be too radical
amoi to wipe out all the old classifications
and start anow. The result was that class
races became almost obsolete, because nearly
all the men wero overrated. The N. C. A. hna
abolished all the oM records and agreed that
riders shall establish new marks under the
modern si stem of single pacing, and that
class marks shall be taken only In Itnal event,
so that hereafter a man will remain Inacla
until be scores a winning in lower time, the
same as Ib dono In the case of ttotting horses.

If riders who are troubled with squeaks in
their bicycles do not Und them In the head of
tne machine, the cranks, uedols or the (ad-
dles, they should look tn tholr spokes. The
aierage rider Is neglectful about baling the
spokes ot his wheel kept properly tight. The
frequency wlth'whleh spokes should bb tight-
ened larles greatly with different wheels and
different usage, but wheels which nre rlddouconsiderably are upt to need this attention
once In three or four months. When the spokes
geOoose, nnd they usually are so In the spring

The saddle
squeak Is easily cured with u few drops of oil.
but the spoke squeak tin'tins that the wheel is
sick and wants to go to a repair shop, whero
most wheels do not go often enough, llepnlr
men smile at the fuming ot riders oier the ex-
panse of as oierbuuling thai In duo to the neg-
lect of the owner. Shop men appreciate a
fact that every rider should learn. which is that
with bleyclei.. as with other vehicles nndwlth
