Hopes 1t Wil Be " assed,
Avmaxy, Aorll 25,—Gov, Roosevalt made to-
dar a statement of his nosition upon the Ford-
Blater Franehiss Tax bill to a delegation of
about 150 resldents of Noew York who had
come to the Capitol to uree the pasangs of the
mensure. The followleg asseciations were
represented : Heal Estate Hoard of Hrokers.
Heal Estate Exchange, Proverty Owners of the
Tenth, Fleventh and Seveutesnth Wards,
lfmper!r Owners af the Twenty-third Ward.,
Fast 8ida Vrotective Association, st Side
Husineas Association, 'eantrnl Federation of
Labor, Netall Grocers' Unlon, Amaterdam Ie-
publican Club and People’s Institute. The
delegation fncluded about 100 work ingmen of
the city,

W. H. Irving of the Wast 8ide Hepublican
Club and Dr, Miller of the Soeinl Reform Club
presented the dolegation to the Governor and
left with him briefs upon the question of vor-
porate taxation. ‘The Governor Informed the
delagation that e was with them {n n desire
that corporate franchises should Lear a part of
rh?‘burdou of taxation.

Ished statements In fuvor of the Ford Fran-

the Governor's chief obiescrions (o the mens-

The recent oceirrences in New York clty,”
sulil the Governor, “make me reluctant to glve
wide latitude in nesessmen matters to any
board, as it lenvas no opportunity wide onen
for corrunilon.

THE SENATE AMENDS IT TO
THE GOVERNOR'S VIEWS,

MNEET

It Provides Now for a Fifty-Yenr Franchise
with Twenty-live-Yonr Renewals nand
Open Compreiitlon—Likely (o He Pased
To-Morrow —~ Gov. Roewevell Plansed,

Atpaxy, Aorll 25,<The New York Citv
Raphl Tranelt bill introducsd by Henator
Htranahan will undoubtedly pnss the Legiela-
tare anil become a law after having bean
saandedzn as tomest the viewe of Giov. Rouss-
velt, who s opposed to the provision granting
o franchise in perpetulty and aleo to the provi-
slon in the present bill which limits the grant
of the frapchise to an exieting rallroad oor-
voration on Manhattan Igland, The LIl came
up In the Senate to-day on the ordar of third
reading and aniendmeants were adonted in lins
with the Governor's ldeas, These amend-
ments wers prepared by Senators Ford and
Flsberg and Assemblyman Gherardl Davis,
They wprovide thnt the franchise shall he
granted for n parlod of Afty years and that it
may ba extended at the end of each twenty-
five yeara therenfter. when it shall be revalued
for the purpose of detarmining what compen-
siitlon sha'l be pald tothe ciry, It Is further
provided that the sontraet for constrocting n
ranld transit rond sha'l be awnrded alter free
competitive biddineg.

Senators Berannhan nnd Ellsworth, whila not
wishing to ovvoss .tha views of the Governor |
upon the aueation, thought that the opivion
of thelllanid Transit Commissioners, who ware
familiar with the situation, should be fol-
lowad in the enactment of rapld tranalt lagls-
lation. They thought the commission should
have full power to grant a franchine in per-
petuity or to limit (tslife as occasion might
require, Thelir poaltion was based solaly upon
the opinion excreassed Ly the Hapld Trausit
Comminssioners that ravid trapsit could, le
best secured upder the provisfons of the bill
na it stood. Senators Ford, Flaberg and Brown
defended the position tnken by tha Governor,
Sennters tirndy nad MeCarren criticlsed the
Governor for attempting to dictate raptd tran-
git legislatlion. In foct, Hepator Grady in on
Impassioned speech attacked the Ford amend-
nients aud followsd up his romarke by voting
for them. ‘I'his was really the surprise of the
day, ns pearly all of the Demuceratle Senntoms
fullowed in his wake.

Twelve Great Jee Streama THacavered on
the Gireatest of Afriean Mountalne,

The enorey of voleanio forces in all parts of
the world appears to have attalned its maxi.
mum in tropieal regions, The greatest vol.
canoes are invariably found there. though
other limes of eruption may extand far outside
tha equntorial aren. Thua In Afriea by far
thes greatest monntain masaes of voleanie ori-
gin are in the melghborhos! of the equator.
Among them the peak of Ruwesnazorl towers
17,400 featSaboveiths sea, Kenia rises to a
heleht of 10,000 feet and Kibo, the hizhest
summit of Kilima.njaro, attains 16.700 fest,
Killma-njaro is thus the loftiest mountain In
Afrion and lies just south of the aquntor.

Dr. Hans Meyer has inst spent u season In
the study o! this glnat amoog mountains, Kill-
ma-njaro, which has a place for all the olimates
of the world unon its alopes. From Its trowl-
enl bese to (ta les-crowned summit It'afforda
facilitien for the existence of every kind of
plant apd animal, No wnonder that after Its
discovary ' by the misslonary Rebmann, (m
IH4R, 1t was always an objeot of much speonla-
tlon and interest. Forly:-five Furnpenns wis-
itad the mountaln before Dr. Mayar, In1RA7,
hegan the work that has glven him the firat
place among lis explorers. A number of his
predecessors tried (n valn to reach ite snows
erowned summit, Meysr surcesded only on
his third attamot. Tn 1HNT he attained the alti-
tude of 17490 feet, when he was compelled te
turn back and rejoin his axhausted comraden
uelow.  Ha was agaln dafeated in his attompt
of 1848, but [n 1880 he floundered through the
snow tathe top of Kalser Wilholm Peak on the
edee of the Kibo crater, the rulminating point
of . Afrlea. There he saw aglaclal stream
emerging through a rift In tha crater wall
and moving down the west slope

Since his cong uest of the mountain murk
has Leen added to our knowledge of Kilhna-
piaro by oMciala in the Governmeut of German
Fast Africa®and German naturalists who have
svent many months In studving it.
