JOHN E. OWENS'S SUBSTITUTE.

Brief Career of the Man Who Heplaced the
Comedian In the Unlon Army.

Wasnrsarox, Aoprll 20.—Thers died In &
Washington hosultal the other dav an Irishe
mnn who attained a cortaln notoriety a gener-
utlon ngo through having been accepted as a
substitute lu the Unlon Army for John FE.
Owene, the comedian, Owens was & resldent
of Baltimors county. Md., his hamo belng just
beyond Balidimore ecity. The demund on ths
eounty for her proportion of the State's quota,
under the second requisition of President Lin-
eoln for soldlers, during the civil war liwked
forty-seven of completion. Late one after-
noon, the time for volunteers to round out the
raauired number having exvired at noon, the
dresded and uopopular wheel of fortine, as
it wns callod, was set avinning to supply the
deflefeney. The third name taken from the
wheel by a hlind boy sent over from o nearby
asylum to act’as nanme taker, was that of John
I. OUwens. The fact poon became known at
Barnum's Hotel in Baltimore eity, the meeting
plneo of Owens and his frienis,

At the time Owens was Nlling an engage-
ment at the old Natioaal Theatre {n Washing-
ton and he was having o benefit night, as was
the custom once durick an epgusement ln
those days. The Lill consisted of two pluys,
“Ihe Rivais™ and “The Hapvlest Doy of My
Life,” in which latter play Owens portrayed a
lenvecked husband timidly hiding away when-
ever opportunity offered. The theatre wos
crowded. President Lincoln.and a party oceu-
pled a Lox and membera of the Cabinet and
other distinguiehed men In both eivil snd
military life were in attendance, ‘Lhe curtain
had gons down amid deafening anoplause, and
when it was rung up again Owens stevped to
the front leading Mrs. Malaprop. Anuproars

HOSTILE PEOPLES YOKED.

S8TATE OF TRE ENMITY BETWEEN
NORWAY AND BWEDEN.

Recent KEvents Which Have Heen Ezagger-
nted in Importance—Other Eveants (dvers
Tooked The Crown Prinea's Unpopue
Inrity=The War Strength of the Natlons,

The relations betweon Sweden and Norway
bave been sirained forso long a tlme that
mueh which looks ontloous to the workl ut
Inrge I8 contempinted with conparative indif.
ference Ly the two natlons, Many recent
evonts have been trentsd with'improper «ig-
ulflcanes by eorresvondents, An approprin.
tion of several milllon erowns for defonsive
purpones {s made to nbpear as A menace to
pence, no mentlon being made of the fuct that
this aperopriation has been alvocated with
great zost for more than a deende,

‘Ihere are certaln events,"however, that san-
not be explnined away, Froquent reports of
dincourtesies shown hy the vopuiation of
Christinnia towntd the heir-appareént to the
throne of Norway and Bweden (ndiente that
somethite is wrong, One of thess disturk-
nnhees wnd an ineldent which occurred in
Uhristinpln recently and which wae  tele-
graphed broadenst, The students of the unl-
versi'y and a number of other yoeng persnns
warn eafd to have hissed and snowballed the
Crown Prince on his way to the royal castle,
The reader of this newas, i he possessed nny
Imagination whatever, could not help laugh-
ing heartily at the thought of the dignified
Crown Prince jumping and dodglne to save
his fmmasulnte hat from tha misciles. Whnt
reslly took olace was this: One of the large
restuurants in the Norweglan capital wanted
to Introduce o new brand of beoar snd eonealved
the lden of aerving it free aurlng one day in
order to advertise It. This opportunity  wis
enperly selzed Ly the students of the university
and the inembers of the Hterary and artietical
vroletirint, who tire more nimerous, perhnps,
than in any other eitd of fqunl slze, and ure
striving engerly to emulata thelr Parisian pro-
totypes, ‘The result was that about midoight,
when the restiurnuts close, the streets were
full of young men in o very exolted state of
mind, who howled Justily in the bellef that they
were singlog patriotio songe,

A large number of them! wore gatherel
around the monument of Corl XIV, Juhrn In
front of the royal castle, when the Crown
Prince passed by In his earringe, FHe was
grestod with a mixture of hisses and clicors
and followed to'the very gates ol the eastle,
The rival factions continued their contentions
fn front of the castle, until the guard turned
out to chass thom nwny, when all united in o
merry snowball war nguinst the soldlers, One
man was arrested and no one woas hurt. The
Swedish chauvinists lnid hold of this incldent
with avidity and made the most of it in order
to further thelr aslitation.

But.a much more serious avent, which took
place a few days earlier, was entirely, passead
over, It uvecurred wheo the Crown rinoce,
now Hegent of the united kiogdoms, ar-
rived In Christianin, Thousapds of people hnd
gathered In front of the rallroad station—a
rara oocurrence in Christiauia, where Jittle at-
tention is paid to the comings and goings of
the roval family—but not a hat was lfted and
not a cheer was rafsed when the Crown Prince
appearad. No overt net, no indisercat utter-
poneo spalled the demonstration. And the
muta dissatisfastion expressed on every face
must hnve cut the coming ruler of the conntry
mora desnly than aov hostile outery.

(ine of the gravest dangera fo the uniop s to
be found in this aversiow of the Norweginn
peopleito the Crown Prince. Kiug Chorles XV,
the elder brother and predecessor of the pres -
ent King, is allezed to have said onee in a mo-
ment of depression:

“It will hold together in my time, and ner-
haps In that of my brother, but how his hoy
will farve, that is another question.’

Whether authentic or not, this prophecy hide
fair to coms true. The Inat three Kings hove
held their own 1o the hearts of the Norwegian
peonle by acts which the Swedish aristoeraey,
speaking under their breath, have branded
ns weak-minded concessions. Osear I. gave to
Norway its own flag: Charles XV, endeavored
to abolish the objectlonnble poliey of appoint-
Ing royal governors for Norway: Osear IL ao-
comilished the abolltion of this polley and hns
tried In every way to Le ucuustitutional mon-
arch in the English sense,  Guostavus, Dukaof
Wermland nnd Crown Prines of Sweden and
Norway, s credited with a atroneg oppositioa
to any compromise or yielding. e is re-
sopved, counservative, slow of action nnd
spaoch, but Inflexitile when ones his mind has
Leen muade up, IHis aeeession to the throne,

the Norwogians think, will meon that the final
