Perusal Meat Was Good When Sold
to the Army Was Also the Meat of
Commerce No Kvlilenee of Cliemlcnls.

Washington, April 2l. The nrmy beef court
of Inquiry concluded y Its Investigation
of Oen. Mlles's charges about the food supply
of the army In thn war with Spain. Tho last
witness was examined on Monday. and slnco
then the court has been engaged In preparing
Its report, which was finished about 2 o'clock
this afternoon and signed by Gen. James 1

Wade, Gen. Georgo W. Davis and Col. Glllesplo.
Half an hour later the court adjourned slno
die, and Col. Georgo B. Davis, the recorder,
wont to the War Department with a copy of
the report.

In the absonce of Beorctary Alger the report
was received by Assistant Secretary Melkle-joh-

who Immediately scaled It In an euvelope
and sent It to the Whlto House. It will prob-
ably be read by President McKlnloy on Monday
and given out for publication somo time next
week.

There Is much speculation as to the findings
of tho court, but thn mombors refuse to dis-
cuss their roport. and little can bo learned as
to whnt recommendations havo been mnde. It
Is known, however, that tho court has con-
cluded that certain Individuals did not per-
form their full duty with reference to the food
supplv of tho army.

The report makos about 30,000 words, and,
wlille it has been Impossible to secure tho text
of tho findings, It can be snld that the court
holds the character nnd quality of tho meat, re-

It
hold that the refrigerated and canned beel
wnstho best practicable fresh meat that could
have been provided ror uso In the tropics, and
it would not have been prudent for the troops
to in. ike the expedition to h.inllagoand Porto
Rico without the preserved meats, either the
refrigerated or canned, with which they were
supplied

On this point several onicers. among them
Gen. Shafter. explained that had cattle on tho
hoof been supplied and no reserve supplies,
such as canned roast beef, been furnished, the
nrmy would have beon In a terrible plight had
the enemy stninidei! or captured tho cattle
herds. With this testimony before It the court
decided that the army could not with any tor-taln- ty

rely upon tho cattlo on tho hoof uu these
Islands

As to the canned roast beef, the court has
concluded that It was pure, sound nnd nu-
tritious and oontalned no deleterious su!
stnnces It soon became repulsive In appear-
ance, though, when tho cans wore opened In
Cuba and Porto Rico, and often proved un-
palatable and nausentlng to the troops, this
condition being due to sorut extent to the
effect of the heat.

THEY HAD DJIA IT.V OLD MRS. nlBBLBR
FOB MANY A YEAR.

Ones a Fine Olnek Team, bnt Now Oaie Wm
mind nnd the Other Noarly So, and Be-
fore Their Mistress Dlrrt She Feared
They Would Fall Into Unkindly Band).

A pair of old but formerly valuable carriage
horses. belotiElnc to the late Mrs. Maria E.
Hibbler of GUS Wlllouchby avenue. Ilrooklyn.
were allot on the lawn in the rear of the
old Hibbler residence nn Friday afternoon.
The animals were killed. It is reported.
In aueordance with a provision of Mrs.
Hibbler's will, as ahe feared that after
her death they mleht pass Into the
hands of some pen-o- who would not
always treat them kindly. Tho horses had
been In possession of Mrs. Hibbler's family
durinc a considerable part of her married life
aud tho memboiB of the family became very
much attached to them. Mrs. Hibbler, who
was "t years old, had lived for over thirty
ears in the roomy, house in

Willouehby avenue, nnd the old b'nek team
had drawn her carriage nearly ull of that
time. After tho death of her husband,
Joseph 1,. Hibbler, In 18!ll. she lived in tho old
homo nloue, except for three or four servants.
Several months uco she spoke of settinc rid of
the old horses, but sho concluded that thoy
were sufficient for her needs. At that time sho
told a friend that tho animals wero as dear to
hornsnnold servant or even a friend mlchtbe,
and xpre-.sed the createst solicitude lest after
her death they should suffer any hard usage or
cruolty.

So tho nolchbors were not surprised when
on l'riday alternoon. not iiulte three weeks
aftor her death, the horses, ono blind and tho
other partly so. wero led out of thestnhleon
tho Hart street side of the Hibbler grounds
and shot by an nirent of the H. I'. C. A.

Jo-e- S Hibbler was In the glass business
in this bo rou i; He retired several yoars ago
with a lame fortune. Mrs. Hlhhler attended
the St. Matthew's Episcopal Chureh at 1'ulaski
street and Thronp avenue. A woman parish-lone- r,

when sh" heard thattheold team so well
known in that neighborhood had been de-
spatched, said:" Well. now. I'm glad they're killed It Is
the one thing that would please her. That old
team was just able to draw her out to the park
and back, and now that she Is gone that Is the
best thing that eiuld happen to them. She
wouldn't like anything better if she could hear
of It."
