M'CULLAGH'S POWERS INCREASED,
Gov. Roosevelt Blgns the Bill Recently
Pased by the Leglslnture.

ArmaNY, May 3.—Buperintendent John Me-
QOullagh of the Metropolitan Elections distriet
was In Albany to-day. After he called upon
Gov. Roosevelt, SBenator Btranohan's blll in-
oreasing the powers of the Superintendent was
pigned by the Governor. This bill empowars

Dr. Vanghan Says Camp Pollution and the
Houne Fly Cansed the Spread of the Disense.

Wasnixoron, May 3.—At to-day’s seaslon of
the Association of Amerioan Physioians Dr.
Vietor O, Vaughan, one of tha thres physicians
appointad by the War Department to investi-
gato the enuse of the typhoid fever epidemio
in military campa during the war, rend n paper
which may ba considored a preliminary raport
ol that board. Burgeon-Genernl Bternberg
praotieally indorsed the conecinslons reanched
by Dr. Vaughan,

The bonrd was unanimous (n the eonelusion
that the spraad of typhold among the troops
was due almost entirely to eamp pollntion,
and, as outlined In Tur Bux Ilnst Boptember,
the princlpal agent in the distribution of the
gorms was the house fly. Dr. Vaughan oriti-
cised the army surgeons, both volunteer and
regular, for erroneously dingnosing mild cases
of typhold as malarial faver, and notes thalr
averslon to enlllng typhold by Its right name.
These both resulted In n lnok of proper pro-
cautlons to pravent Ita sapread, and the Intter,
ho snld, wag a mistake, na the dissase would
not be srndientsd from the eampa until Irs
presanes was recognized and steps taken to
nlumBll out.

I Dr, Vaughan's opinton practically all the
cases roported by tho surgeons s molirinl
fever ware mild types of typhold fever, Ha
hasea this conclusion on the aneven disirihu-
tiun of the cascs pmong regiments camm ped side
by side, the unofMolsl atntementsof regimental
urgeons, tho result of hlood examinalions,
he fact that they did not yisld to trent-
ment with quinine ns I« usunl In malarind
fever, and the hikh rate of mortality, which
corrcsponded with  that from typhoid and
not malarial fevar, Conspguently tha bonr
econcluded that the dingnosis given these enses
by the surgeans was erroncois, From 1te [n-
vastigatfons the boned reached the sonelusion
thut typhold fever prevalled smoug the solidlore
when thoy renched the Government camps,
Toe board thoonght it safe to sayv that 10 per
gent.of the voluntearregiments renching Chilek-
NMALRA Wore Inrfml)' infeotod,

“No widespread is typholid fever in this eoun-
try.,” saye Dr. Vaughan, “that in assembling a
rogiment of volunteers the probnbilities arn
that one or more In the regimepnt will be fonnd
infectad with this disense. Medienl oMoers
might da well to  bear this in  mind
and ba on their uard for the detectinn
of the firat enne of typhold fever. Instead
of doing this many medieal offlcars will
refuse to recognlze  typhold fever untll it
nssumes  epidemic  proportions, and  the
records that we have studied show us that olten
when typhold fever hus become an epidemio
some madien] oMeors refuse to give the dis-
anan the right namo and prefer to eal] It some-
thing alse.
