self, and, though be succeeds In oxtricatlng her.
Is not thanked for his pains. The characters
and their methods are alike singularly want-
ing In delicacy. The scene Is laid In Paris,
though the story Is dated Chicago, which may
account for the author's placing his pen-

sion. In which respectable people board,
In one of I tho few patches of central Taris
where It Is unsafe to walk In broad day-
light, and for making the French boarding-hous- e

keeper say, "l.e Amtrlramet arhetent
ihate romme fa ,'" and " brav." referring to
her garden, The garden, by tho way, con-

tained nn extraordinary historical curiosity.
"Marat, so one said, was brought hero from
the guillotine by some accident." but Mr Her-

rlck does not tell us whetbor It was before or
aftorthe Interview with Charlotte Corday. In
" A Marriage by Froxy" he has come for onco
on a bright idea, and forgots himself and his
little affectations of style In the fun of telling
It. There Is a typewriter who wrltss verso on
her machine in the story, and who says :

1 will read you some In the evenings when
you are lonely.

Mrs. Wilfred Ward tells us that she has spent
seven years in writing "One Poor Scruple: a
Soven Weeks' Story'MLongmans. Green .V Co.).

and that nt the suggestion of friends she prints
it now. The book is written with a serious
purpose, though we fall to see what that pur-
pose Is or why it should appoar now rather
than at any other time. To bo sure. It turn
about the question ot divorce, but as both the
author and tho heroins nro Catholics, the
question that Is troubling a good many Angli-

cans should not nffeot them, while the Catholic
view of the matter can hardly bo expected to
Influence opinion In the Church of England. A
Catholic woman of the world, not through love,
but for the sake of cuttlngout another woman,
determines to abandon her religion nnd to
marry a divorcedjnobleman She Is held back at
the last moment by the vivid presentation of
the fact thnt she will be damned by her con-
duct and will theiefore never again meet In a
future life the baby she had lost and loved. As
a Catholic, she can at no time have had any
doubt astotne criminality of the action she
contemplated nor as to tho penalty reserved
for it Ot course, it she had been made an
Anglican, there would have been sufficient
room for doubt In both respects to make
Mrs. Ward's book serve as a plea on one
side of the question The book Is well written.
A common, If unpleasant, side of British social
life is shown up pitilessly, and the characters
of the women seem drawn from life. The au-
thor's truthfulness In observation leads her.
perhaps unconsciously, to expose tho singular
narrowness of llfo in English Catholio olrcles.
where oonverts even are received ns un weloome
guests. The story will provokediscussion and
Is well worth reading.

A love story In tho unusual setting of a fight
for a Western railroad between two rival cor-
porations is told in "The Short Line War," by
Merwin-Webst- (Macmlllans). The author
has succeeded In making tho struggle for the
control of stuck, with Its political, judicial and
violent Incidents, Interesting from beginning
to end, nnd has made the love episodes fit in
naturally. It is a bright book and worth noting
for summer reading.

It proof were needed that It is Rudyard Kip-
ling's oyes and pen that give value to accounts
ot life In India, it will be found In "On the Edge
of the Empire." by Edgnr Jepson and Capt. I).
Bcaraes lCharls Kerlbner's Sons), stories ot
military and departmental life and of Hindu
traits, often containing rough material that
might have been made much of by competent
hands, but which am drearily uninteresting as
they are told by tho authors.

"By Way of Capo Horn: Four Months in a
Yiinkeo Clipper." by Taul F.vo Stevenson (J. B.
Llpplncott Company), professes to be a diary
kept day by day on n voyage undertaken by
the author and his wife in a sailing vessel
going from Now York to Han Francisco For
many days such a record In the natural course
could present nothing more than statements
about the weather and the shin's run. but the
author Is nn enthusiastic diarist, though not a
nautical man. and employed part of the time
that hung heavy on his hands In filling
up the pages that would otherwise have
been lert blank with information derived
from various sources, whether pertinent
or not. Occasionally he copies out a poem or
writes it down from a memory that cannot al-

ways be trusted, an we Infer from the Incorrect
German ascribed to Heine. There are rumi-
nations, too. on many Indifferent matters that
help to swell out the diary to over 400 closely
printed pages. The author observed much
barbarous treatment of the orcw on the part of
the officers, which he prudently confided to his
diary alone. Only a strong love of the sea will
enable the reader to wade through a passen-
ger's vlow of the petty Incidents of a long sea
voyage.

