CAPT. HICKEY'S REPORT ON A TOUR
OF PUERTO PRINCIPE AND SANTIAGO,

Citles of Those Provinces Put In Good Sani-
tary Conditlon-tiambling In Haovana—
Hallway Consolidation Scheme - Plan for
Pnying the Cohan Troops Aceepled,

Havaxa, May B.~Capt, Hiokey of Governors
General Brooke's stafT has just arrived here
after a tour of Inapection in the proviness of
Puerto Prinelpa and Hantlago which Iasted
two months, He says that all the alties he
visitad have bean put in good sanitary eondi-
tlon. The paople arn going to work and seam
contented and appreciative of tho offarts of the
Americann to improve their condition. Owing
to tha absence of politicnl agitators who hnve
flocked to Havana, much greatar confldence is
felt in the country districtain the honeaty of
the Intentions of the Unitad Btates,

The presence of bandita was scarcely no-
ticad. Oceaslonal reporta reached Capt. Hickey
ol patty depredations, but he thinks bri-
gandage Is not of sufMelent lmportance
to warrant conecern on' the part of the
military authorities outaidn the provincos
in which the deprodations oecur. The health
of the troops ia avargwhoera oxcallent. The
spidemic of typhold fever which threatened
tha forees in Puerto Prineipe 8 now thoroughly
under control.

There In much talk hare regarding the Police
Department, which (s being likened to the
Neaw York force under Tammany rule. It (s
nlleged that ganmbling houses and many calda
are runolng uader pollee protection. The old
Rpanish Inw forbldagambling and full respon-
sibllity for the present existenca of tha ovil
resta, not on Gen., Ludlow, the Milltary
Governor of the city, but on the Cuban police
foree. The facta of the situntion are known to
Gen. Brooke nnd his Cabinet, and Secrotary of

WATSONTO RELIEVE DEWEY

UORDERED TO MANILA AR BECOND IN
COMMAND OF THE STATION,

When Admirnl Dewey Is Rendy to Come
Home Watson Wil Succend Him in Com-
mand of the Fleel —Dewey Is Noi Expect-
ed to Ask to Be Nelleved Nefore Jduly.

WasHiNGToN, May B —Orders were isaned by
the Navy Department to-day preparatory to
the nsslgnment of Rear Admiral John O,
Watson to muceesd Admiral Daway In com-
mAnd of the Asintie naval station. The ordera
direct Admiral Watson to procesd to Manila by
the regular mall steamer scheduled to leava
Ban Franciseo on May 14, and to report for
duty to Admiral Dewey as secand In command
of tha fleet In Asiatic waters., An order was
Isauad alno neslgning Rear Admiral lLouls
Eemp! to the command of the Mara Island
Navy Yard, Cal. succesding Admirnl Wataon,
Admiral Kemipf is at present on duty at Mars
Island,

Tt was sald oMelally to-day that no direet ra-
muest for Lhe ralinf of Admiral Dawey from hin
presant duty had comn 1o the Navy Deoart-
ment. Admiral Dewoy had sont word to tha
Navy Dopartment some time ago that hes did
not want to coms homewhila mattera ln the
Phillprines wore eritleal. On Aug. 18, 1808,
the day following the signing of the pence pro-
toenl, Beeretary Long eabled Admiral Dewey
that his presenoo In Washington might be
needed for consultation In the peuca negotin-
tions, and in o deapateh datod Mantla, Aug. 20,
the Admiral sald:

“1trust it may not he necessary to order me
to Washington, Hhould regret very much to
lenve hers whila matters remain in present
eritieal condition

To this deapnateh Beeretnry Long sent the
following nnswer on Aug, 27

“The Presidont has recoived your telegram
and will respeet your wishes and not direet you
to leave your present duty

Hince then It has boen regarded as certain
thaut Admiral Dewey would not dealrs to lanve
for home until after normal conditions had
been reatored in the Philippines. He was ap-
pointed n membar of the Phillippines Commis-
sion with that understanding. The prospect
of the reatoration of peace In A very short time,
through the surrender of Aguinaldo, has
eaused tho President and the Seorotary of the
Novy to give somo consideration rocontly to
the guestion of recalllng Admiral Deway to
assume less nrduous duties at home, but tha
mnttor was not sariously conslderod until with-
In the past fow dnys,

On Friday o telegram was rocsived at the
Stata Doepartment from I'resident Schurman
of the Philippinesa Commission. in which ha
expressed tha hope that, If Admiral Dowey
wera to ba racallad, ha might be retained ns a
member of the eommission In an ndvisory
capacity to the Govoernment at Washington.
This was taken to be an Indireet expression of
Adniiral Dewey's desires, and aftora consulta-
tinn to-day bet wean the President and SBeeratary
Tong, It wne declded to naslgn Admiral Watson
to the A=iatie station, so that he might relieve
Admiral Dewey when the Iatter was ready to
lenve for Washington., Nelther the President
nor Heeretary Long knows when Admiral
Dewoy will start forthe United States, but it Ia
supposed that he will not ask for detachment
until the 1st of July at the earllest.

Admiral Watson will reach Manila about the
middle of June, and at least a fortnight will be
renuired by Admiral Dewey to saxplaln the sit-
uation to his suceceasor and permit him to
familinrize himael! with his naw dutles. The
Administration isconfidant that the reatoration
of pence will oceur befora that time, ani
when that has besn accomplished thers
will be no necessity of keening Admiral
Dewey longer at Maniln, Although the
report  that the Admiral's health s fail-
{ng has not boeen eonfirmed, there has been
considerable worry on that seora In offlelal
elreles, and the President and Hecratary Long
want Dewey to got a good rest in aclimate
which will eounteract any ill effecta of the
enervating tropienl waather to which he has
been expossd ao long, The ofMelal statement
wne made this evening that Admiral Watson'a
nnsighment to the Aslatlo station is intended
morely to {insure the presenca of & flag oMoer
at Manila when Admiral Dewey fs ready to
leave thern.

Admiral Wntaon made application to the
Navy Department some time ago to ba ns-
slgned to the eommand of the Asiatie station
when Admira! Dewey was rellevad, He hasan
axcellent naval racord. In the war with Spain
ho was nsaigned to tha command of the north