It was Mr. W. D. Ilowells, we believe, who
Introduced tho fashion, since followed by many
ambitious young women, ot utilizing a sum-
mer's visit to a country or seaside resort In
making studies, more or loss careful, and not
always weloome, of the "natives " One such
study led to nn award of damages for libel to a
"native" who considered that he had been
held up to the ridicule of his townsmen.

The Jewish Union nt Work on a Great Mis-
sion Srheme-T- o Reach the Children.

The New York Jewish Union, formed a year
ago. is about to carry out a'schsme for the per-

manent Improve aient of the Hebrew popula-
tion west ot Eighth avenue, between Thirtieth
nnd Fiftieth streets, and east of the Bowery
below Ninth street, A committee on circuit
preaching and mls3lon work has been named,
composed of the Rev. S. 8. Wise, the Rev, D.
Whittmere. the Rev. Dr. F. D Sola Mendes
and Messrs. Louis Gsns. J. L. Buttenwslssr
nnd Moses Ottlnger. which Is to put into effect
the Ideas of the most progressive of Now Yotk
Jews for the improvement ot conditions In the
congested districts.

'After studying the problem tor a year. It Is
now settleJ that on the Jewish Pentecost Day
a letter will be forwarded to all rabbis in the
city explaining what Is to be done and Inviting
help. The letter will ear that, hard as the
philosophy may seem, not muoh cm be hoped
for from effort among adults Instead of
work among them, a mighty ofTort must be nut
forth to reach the children. To do this, eight r
mission stations will oe established In old
buildings which will be rented nnd refitted
for the work A corps of teachers will be en-
caged and one or more rabbis wfll be placed in
charge. I'.ducation nlong secular lines will be
attempted, nnd beyond that n rellglrus and
home training will be tried, which shall, if pos-
sible, get hold ot the lives and character of
future residents of the congested quarters.

Dr. l)e Sola Menlss. sneaking for the pro-
moters of the scheme, said of It yesterdiy:
"Thero rests upon the .lows of New York a
grave responsibility to the future. This re-
sponsibility can only be discharged by Jews,
and the Union of Jewish Congrega Ions was
formed to try to solve this problem. A vear
of study has been besto-ve- upon it and tha
belief is general that a campaign among the
children I the best ineins of accomplishing
permanent results. In these results all New
York, all of tho country, for that matter, is
doeplr Interested. We must reform present
conditions or they will run over and Injure
more than themselve We mean to try to get
.lews in every part or New York, everywhere.
Indeed, to trv to help. Schools to tho num-
ber of seventy-fiv- e or olghty will be estab-
lished, provided sufTlclent funds can be se-
cured, and in these schools an effort will be
made to get hold of the heattsof the children
and so mane reform permanent."

nnd Church streets. The bill was at first In-

tended as an amendment to the General Rail-
road law, which would havo obviated the ne-

cessity of Its coming before Mayor Van Wyck
as a city measure, but presuro was brought to
bear to change this, and the bill, aftor no little
delay, reached the Mayor yesterday morning.
It Is expectsd that the Long Island ltailro.nl
Company, the Brooklyn Atlantic Avenue Com-
mission, nnd many Property owners In Kings
couutv and further down 1x3 rig Island will ap-
pear In favor of the bill, and that tho Board
of Public Improvements nnd tbo Rapid Tran-
sit Commission will also lo represented All
that the bill needs Is the Mayor's signature, ns
it is understood that Gov Koosevelt favors it.

Whether or not Mayor Van Wyck will sign
it is a question that causes no little anxiety
to tho friends of the bill Two other bills de-
pendent upon the Mnrshall hill were passed
as amendments to the Gensrnl Railroad law.
so that the Mavor might have no chance at
them, and this i said to havo disposed that
official unfavorably toward this bill Should
the bill become a Saw the Board of Publo Im-
provements will have a degree of jurisdiction,
as there Is no department of tunnels In thecity government The two dependent bills
